MASSACHUSETTS AND RHODE ISLAND.

The friends of Temperance in these
Stutes have achieved a great, and to many
an unexpected triumph. That of Rhode
Island was won by judicious and faithful
work=—by meking little noise and few nom-
inations, but bending all their exertions to
the choice of legislators (nominated by
whickever party) who conld do the right
thing as to the Maine Law. By taking
this prudent and politic course, and pursu-
ing it energetically, they secured success,
ard their law one of the best enacted any-
where—was carried through both Houses
with but a show of opposition.

Massa husetts is]-rublblymoretlmrough-

{ ly for Temperance than Rhode Island, but

no election has been carried on that issue,
while the Distilling and Rumselling inter-
est ic Boston is very rich and powerful.
Neither House dared to vote down the
Maine Law, but the lower wonld evidently
have been glad to see it fail any where else
than on its own table, so that it took
months to get a bill into shape that would
pass both Houses. When it finally did
pass, the £tate was amazed by a Veto
from Gov. Boutwell, who had gll along
been counted a friend of the measare until
within & day or two of this demonstration.
The Veto was based on frivoloas grounds,
and excited equal astonishment and indig-
vation. A stormy excitement resulted,
whereby the Vill was galvanized into new
life, and, but slightly amended by striking
out the reference to the Peaple, was rv;-
passed aml now sigmed, thus becoming a
law, within a few days after it had beea

(as was supposed) knocked in the head by
a Veto.

Thus both these States have the Mains
Law, so far as respects grog-shops and tip-
pling-houses of all kinds, to go into effect
very soon.

Now, friends of Temperance! this law
will stand or fall as you shall or shall not
faithfully uphold and enforce it. Every-
thing depends on your fidelity. You must
allow no time to elapse before making your
preparations to give its provisions their
full and fair effect. Begin at once your or-
ganizations, if you have not already begun
them, to canse the law to be thoroughly
respected in your severa' Towns and Coun-
ties, and give seasonable notice to the grog-
sellers that you shall exvect them to obey
it. Do not allow one tippling-house within
your municipality to continue openly selling
one hour after the law takes effect; yon
will find it far more easy to deal with the
offenders promptly than otherwise. 1f you
let th 'm sell unwarned a day, they will be
harc.r to stop ever after; if you don't
prosecute them within a week, you will
probably not stop them at all. * A stitch
in time ' will save you infinite trouble and
humiliation thereafter.

Friends of Temperance in the Maine
Law States! the eyes of millions in other
States are upon you. Their deliverance
from the devouring rmonster rests imme-
diately on you. The great cavil of the
professedly Temperance but practically
anti-Temperance men is that the Maine
Law will not be sustained and enforced.
Show them that it con be and is, and we
shall easily carry it everywhere ; but if you
falter, the whole charging line will be dis-
pirited and broken. Acs worthy of your
eause and your responsibility. * Remember
those in bonds as bound with them.” Help
us to carry and teach us to enforce the
beneficent Maine Law !

FREE LAND AND ITH FOES,

The passago of the Homestead bill by
the House has aroused a good many slum-
bering Rip Van Winkles. Rubbing their
eyes and lazily stirring their stumps, so asto
restore circulation to their torpid blood,
they forget to look at the clock to ascertain
the true time of day.

We may be
permitted to suggest, however, that The
Courier and its Editor have often professed
a profound admiration of the Statesman-
ship of Wistian H. Sewarn, who is the
warm supporter of this very *[Protean
shape” of the Free Farm bill, the **shame-
ful nudity” whereof now fills The Courier
with amazement and indignation.

ruilmwp:nd eultlvation ; and that when such citizen
ehall have resided on the same land for three years, and
cultivated the same, or il dyiog in the meuatime, the
resldence and cultivation shall have been held and car-
ried out by his widuw or his beirs, or devisees, for the
space of full three years from and after making entry of
such land such ence nnd cultivation t4 be completed
within four years from the time of such entry, then a
patent Lo (ayue [or the same to the person moking entry,
if Uving, or otherwise to his heire or devisaca, us the caie
ey require s Provided, uevertheless, that such perion
so entering and taking the quarter section as wioresad,
shall sot liave, nor shisdl his helrs or devisees have, auy
power to alienue such land, nor cresto any title theroto,

in law or equity, by deed, transfer, lease, or any other
conveyance, cxeept by devis by will”

This, it will be scen, is the Homestead
1ill which has just passed the House almost
verbatim, and Mr. Webster has on several
occasions reiterated his devotion to it.
Where slept the thunders of The Courier—
that inexorable devotee of *Principles,
not Men,’—while WessTeR and Sewarp
were indoctrinating the Country with this
Free Land ** demagoguism " in al] its atro-
cious “nudity 1" Is there not danger that
Rip has shaken the poppies from his eyelids
a trifle too late ?
