EULOGIES ON MR. CLAY.

We have been realing over, carefully
and thoughtfully, the panegyrics on Mr.
Clay pronounced by warious Members of
Congress, most of them political adversa-
ries, in either House the day after his
death. We know not what may be the
effect of these eulogies on others, hut their
reading arouses in our mind an indignant,
burning sense of wrong, which we will not
altempt to repress.

—*Mr. Clay' (such is the general drift
and purport of these enlogies) ‘ was a great
‘and gallant man—-a frank, earnest, devo-

ted patriot—one who served his country
according to his homest comvictions and
*served her with all his might. There was
nothing base mor unworthy in his char-
‘acter; and though he loved power, he
*coveted it only for the good he believed it
‘would enable him to do for his ceuntry.
‘We honestly differed from him as to the
‘tendency and bearing of his measures;
‘but we never distrusted his integrity, nor
*doubted that he honestly labored through-
‘out to promote the well-being of the Re-
¢ public.’

—Toall which we make answer—

Gentlemen ! if you had fairly and man-
ful_ly met his eflorts in the spirit you now
evince, you never could have beaten him !
Ii:ynlulnot shrouded him from pablic
view in life by a tissue of infornal calum-

nies, you would not have been standing in
the Capitol on his death to slaver him with
your nauseous flatteries. Had you dared
togo to the People on a fair and candid
presentment of the qaestions of Public Pol-
icy whereon you ditfered from Mr. Clay—
bad you said to them fairly and frankly—
+ Mr. Clay is a noble Patriot and States-
+ man, who honestly thinks (as he thought
+ and said when supporting the Administra-
‘tion of Jefferson, and almost by himself
+upholding that of Madison) that Protec-
‘tion to Home Industry with liberal ap-
« propriations for Rivers, Harbors, &c.,
tis the true policy to develop our re-
« sources, increase the rewards of Industry,
caccelerate the growth and increase the
«strength of our country, but we consid-
: er him mistaken on these vital questions,
+and will proceed to show you why,"—you
never could have triumphed over him.—
But, from the moment you saw fit to differ
from him in 1824, on & personal qaestion as
to whether John Q. Adams or Andrew
Jackson—(both of the * Democratic® par-
ty. bus neither of them the ‘regular’ Dem-
ocratic candidate)—should be preferred for
President, or to find fault with his choice
afterward though you approved it at the
time, you let loose all the bloodhounds of
Detraction upon him—you aceused him of
corruption the most shameful and treach-
ery the most sordid—and thence to the end
of his career, or until yon were certain
that he could no longer be a formidable
antagonist, yon rung the chanzes on eve-
ry debasing charge, on every infamous ac-
cusation, that your depraved imaginations
could invent.

By
these atrocious, unintermitted calumnies,
you taught the great mass of the unedu-
cated and ill-informed to regard him with
alhorrence, and to oppose his measures
blindly and bitterly from a conviction that
no good could come from sach a source.
We bad no fair verdict on the great ques-
tions of policy which ought to have been
decided, because you had by calamny im-
bued the jury witha conviction that one
party and his witnesses were scoundrels
who could not tell the truth and could not
mean any good.

And then, when you had so poisoned the
public mind that, though we could beat you
on any other candidate, we could not elect
Mr. Clay, you made ita matter of reproach
to us that we did not keep running him for
President in the face of certain defeat !
Having loaded your dice so as to be sure of
winning every time, you insisted that we
should play into your hands continually,
and whimpered, * Why don’t you run Mr.
‘Clay? He is the great embodiment of
¢ your principles ; why do yeu desert him?
Yes, you have actually reproached us be-
cause we at length perceived how immedic-
able were the wounds inflicted by the tooth
of Slander; you driveled about Whig in-
gratitude and fickleness, when you well
knew that never was a party more devoted
to a leader than the Whig party to Henry
Clay.

Now that he is dead, and any profit that
can be made out of him must be secured
on the other sack, yon are unanimously
voluble in his praise ! Your orators can
find nothing too good to say of him. Your
houses are tricked out with crape, andnone
can surpass you in paying honors to the de-
parted. You would fuin have your past
calumnies forgotten, and cach would say
of the avalanche of personal defamation that

overwhelmed him,

*Thou canstnot say Jdid it ! Never shake
Those gory locks st me '

when in fact your whele party either
directly propagated or indirectly counte-
nanced and upheld it. As a party, you
were eager to profit by the foul aspersions
so long as anything could be made by them.
Now that the great man is in his grave,
who thanks you for your recantations ?

' Can Flattery soothe the dull cold ear of death

—We would not speak thus of the past if
it were not for the notorious fact that though
Clay is dead, the tactics which defeated,
the spirit that hunted him to the tomb,
still survive. The party which so relent-
lessly pursued him still seeks power by es-
sentially the sams means. All its logic,
its manifestoes, substantially set forth,
* What we advocate must be right becanse
* we are the Democracy, the party of the
¢ People : while our antagonists arc the
* Aristocracy, who hate the People, and are
sceretly but intensely hostile to Civil
¢ Freedom." From beginning to end, they
act on and profit by this Pharisaic assump-
tien. ‘Stand by thyself. for I am holier
than thou,’ pervades their cntire chain of
argumert. Their less enlightened disciples
arc not incited to weigh impartially the
measutes of the two parties and judge
which would most condace to the National
welfare, bat to believe that whatever the
Whigs propose must be pernicious and tead
to the upbuilding of classes at the expense
of the great majority. They accept the
measures because of the party, and not
the party because of its measures. See
how they are incited to this in the Plat-
form thrice adopted and proclaimed as set-
ting forth the fundamental differences be-
tween the two parties by successive
¢ Democratic ' Nstional Conventions, viz :

He is the
choice of (uondam Whigs in the wealthy
circles of Wall-st., State-st., and among
the * Cotton Lords.” Well, we caanot
kelp this. We shall not wonder to find
that Englishmen prefer almost anybody to
Gen. Scott, of whom they cannot be sup-
posed to have any very fragrant recollec-
tions. Andneither is it matter of astonish-
ment that both Gen. Pierce and Mr. King
—being gentlemen of the very first order,
of bighly respectable conservatism—one,
ndeed, being the very pink, the * Miss
Nancy " of political propriety—should be
favorites with some of the upper-tendom of
Whiggery. But if Gen. Scott cannot look
in such direction for support, he must try
and find it in humbler quarters.

We have no idea that his election de-
pends at all upon the preferences of either
London, State-st., or Wall-st. The peo-
ple will settle that matter without stopping
to take thelr cue from such localities.

The Times is at fault in attributing the
selection of inferior men by our Loco-Foco
brethren, for the high station of President,
to a radical defect in the working of our
Republican system. It is not owing to
this, but to the adoptien of a rule by the
1 oco-Foco Conventions, which requires
two-thirds of the Delegates to concar be
fore a nomination can be made. Thisis a
result of the skillful engineering of the
Slaveholding Democracy, who thereby se-
cure just such a candidate as they like, and
who use it to defeat the nomination of any
other.

FRENCH FINANCES,

The great practical difficulty with Louis
Napoleon is likely to be want of funds.
Since his accession to pewer he has oceu-
pied himself with spending money and giv-
ing it away as zealouslyas if nobody had to
work for it beforehand. And while going
on in this way, the sole piece of economy
he has eflected is. the reduction of the in-
terest on the public debt, equivalent to only
eighteen millions of francs yearly. Itap-
pears by the report of the Committee on
the Budget, just made to the Legislative
Body. that the deficit of the current year
will be some $12,000,000, and of next year
$3.000,000. Besides, these deficits are di-
minished by the product of certain extraor-
diuary sources of revenne, such as the sale
of wood from the National Forests, which
will soon be exhausted. These extraordi-
nary revenues amount to $5,000.000, and
without them the deficit would be excaed-
ingly serious. The floating debt alone,
under the late events, has risea to 154 mil-
lions of dollars. and promises, at the rate
matters are going, to undergo a constant
increase.

It is true that the Committee, struck
with alarm at this state of things, have
proposed reductions in the appropriations,
and in so doing have been brought into di-
rect opposition with the Government—a
fact sufficient to caase a fall in the price
of the funds. That is certsinly a most

precarious and pitiable condition, when the
attempt to bring the expenditures of a Gov-
ernment into equilibriuom with its income
is regarded as dangerous to the public
peace; but so it is now in France. Bat
none of these reductions will be submitted
to. Neither the extravagant salaries and

| dotations of the minions of the usurper,

nor the expenses of the military establish-
ment, will be cat down to any considera-
ble extent. Indeed, after a deal of talk
and show of economy and opposition, we
believe the chief items of the Budget have
already been adopted by this model Legis-
lature.

All this while not one of the measures to
improve the comdition of the working
classes, so lavishly promised by Napoleon
when he was not yet absolute, has yet
been brought forward. Not a single
tax weighing on the people’s means of sub-
sistence has been alleviated, and not one
will be. Not a single burden on their in-
dustry and commerce has been removel.
It would seem that such a fact must de-
stray any illusion that the peasantry may
ever have cherished with regard to this
mock Napoleon.

Jut what will he (o with such a de-
ficit in bis finances? Will he be able to
keep on borrowing at that rate from year to
year indefinitely? No. the bankers will
presently get tired of lending. Will he cut
down bi= own salary and reduce the spoils
allotted to his creatures? No. for that
would lose him their support.  Will he re-
iluce the army? No, for withoat it he is
not safe. There scems to be only one re-
source left for him, that is, a war, which
will allow him to make other nations sup-
port his troops, while it gives the latter a
chance to gorge themselyes with glory.
Perbaps he may try this expedieat, if so,
we predict it will use him up and others of
his kind with him. 'That will be a catas-
trphe that will call for no lamentations
from honest men.

K& The Evening Post magnifies the Ex-

(iardiner is a swindler and forger before he
is hrought to trial, and while he is waiting
for the Government to hunt up proof of the
crimes charged against him, each will
judge for himself; but that Mr. Corwin
has ever received one dollar on & claim
which he knew or believed to be fraudu-
lent, The Post is not weak enongh to be-
lieve, though it is knavish enough to assert
it. And if ever an Adwinistration made
extraordinary efforts to procare proof of a
suspected crime, Mr. Fillmore’s has done
so in the case of Gardiner.

We hope thisman, if guilty, will be con-
victed and punished ; but there is not one
dollar less in the Treasary than if he had
never received a ceut. Our Government
covenanted with Mexico to pay a specified
sum to our spoliated citizens in fall satis-
fuction of their claims on Mexico, and has
done it—no more. no less. 1f the Gardiner
claim is frandulent, other claimants have
received less than they otherwise would;
but no more has been taken from the Trea-
sury.

Since the Administration became Whig,
beth Houses of Congress have been pre-
dominantly Opposition. They could have
controlled and limited the expenditures, and
ought to have done it Bat with Califor-
nia, New-Mexico, the Rio Grande and the
Flibustiers to look after, it was not possi-
ble to keep down the expenditures to the
standard of former years. Our Military
expenditures in the territory wrested
from Mexico are far greater than all
our Military expenditures ought to have
been prior to 1246, and our Indian Service,
Naval, Revenue and other expenditures,
have been increased in propertion. Con-
quests are costly, not merely in the gettiog
but in the keeping also; amd gold mines
do not tend to reduce outlays. If we are
to go on acquiring, we shall go on increas-
ing our expenditures; there is no help for
it. Can we stop coveting what is our
peighbor's. and better husband our own ?
