From
week to week we have to chronicle the
ruin of mill owners and furnace owners,
and the closing of theirestablishments, the
necessary eflect of which is to drive those
employed in them to seck some other emn-
ploymént, ind thus to produce in all others
uew competition for the sale of lnbor, with
necessary dimioution in the compensation
of ull. It is not, however, in the larger
hranchies of business alone that this is seen,
1t extends to ull. Our shops ure filled with
foreign commodities of various kinds, that,
vnder the tarifl of 1=42, were produced at
home, but which now come from abroad,
while our own women and our own chil-
dren nre unemployed, nnd obliged to go in
rug«. aven when ennbled to obtain food, but
finding it often diflicult to get even the food
itself,

We desire purticulurly to enll to this
parngraph the attentlon of all our working-
men. Let them read It, and then let them
spswer o themselves il there would not
be more demand for labor, and if wages
woull got be higher, il we were building
new mills and new furnuces, lostend of
closing wld oues, nnd driving their occu-
punts out to become competitors with
those who now produce whent, or hats, or
shoes? Wendd nowtoour populationalmost
a millien of people annually, and the num-
ber of adult males annunlly added is but
little short of half o million, every one
of whom must now liad employment in
some one of the pursuits that are as yet
protected from foreign competition, and
the consequence of this is, and must con-
tinte to be, an excess in the oumber of
persons ~eeking to muake huts or shoes,
stesmships or locomotive engines. Open
the mills and furnaces, and ut once there
will be created an outlet for great numbers
of the<e people. Build mills and furoaces
and a further outlet will be created, nnd

o diminution in the number of persons
secking to be employed in making shoes,
or hats, priating books or newspapers, nod
thus all will be benefitted.
