We have Coal, Wood, Lime,
Food and other elements of production as
atmndunt and cheap a8 any other Iron-aking
people.  If we could ouly adjust our publie
policy 8o as steadily to produce at home the
Iron we need (which will very soon reach Two
Millions of tuns per annum, worth at least
Sixty Milliona of Dollars,) we could teach
the world how to make good and cheap Iron
within a dozen years.

in progress or in consemplation which will re-
duce the cost of bringing the various materials

The Morris und
Essex Railroad, which now stops at Dover,
sowe twelve miles west of Morristown, just on
the edge of Sussex Co., is now being coustruer-
ed fiftcen wiles further, past the Stanhope
Iron Works, and will doubtless be pushed to
the Delaware River within 1554, From the
Delaware, a Railroad now actively agitated
will #oon be constructed to the great Susque-
hanna coal field of Pennsylvania, connecting at
Seranton with the Leggett's Gap Road, and so
forming the shortest reute from this City to
the West, thus supplying the Mineral Ragion
of New-Jersey with Coal from Pennsylvania,
and Flour, Meat, &c., from the West at the
lowest rates, Another Railroad from the in-
tersection of the Newburgh Branch with the
Erie Railroad ut Chester will speedily be
driven through the heart of the mineral region
of Bussex to the Delaware Water Gap, pass-
ing the Zine and other extensive mines on the
woy. DBesides, Mr. Peter Cooper is now build-
ing a Railread from Waterloo on the Morris
Canal to Lis mines at Andover, Sussex Co.
(11 miles,) and bhas proposed to extend it to
the Zine Mines (= miles further) en terms
which are now under consideration. Such ex-
tension would reduce the cost of transportiug
the Zinc Ore from the mines to Newark by at |
least difty per cent.

These are but samples of the facilities for
the cheap production of Iron which our British |
rivals bave long enjoyed, and which our Ameri-
can Iros-makers will enjoy, not in one district |
only, but throughout the Country, should the |
present dewand for Iron continue at something !

This, too, it wust be borne in mind, is but
one among many Flax inventiona now being
perfected and proved.  Any one of them may
fuil and disappoint its backers, but they cannot
all fail.
