Here, then, are manifested (o nsture the two ole-
ments of & motive power, vis,; Morios sad Foucs. Is
it too much 10 sy that these two besutifil principles in
vature can be made to harmbassly and economically
work through & sbmple spparstus, in imitation of ns-
ture’'s operstions ! Let the doubting enjoy their doubss
while they can, for they will soon have good remon
dispel them.
