Effort la mare impers-
tively demanded in their behulf than ioany other
branch of the numerous philsnthropies that benefit
our City. Where we now employ seventy out of the
thousands in our midst, we [vel that with inereased fs-
cilitien. these could and sbeuld exjoy the beosfita of
rombined labor, not only in ours, but io nearly every
brunch of female industry.

The condition of the mass of our steamstresses is
truly deplorsble. They have no social position in so-
clety It may slmost be said of them that they go
* Lomeloss beside o thoussnd bomes,” and starve amid
geueral plonty. Ho narrowed down arethey in striv.
ing to keep within the bounds of their petty esrnings,
that they seek stopping places (a0t homes) among the
tepements of poverty, in courts, alleys sad garrets.
They cannot muke & d PP in society, and
therefore lsolate themaelves from all the common esjoy-
ments aod comforts wrousd toem. Many of them nre
widows, and often quite sdvanced in years, valnly eo-
deavoring to support life from a pittance of 82 per
week, after dividing full ooe ball of this sum wich the
landlord of some obscure garret.  Of this clase we are
scquninted with many  Many, very many young females
bacome debilitated from their sedentary and long pro.
tructed toll, and look forward, even now in their exrly
daye, only to premature graves and friendiess mems.
rice, With them, while the seeds of disesse are bring
sowp, they may net telax wn energy, for food and shel
ter are dependent on the continuance of their murder-
ous twil. The unfit places of employment in which
employers compel females 10 Inbor, are nlso » glaring
wbuse and s fruitful source of evil to the oporatives.
They are compelled to berd in upper rooms sad lofis,
where they come in contact with loose and unprinei-
pled men, where the safezuard of modesty and recti
tude ure ensly broken in upon, and they are gradoally
druwn into the vortex of vice to swell the rapidly ang-
menting numbers of the army of Crime, From this
rource are the ranka of Vice yenrly aod constantly re-
plevished, and for the earrection of this forressing
evil we would anxiously, esrpestly call on Chriatian
philanthrophy to bestow immediste thoaght.

We bave here simply histed at the manifold evils,
wrungs, trinke and dire tesoptations which hung sround
the lot of the defencelos senmstress, and wo leave the
public to ponder over them. Our experience so lar,
Line demonstrated thot these sbuses may be o o grest
measure corrected ; that the combined system of labor
which we adopt will secure the operstives much larzer
wagen, less hours of toil, surer employment oortain
pryment and good snd heslthy work rooms. and &
removal from the temptations that besot and surround
them under the isoluted system of employmnt, we
have worked for more than two yeard to demoustrate
these sdvunteges, and sbhall cootinue ineroasing the
vumber of workers se our means allow us,  The Falr
gotten up in our behall, by the kind fricnds of the Union,
will afford us material nid, mnd we cannot be over grate-
ful for the timely ssslstance. To that Commitree and
their friends—the Lessee of the spacions Hall, snd the
Lacies’ Committes of Westchiester, whose gratultoas
efforts we would epecially acknowledgo—we, and thoss
whem our efforts ure desigued to beuefit will, be kindly
remembered.
