inferior aud unsightly. Exposed constantly to fire, these
buildivgs are usunlly constructed sdmirably to burn
down. Only a few of them have fire-proot roofs, pios
shingles or ‘boards being *he roofing in commin s
Bome of them are neatly eaclosed s if to provide for
the comfirt of the workmen in winter and stormy

westher, but the most of them are uot as
comfortable as 8 good cow shed  An old forge
poof is petforated thoroughly  with huoles burnt

by the sparks which are cousiantly fiying from the
e{iwury. and
the vigilance of the workmen.  Many of the stroams o4
which these forges are placed are not sufficient todrive
them more than fiom seven to nine month in the year,
which must be a great drawback to their productivencss,
we wonder that the experiment bas not been tried
riving (hose forges by steam.  We think, although
wo have no aceurate duta, that the heat which vauishes
up the chimney of a fire must be nearly sutficient to
rate steam for driving the bellows aud hsmumar for
manufheturing all the iren which that fire can pro-
duce. The introduction of the hot blast pipes in the
forge stack has saved much of this waste heat, but it
secenus to us that enough is still lost to drive properly
constructed machis the whole year through 1t i«
our impression that this improvement wonld save thons-
aude an dollars aonually te the conutey.  This oplnion is
confirmied from the fact that Mr. Edward DeCamp, at
his model farge, Charlottenburg, bas put up two biov-
ery fires, 80 that the heat which escapes from them is
erployed in heating an oven eo with a stand of
rolls. In that oven thus hested, the ironis mule hot
enough for rolling with but s ssl! sdditionsl expenss
Buch an improvement as we suggested would also fur-
pinh labor the whole year through, nstemd of the preseat
evil of stopping work for want of water. Thists a very
important want to the physical snd moral eondition of
the workmen, and deserves to be looked into. Many
workmen lose just about the sum they ought to lay up
for * a rainy day’’ by these vacations eause
ard it can hardly be doubted that many of them contract
babits which they wight escape if they had constant aud
profitable employment,

The Blower must beat his fire
all the time, and of courss in that department of the
work there must be a change of men as vflen as ooce in
twelve bours, 1n most of these Dirges the wook's work
begive at midnight immediately after the Ssbhbath, and
closes about noon on Satundsy.  Usually the day's work
is measured by the loops of iron, thatis, the mssof iron
a8 it i taken u the fire.  To make ote ol these (rom
the ote requires about three hours, so that four loops are
a day's work, These loops weigh trom ooe hundeed and
fifty 10 two hundred pounds, and the hammerstiisn will
bandle that mass under the hammer with as much ease
a8 a blacksmith does & nail-rod.

years. Al these clussen of laborers are representsd in
the above tables. If we reckon pig iron only at €20 por
tup, we pereeive that this investment has done well for
the eapitalists, but we mppose that usiog, s they Ao,
inrge quantities of their own iron in the puddiing far-
noces, to be converted finally into spikes aid nails, that
the pig hias been worth wore than 25 per ton, on an
average.

In the formerarticle we stated the fact that in all pro-
bability two furnaees will soon be erected at Rickawar,
snd the statisties just given will serve to show to what
an extent such establishments are likely to give emplos-
meut to men and distribute wages in the eommunity
They wonld be felt by the colliers, the minera, the boat-
men, as we'l as by those immediately at the furnaces
Fach of these furnaces would consame nat less than
1o 000 tups of coal annunily, and smelt ns many tuos of
pre.
