T the officinl language the whole class is called ciri.
son burghers. They live in cities, towns sod boroughs,
all under similar organizasions ; devoted exclusively to
trade, masufuctures sud other working professions.
There they are governed by institutions of o comuu-
yial pature as respects their fandamental organism and

slructure.

Auy citizeu-burgher
ern puse [nto the clone eorporation of the merchauts, on
declaring the smount of eapital required to be inseribed
in one of the three guilds, and paying to the treasury the
interest thereon.

Fach commwunity cas exclude any memberunder crim-
inal copdenmation, or of uotorious bad character, The
city of Moscow hax alone the privilege of giviog up such
individunls to she Government, either as recruits, to be
reckoned as furuished in any future levy, or for the coli-
nization of Siberis. Childien of such convicts, sbove 14
