Native wauvers sod cus-
toms the most extraordinary are painted withoat
disguiee. No blush crimsons his cheeks at the recol-
leetione in which babo joyously revels. 1l editor,
Mr. Brantz Mayer of Baltimore—a man not quite un-
known to fame—has evgaged in his task with a cor-
tain copgenial enthusiasm, though founded on a dif-
ferent basis.

Captain Canot was born in Florence. He was the
son of a captain in the French army, who fell in love
with & blooming Piedmontese during Napoleon's cam-
paiges in Italy.

Qur adventurer avowed an early prefercuce for a sea-
faring life. Ilis mother consented to the indulgence
of bis taste, and in 1219 he shipped as an appreatice
on bosrd the American ship Galatea of Boston, This
vessel sailed from Leghorn to Caleutta, and having
obtsined n ecargo, proceeded homeward-bouad and
touched the wharf st Boston on & fine sight in July,
1820,

Young Canot was so great a favorite with Capt,
Towne, the master of the Gialatea, that alter the hands
were discharged, he took the lively Italisn bome with
bim to Salem to reside in bis family until he wae
ready for another voysge, The boy was delighted
with this renowned old seaport.  Salem in 1921 was
bis paradise. Every boy in the town was his friend.
His emerging from the forecastle, with various sehool
secomplishments, threw a romantiz mystery arouud
him. He was considered o prodigy in languages, aa
ke spoke French, Italian, Spunish and English, sud
bad a smattering of Latin. I'here was a favor of the
dure-devil in his demeanor which made him popular
everywhere.  [e gailed during five years from Salew
to various parts of the wir.d.

His first sight of slavery was on hie second voyage
to India, He was on shore at Quallahbattoo in search
of pepper, when a large Malay canoe arrived at the
landing, crammed with prisoners from owe of the
islands, They were to be sold as slaves. These he
telln us, were the first slaves he had seen. * As the
bumzn cargo was disembuarked, I observed ons of the
Maluye dragging & bandsome young female by the
hair along the beach, Cramped by loog confinement
in the wet bottom of the canoe, the shrieking girl
whs unable to stand or walk. My blood was up
quickly. 1 ordered the brute to desist from his
cruelty; and, s he answered with a derisive laugh,
I felled him to the earth with asingle blow of my
boat-bovk, This impetuous vindication of humanity
forced ue to quit Quallahbattoo in grest haste; but,
at the age of seventeen, my feelings in regard
slavery were very different from what this narrative
may disclose them to have become in later days.”

After & complication of adventures, enough, one
wounld suppose, for the life-time of & common mortal,
he determines to try his luck in a slaving vessel. He
imparted his wishes to a friend, who at once entered
into bis views, and ‘' accordingly, the Canary * Globo’
wae scquired for £3,000; and after a perfect refisting
at the Casa-Blanca of Havaoa, loomed in the harbor
as a respectable pilot-boat of forty tons. Her name,
in consequence of reputed speed, was ochanged to
‘El Areostatico ;" a cnlverine wus placed amid-
ehips ; all the requisites for a slave cargo wers put
on board ; fifteen sailors, the refuse of the press-gang
and jail-birds, were shipped ; powder ammunision,
and smsll arms, were abundantly supplied ; and, last
of all, four keygs, ballasted with specie, were convey-
ed into the cabin to purchase our return cargo.” It
was on the 2d of September, 1726, after a charming
dejeuner, that I bade farewell to my friend Carlo on
the deck of the Arecstatico, cleared for the Cape do
Verd lsles, but, in truth, bound for the Rio Pongo.
Cur erew consisted of twenty-one scamps—Spaniards,
Portuguese, Frenchmen, and mongrela. The Major-
eun eaptain wasan odd character to intrust with such
an enterprise, and probably nowhere else, save in
Havaua at that perivd, would he have boen allowed
to command a slaver. Ile was a scientific navigator,
but vo suilor ;—afraid of his shadow. he had not a
perticle of eonfidence in his vwn judgment; every
body was listened to, and he readily yielded his opia-
ivns witbout argumest or controversy. Our chiel
efficer. a Catalonisn cousin of the eaptrin, made no
pretensions to seamanship, yet he was a good matte-
watician.

The 15th of March, 1727, formed an epoch in Ca-
pot's life, A vessel from [lavana was consigned to
bim for an assorted cargo of slaves, with the promise
of large commissions, He succeeded in dispatching
her with 220 buman beiogs packed in ber hold, and
three months afterward had the sublime satisfaction
to hear that she safely lsnded 217 in the bay of Ms-
tanzas, with a clear profit on the voyage of $41,433,

The medus operands of shipping a cargo of tlaves is
given with instractive precision.

HOW TO SHIP SLAVES,

An Afric.n factor of fuir repute is ever careful to selaot
his buman cargo with consmmma‘s pradence, 8o 8z not on!
to supply his vinployers with stbletic laborers, but o avol
any i int of discase that may affect the slaves in their tran-
sit to Cuba or the American main,  Two days befors em-
berkation, the head of every muale and female s nestl
shaved; and, if the cargo belougs to several ywoers, eacl
wen's brand is impressed on the body of bis reapective
vegro. This operation is performed with pieces of slver
wire, or sinall irous (aebioned into the merchant's jnitials,
Leated just hot enough to blister without burning the skia.
When the entire cargo is the veuture of but oue proprieior,
the branding s always dispensed with. !

On the npgolalud’dly the harracoon or slave pen s
made joyous by the sbundant * foed ’ which signalizes the
negro's last holrs ia his native conntry. The fesst over,
they are taken alongside the vessel in cadoes; and as they
touch the deck, they are entirely stripped, so that women
as well as men go outof Africa as eame into it —saked,
‘This precaution, it will be understood, is indispeasable; for
periect nudity, curing the whol: voyage, is the ouly weans
of sscuring eleonliness and bealth. — Iu thisstate, they are
immediately ordered below, the men to the hold tha
women o l{u- vabin, while the boys and girls are, day and
night, kept on deck, whers their sule protegtion from the
elcments i 6 #ail in fair weatber, and a tarpaslia in foul.

At meal time they are distriluted in messes of ten, Thir-
ty yenrs ago, when the Spanish slave trade was lawful, the
caplaing were somewhat more coremonionsly religious than
at preseut, and it was then o universal habit to make the
sapgs say grave before menat, aud give thanks afterward.

| content themselves witha * Viea la Halana,” or ** bure

* rah for Havana,”" aceompanied by a clappiog of hands.
This ower, & bucket of salt water ia murw onch mess
by way of * finger glasses * for the ablution of hands af-
ter which & krdd —either of rice, farins, yams or besns, —
according to the tribal habit of the negroes, is placed bo-
fore the squad. 1n order to prevent greediness or inequal-
ity in the appropriativn of nourishment, the process is per-
formed by signals from a monitor, whose motions indieats
when the darkies shall dip aud when they shail swallow.

It is the duty of & guard to report immadintely whenever
o slave refuses to eat, in order that his abstivence may be
traced to stubbornness or disease. Negroes have some-
times been found in alavers who attempted voluntary stas
vation; 8o that, when the wateh reports the patisnt to be
“ahamming,” his appetits is stimulated by the medical an-
tidote of & “cat.” 1 the slave, however, is traly ill, ha is
forthwith ticketed for the sick list by a bead or button
around bis neck, and dispatelel to an ufirmary in the
tarsenstle,
