POLITICS IN CALIFORNIA.
From Our Own Correspondent.

San Fuascisco, Friday, Sept. 1, 1854,

Let mo attempt to deseribo to you the eondition of
Californin politics. The election for delegates to the
Constitutional Convention in 1849 ocourred st o time
when but few adventurers bad arrived hithor from the
Atlantic under the attraction of the Gold Mines.
Many Amoricans, however, had rushed in from differ-
ent ports of the Pacific, and many of the New-York
Volunteers who came out in 1847 were still inthe land,
The overland immigrants, principally from Missouri,
previons to that date were not numerous, and the
Americans fromthe North had a strong proponder-
ance in numbers over those from the South, and & till
sronger preponderance in ability and influence.  The
ponstitution was a thorough going northern docament.
The immigrations of 1544, 50 and '51 brought large
pumbers of inmilies from Missouri, The northern mon

made money more u‘l:idly und oasily than the southern
and westorn men, o

returned home. The Missouri-
ans pave themselves 1o farming and settled for life.
The influx of southern votes ineited the southern poli-
tichans, who tlocked inin Tr-ax nlmbers, to attempt
