erirp'e ita lupretue influence. Beiug the great
digmtary of the order of the lawyer. and the in

cart.ate guarant) nf all ita abtiaea aod privilegei,
tbe Coatejo naturnlly di.posed of all the niimerom
and icfluential mterests veeted in Spaoish juris-
prudenre. It waa theref.re a power with whieh
tbo revolution could.nter into no eoinpromise,
but wbich had to he iwept away unless it ihould
be allowed to aweep away the revolution in i'.«
turn. .a we havo s#eti in a ___Wf article, tho

Cimejo had pro.tituted it.eli before Napoleon,
and l.y that aet ti treax-n bnd loit sll hold upon
tbe j.rople. But on ihe d.y of the'r ai.titnption
t/f ..fiice theCentrnl Jnnt. were foolish enough to
rommunicBte t4» the Cimttjo their conetitution,
and to aek for iti oa»h of fidelity, after hiving re-

reivi d whieh they derl.red they wonld diipatcti
fhe foimula of the iame oath to all the other au¬

thoritiea of the kingdom. By thi* iucotiaiderate
»tt p, loudly di»appn,ved l.y all the revolution iry
party, tbe Coatejo, becaine convinced that the
Central Junta wauted ita aupport; it thui
reci.v, r,d from its despondeney, and, after
aa aff»ct*d httitatiou of aome da-ye, teudered
a malevolent »uhini.*ion tt> the Junta, barking
ita oath by an expreaaion of ita own re.ictionary
acrupiea exhibited in ita advice to the Junta
to disaolve, by rcduciug ite nuiuber to three

or five inetnh, ra, aceordlng to Ley _. P*rtita
2, Titulo Ifi; and to order the forcible extinction
ofthe provincial joiitas. After the French had
returned to Madrid and diiperied the Coatejo Rtol,
tke CentialJunta, not eontented with their firit
blnnder, had the fatuity to resu.citnte the Con-

njtt by erctting the Coattjo Retmido.a reunion
of tbe Coattjo Rtal with all the other wrecki of tho
aneitnt royal eouneili. Thui the Junta apou-
laaeoualy cre.ted for Uie eounter-revolution h cen¬

tral power, whieh, rivaliug their own power, never

ceaaed to baraaa and countermt them with ita in-
triguesand conspiracieB, scoking to drivo themto
tke niOBt unpopolar itepe, and then, with a ahow
of virtuoOK inoignatinn to denounee them to the
impauimed conteiupt of the people. It hardly
need be mentioned that, having lint a.knowl-
edged and then refatabliihed the Coatejo Rtal,
tbe Central Junta was nnable to refonn anything,
eithcr iii the organization ofSpanieh tribnnala,or
ia their mo.t vieious civ il .uid criminal legialation.

Tbat, notwitli.tanding tlie predominanee in the
Bpaniib riiiug, of the n.i'i- n.il and religioui ele-
menta. ther* eiistcd, in the two firet years, a most
deeided tpndeney to g_e.nl andpolitieal reforma,
ia proved by all the uiauifeetatione ofthe provincial
junta. of that time, whicb, though coinposed as

they moatly were, af theprivileged e.la.gea, never

neglected to denounee the atieient rfginxt and t"
boldout prouiisc* of r.idicnl rol'orin. Thi- fuet is
fRrther proved by the manifntoi of the Central
Junta. In their fir.t addres. to the natiou, dated
Nov. 10, they auy:

tkrmtelvet the pleaaure of giving them the lie
direct, and of oppoaing to revolutionary fi.-tion
eounter-revolutionary fact. For us, however,
tbe Important point ia to prove from the very con

feaaionanf the provincialJBBBM depositt-dwith the
Central, the often denied fact of the ex-itence ui
revolutionary aspirationa at the eporh of the firat
_!pani*h riaipg.
Tba manner in whieh tbe Central Junta made uae

oftkeofportunitiesfor reformiaffordelby the good
will of tbe aation, the preasure of evenu, aud
tkepreaence of immediate danger, i~\y be inferred
from the influence eierci.e.1 by their CaaRflfltion-
8i_ ln the aeveral provincet they were .ent to.
Oae Spanieh autbor candidly teil. us that the
Central Junta, not oveiflowing witb eapacitiea,
took good care to retaii. the emin-nt membera at

tbe eeoter, and to dispntch theae who were good
for nothieg to tbe rircumforeo.e. Theae Ceta-
initaioners were inve*ted with the jniwer of pre
aiding over the proviocial junta*. aud of repre-
Mntiig the Ceiitial in the plenitude of iu attrt-

To q«iote only some instanee. of their
dv-j g.; (leniaral Komuna, wbom the Spanith fll*
dier* tiacd to eall Mirquti de lu Roraoriai. from
kw perpeta.1 tnarehei and eountermarchea.

pttud to be out of the way.this lie u tna when
beaten by _uult oat of Gallicia. entered A.turias,
aad as a CommisaioBer of the Central. Hia firat
butiLeti waato pick a qaarrel with the provincial
jaata of Oviedo, wkoae eaergetic an 1 revoln-
_oasrv aieMurea had drawn dowa upon them the
katrefl" of tke privilrged claaaea. He went the
leagtb of dUaolving and r<-pla:iag it by peraons
9t hn t wa invetitioD. General Ney, infiormed of
tkeMdiaaeaaioBB. ia a proviaee where tke roaiat
aaca agaiaat tke Frencb had been ganeral and
aaaaiflflfl-, -utaaUy aaarcked bia foict- into Aitu.

riaa,eiae»ed tbe Msrqnitde tas Kouieriv*. rmtmrrA
Oviedo snd aaeked it daring tbr--i* 4%y*. Taa
Frencb having evacuated Galieia at the en<l of
1W09, our Marquia and (.otnausainostr of the Cen¬
tral Jnnta enterrd Cornt^a. uaitel in bis
per.on all public antbority, luppreaaed the
diatriet juntas, which bad mnltiplied with the
inaurrecti.ii, aad iu tbeir place* appnintiug
military governora, threatening the memt>ere
of tl.on* juntaa with persecntion, actually per-
aecuting tbe patriota. affeetiog a auprcme
beuigaity toward all who bad embraced
tbe cauae of tbe invader, and proring in all otber

reapecta a miachieroos, impotent, eapriciout
blockbtad. Aid what bad been the aborttsom-
inga of the diatriet and provincial Jantaa of Ga¬
lieia? Tbey had ordered a genertl recruittneat
without exemption of claaaea or persona; they
bad levied taxea upon the capitaliata and proori-
etora; tbey bad Iowered the aalarieaof public func-
tionariea; tbey had eommanded the eecleaiaatical
etirporati-ns to keep at tbeir disposition tbe reve-

nuea txistiog in their cheita. ln one word, they
had taken revolutionary measurea. Fiom tbe
time of the glorioua Marquia de Iflfl Rouieriaa,
Aituriaa and Galieia, tbe two provini-es most dia-

tinguisbed by their general rtsistance to tbo

Frtncb, withheld from partaking in the war of

independence, wbenever releaaed from imme.li-
ate dniiger tl iuTaaion.

In Valencia. where new proapecU appeaxed to

open ae IflBg aa the people wero left to them¬
aelvea and to cbicfa of their own chooaing, tbe

revolutionary apirit was broken down by
tbe influence of the Central (.overnment. Not
contented to place th.it provinee under the gener-
alrbip ofone Don JeseC'aro, tbe Central Juntadis-
patcbed aa "their own" cdnimiaaioner, tbe Haron
Labazora. Tbia Baron found fault with the prj-
vincial junta becauee it had reaiated ccrtaio supe-
rior ordera and canceled tbeir decree by wbich
tbe appointmenta to vacant canonabip, eccleeiasti-
cal benefices, and commandriea had been judi-
cioua'y suapeuded and tbe revenues deetined for
the benefit oftbe militaiy hospltals. Hence bitter
conteata between the Central Junta aml tbat of
Valencia; hence, at fllfltflt epoch, tbe aleep of
Valeneia under tbe liberal administration of
Marshal Sucbet; hence its eagerness to proclaim
Ferdiaand VII. on bia return againat tbe tben
revolutionary Government.
At Cadiz, the moat revolutionary place in

Spain at the epocb, tbe presence of a Commia-
aioner ofthe Central Junta, tbe stupid nnd couceit-
ed Marquia de Vittel. cauaed an iuturreotion Ifl
break out on tbe Bi and '2'.<d of Februtry. 1?09,
wbicb, if not timely aLifted to tbe war of iude-
pei.di nn-. would have bad the most diststroua
ceniequenee*.

1 bere exists no better aample of the discretioa

exbibitedby tbe Central Junta in theappointaieut
oftbeir own Commiaaionera, tban tbat of tbe Jele-
gate to Wtllington, Sefior Lozaio de Torrea,
who, while huuibling biinaclf in senile aduUtiou
befoie tbe Kngliah Gtueral, secretly iufnruie.l the
Junta that the Gent-ral'a coiuplainta on his want
of provUione were altogether uroundlea*. Wfll-

lington having found out tbe deuble-tongued
wretch, chased him ignominiously from bia camp.
Tbe Central Junta were placcd in the mon

fortuuate circtitnstancea for realising wbat tbey
bad proclaiined in one of their addreseee to the

Spaniih nation. "It haa aeeined good Ifl Provi-
" iience that in this terrible crisis you should not
"beableto advance om* step toward iudepen
"deuce witbout advancing oue likewice toward

"liberty." At tbe eommencement of their r»'ign
tbe French had net yet obtaincd poesessiun of
nne third of Spain. 'ibe )...(ii-nt autborities they
fnund eithtr absent or piostrati-d by their con-

nivauce with tho iutruder, or dis;>er*ed at his
bidding. Tbere waa no Beaaufl flf aaaifll relonn.
trsusferiing property and inflwwe frotn the
cl.unb aixl tbe aristocrac) to tlie iiii.ldle-elsss
and tbe peaaante, wbicb tlu* OflMfl of dcfenliug
tbe coiiunou country could uot hive enabled tbe u

to carry. They bad tbe same paal luck as the

French Cmtki dn salvt fttUit.tbat the convul-
tkm witbin wn* backed by the iiece*eiti»-s of de-
fense aitaiiiKt aggreseions fmm without; raore-

over tbey bad before tbem tbe eiawple of tbe
bold initiative wbich certain provinces had
already been forced into by the preasure of cir-
cui.iatancrs. Hut not aatiaiied witb hauging as a

dead weigbtonthe HpanisbrevolutKin they actual'v
worked in the eense ofthe couuter-revolutiou, by
ref atablishing the aneient autlioritiea, by forging
anew the cbaina wbich had been broken, by stidiug
tbe revolutionary fire wherever it broke out, by
tbemaelves doing nothinp and bypreventing others
from doiog aaytbing. I>uiiug theirstay at Seville,
on July'..O, l**J*J, even the English l'ory Govern¬
ment tbougbt neceaaary to addreaa them a note

ttrongly proteating against their counter revolu
tionary courae "apprebending that they were
" likely to auffocate tbe public enthuaiastu." It
baa been rrmarked eomewhere that Spaiueudure.i
all the etils of revolution without acquiring rev¬

olutionary atrengtb. If tbere be any truth in tbii
rrmark, it ia a aweeping condemnation poased
upon tbe Central Junta.
We have thought it the more necesaary to

dwell upon tbia point. aa ita decisive importance
baa t.e.er been underttot>d by any Kurop-au hii-
totiau. Kxciuaively under tbe reign of tbe Cen¬
tral Junta, it waa poasible to bltnd with tbe ae-

tualitiea and eiigenries of national defense the
tranaformation of Spanish aociety. and tbe eman

cipatien oftbe native apirit, witbout whL-hany po¬
litical conatitution muat disaole like a phantoai at
tbe tlighest con.bat with real life. Fbe Cortes
vtere jilacetl in quiteopposite circuinstsncea.they
themselvei driven back to an inaulated apot of
tbe Pebiurula, cut off from tbe main body of tbe
nmnarcbj during two years by a beaieging French
army, axd repreitntiag ideal Spain while real
Spain tta. conquered er ficbtitiki. At the time
ol tbe Cortee Spain waa divided into two pirt*.
At tbe Iala de Leen, ideaa withnut action.in the
reat of Spain. action witbout ideaa. At the time
of the Central Junta, on tbe contrary. particular
weakneee. incapacity an ill wil! were rcquired ou

tke part of Il.e Supieme tiovernment to draw a

line flf dietinction between tbe Spanish war aud
tbe Spauieb revolution. Tbe Cortes, theretore,
failed, not, aa French aud Engliah writer* aaaert,
because they Bere rerolutioniata, but be?auae
tbeir predecesat.rs had been reactionists and h*.l
missed tbe proper seaaon of revolutionary ac¬
tion. Modern Spanish write ra, offeadtd by the
Anglo-French crities, bave nevertbels*a proved
uoab e to refate tbem, and atill wine* under
tke tea mti ofthe Abbe de Pradt: 'The Spanish
"people reaeiuble tke wife of Sganarelle who
*. wantfd to be beaten."
