MARINE APFAIRS.

Tix Navy-Yaup —The frigate Congress is now in
complets order for ses. Owing to the scarcity of
sailors, she conld not be manned at present, even if
orders were issued by the Navy Department for hor
departure. Sbe may not be abls to get a crew till
the storeships Relief and Bouthampton, or the frigste
Miseieeippi, which are daily espected, arrive hers.
