Every name upon the inveatigating Cammittee
haa been fought, inch by inch, with a view of
selectirg a jury of gentltmanly /tiling, who will
let the culyrits escape w iih a sw eet correction, or

even, if possible, a faint praise, But though tho
effort haa been partially successful, and Lord Sey¬
mour, a near relation of Lord Raglan,'hat been
telected to preside, the people have one vigorous
eouDnel at the board in l.ayard, who will search
out the tTuth and take cue they know it.
Though this has been the surface reason of the

ditmptioc, far deeper causes lie beneath. There
can be no doubt that the retiring section of the
Cabinet, who leave in a body, followed their
leader.\ Lord Aberdeen entered upon the war, in
which England is now engaged, in reluctant obe¬
dience to strong popular pressure; and while
Carrying it on, has been ever looking backward
with a lerging eye toward peace.

Where, however, the new ministry
lacka strength is in the House of Commoni, and
Lord Elgin can lend it but little power in the
leas tranquil House of Lords. Ireland has re¬

cently proved herself so dutiful and industrious a

child, tkst her Governmert, wii<«h England's
great etatesman declared to be "thedifficulty," is
now the lightest ministerial care, and under the
emialle sway of Lord Carlisle her new Viceroy, so

well ktown and kindly regarded in this country
as Lord Mori et b, we doubt not will pleasantly
pr. rper snd smile on. The new Secretary for
that country. Mr. Horsman, is perhaps themmt
effective acquisition in the new arraogemeuts.
He is a rigorous debater, strong in the accumula¬
tion of facts, ami close itnd crushing in their ap¬
plication, and would doubtless have long since
been in office, had he not been of that pre-
rcribed race, the people.
