By the arrival of tbe Africa at Halifax, we
have dates from Liverpool to tbe "<\ inat. Tbe
news is very important, tbe crest feature being
tbe death of tbe Emperor of Ruatia which hap¬
pened on the 2d inat. Tbe Karl of CUrendn
announced tbe news in tbe Houae of L^rdi on

Friday night, stating that it ocrured between
l'<! acd 1 o'clock of the morning of that day.
The news came from the British Min-
ister at the Hague, and alto from Lird Joho
Russell, at Berlin, and waa considered authentic.
It waa surmise! that the Emperor died by the
hand of an aasaaaia; but tbe eaaie assigned for
his death, and generally believed, was pu'monic
apoplexy. The effect of the news upon com-

j mercial affairs bad not been developed1, tbe

time being too short. The advices from
the Crimea are of the same teoor ai by
tie last arrivals. Nothing important hu trans¬

pired. The Russians made a sortin oa the 13th
February, but it did not amount to mach. Oa
tbe 11th there was another, whereby the French
lott ."<."> men. Tbe weather waa growing warm

and springlike. Official accounts of tbe battle
o' Enpatoria ire received. It consisted mainly
of a heavy fire of artillery, under cover of
which tbe Pusiiin» made two or three
attempts to <«rry the town by stora. No
cew attempt ha- been made. It is reported that
tbe Rusiiani hare ciptured Schatuyl's strongest
fort. Lord John Kartell bad arrived at Berlin,
and bad an andiene with the King and Baron
Mant* urlr 1. I'ruaaia it said to be trying to cime
to an uuderatandirig with the Western Powert.
Oeneral Wrdell, the Prussian Minister at
Paris, bat gone to Berlin to explain the
points at itsue. The draft of a general treaty is
prepared at Vienna, seeuring the integrity of
Turkey, preventing the future encro&chrneata of
individual Powers, and guaranteeing the lighta
of Christians. That document will he consid¬
ered at tbe Conference. All tbe Plenipoten¬
tiaries, except Lord John Rutsell, have arrived
at Vienna. Notwithstanding the Ruitian pro
festions of peace, accounts atato that warlike
preparations were never more active than at
present. Earl Carlisle ia appointed Lord-Lieut,
of Ireland; otherwise the Ministry it as an-

noacced by last arrivals. Parlament has done
nothing important. In tbe Home of Lord« there
bad been a debate on acknowledging tho loyalty
of Canada and other Colonies, but no notion.
Mr. Roebuck's Committee is bard .it work, aud
tbe Duke of Newcastle had been summoned
to give evidence befoie tbem. The 21st
intt. it appointed a Nutional Fait for the
success of the war. Meetings deprecating the
war throughout tbe conntty are increasing in
namber. The French Emperor has been at toe

Caap at Bt. Omer. Nothing further is known
with regard to hia intended viait to tbe Crimea.
There were rumors of important political arrests,
bnt they were rumors only. The Sardinian
Chambers have voted the suppression of mon-
aateriea. Nothing further ia known of the
adherence of Naples or Tuscany to the Allies.
There is tome important intelligence from ('bim.
The Insurgent« bold Canton in a atate of siege,
and have cemmand of the river. Their fleet hta
gained siveral victories over the Imperialists.
Supplies are consequently cut olT, and proviaioni
are rising rapidly. There bad been a fight at
Whampoaanchorage in preaenceof aeveral English
and American eblpe of war, and considerable dam¬
age waa done to the foreign commercial shipping.

TI1K GRF.AT EVKST IN RUSSIA.

The Africa brings news of the death of the
Emperor Nicholas. He now belongs wholly to
hittor).be stands before posterity. Hit accounts
with tbe present are closed.
With the arrival of European newspapers and

correspondence, details will throw light on this
Hidden event. At present on'y supposition! can

be made. Already it it intimated that hit detth
was due to a palace conspiracy. For the preaent,
we have not tbe slightest reason to admit the
probability of such a thing, albeit not uncommon

in the domestic annals of the Romanoffi. Since
the beginning of the war, the English press often
suggested, that with the progress of the war, dis¬
satisfied nobles, magnates, and courtiers would
imitate the tragedy of bis father, Panl. Bat at

we have several times stated, In relation to tbe
prosecution of tke war, Nicholas was the mott
peaceably disposed man of the whole court.
Those who stood neareit to him, Orloff, Adler-
berg, Tchersiehe tl, Kiieleff, ( brother of the
diplomat,) Seniawice, Dolgoroucki, and many
others, all belong, to use a comprehensive term,
to the war party and policy of Prince Menchikoff.
Briidei, most of them are several years older
than the deceased Czar; they were his friends
and favorites; have all reached the limit of their
respective ambitions, and they are well aware

that a new reign bringt forward new men, crowd¬
ing out tbe old ones. They could have had no

earthly interest in shortening the days of Nicholas,
ai d ontil further explanations come, we shall not
believe in a conspiracy. Nicholaa, we doubt not,
came to Listnd in a a natural way.
Of a strong and iratcinle temper, and a power¬

ful, but inflammatory, physical conttitatioa.
Nicholas was subject to attacks of violent plea-
riiy and muammationt of the liver, which more

than once threatened hit life. Of late yean, in¬
creasing flesh multiplied the chances of sudden
ud mortal attack. From the start, the Tarkiih
question, with all its eompUcationi, with tbe
mortifying and unrelenting abate of his eharaeter
attending It. bad a tendency to destroy a mal ef
aueh a eonatltutien so situated. He who stood
as n demi-god ia the eye of Europe, before whom
bowed sovereigns, to be at »nee attailed by them,
and treated by some with what might be called
Ingratitude! Those who knew Um cannot be
aaioalahed that his health should fail In the
shock of such a «hange. Dtriag this period.

however, he hu uniformly riue tared hie hot tern

per. Reports from St. Pitetsbarg, hrotfht, re-

In whatever way, however. Nicholas closed
bit career, tbe most interesting question which

pretents itself is how his successor, now A'ex-
ancer II. will net. Long ago European news¬

papers intimated that a grave misuniprstaadiDir
prevailed in the Inperial fam-ly, hsring its

source in tbe complications into which Ruaoa
was precipitated by the war. It waa severally
represented that tbe present Emperor was op¬

posed to tbe policy of his father, and to that of
a party said to be headed by the Grand Duke
Conttantine, bis younger brother, a yonng mtn

of eminent capacities. Skill, no positive fe<-ta
ere r confirmed thete reparts. On tbe oootrary,
as Commander in-Chief of tbe Gaards, the
hereditary Grand I "ike. now Emperor, mtrched
Into Lithuania and Poland, and wit that bj com¬

mand, onVnsirely or defensively, the great army
comprising the flower of the Russian forces.
His beadqtarters have been at Wilna. This atid
soAcy ether reanons lead us to suppose tb tt there
w i 1 not be at once any departure from tbe polioy
punned by bis father.
Tbe new Czar was born on tbe t9tt of April,

1-1-, and accordingly is nearly thirty-reven. If
not of extraordinary abilities, be possesses fa r

capacity and intellect. If not gifted with tbe
iron will of his father, and if marked by a cert si a
m'ldness of temper, he has exhibited more tlan
once coosiderable energy. He has a poetical and
chivalrous turn of mind, and it Rut.iin to the
core. Years ago, he urced tbe me of the Rus¬
sian language at Court, instead of French At
Graid Duke, he waa always kindly to any pare,
genuine, Russian development in literstire and
policy. Some ton soars ago, he insisted stroiiKiy
on tbe propagation of the Rutto Greek creed
among tbe Protestant Finns. Ktthonians. and
other tribes forming the peasantry in the Baiiir
provinces.

It is scarcely to be tupposed tbat be will mike
any changes among tbe highest dignitaries of the
empire. 8urh things will come by-andby. as for
some time past he has bad a small court and a

knot of favorites around him. Prominent amon»;
these is Prince P.aryatynsky, who last year dis¬
tinguished himself in Asia against the Turks sod
the Circasian Sham; L This prince is a proud,
haughty, ambitious Russian. He spent a great
deal of bis youth in Vienna, and It is possible be

may be sent thither under some pretext.to con¬

trol tbe action of tbe Russian Legation at the ap¬
proaching conferences.

Conld it be admitted that|thewar, at the start,
bad not the approval of the new Luperor, he
will feel it necestary to prosecute it rigorously,
nnless a peace, acceptable to Russit, can be ob¬
tained. In honor of the memory of hit father,
whom be loved devoteely, and to whom be looked
with deep deference, he will *o act. He was al¬
ways treated by thedcceasedCztrwitbthcutm kst
fondnest.always as the moat confidential frienl,
and as his tuccestor. For about eighteen years
the Grand Duke has been habitually present at
Csbimt meetings, giving his opiuion and sharing
with bis father the thorny and heavy burdens of
absolute power. It waa the aim of the lata Ein-

peror to fit hit son to sway the Imperial xcepter,
»;.d not allow hiiu to be taken unawares in his
new position. Alexander II, therefore, ascenis
the throne not as a mere njvice, bat wholly
aware of the great tatk before tint If so dis-
I'Oinl. he could not at once change the policy of
the Empire. The late Czar, idolized as he was,

by tbe Russian people, will now be looked upon
is a kind of martyr to the strong and wide coali¬
tion sgaintt him, and bis sudden death will, in
Mi view, lend fresh fuel to tbe warlike flinie.
In this point of view, the death of Nicholaa ere

atet no new probability of peace, nor renders it
possible to count on any concession to the Allies
which be would not have made.
Another probability which merits considera¬

tion, is that the King of Prussia, the uncle of the
new Czar, with the Prussian Court, and tbe offi¬
cers of the army, and of course, what is called
politically the Rusaian party at Berlin, moved by
the sentiment of so-called chivalrous honor, will
not desert the young Autocrat. Indeed, they
will be likely to espouse his ctuse more de¬
cidedly. Nor should we be astonished to hearthat
Francis Joseph, moved by common courtesy,
should mediate for an armistice, to give time to
tbe new sovereign to assume his royal charge, to
ascertain his position and decide on his policy.
Tbat such a demand, made by Austria, and ba:ked
by Prussia, would be acceded to by the F.oglish
Cabinet at least, is probable. Out of this might
arise an toterniption in the fighting in the Cri¬
mea, aa well ts a delay in tbe negotiations for
peace. It would, however, be premature to de¬
duce from the death of Nicholas any considerable
addition to the chances of a speedy termination
of tbe war.

He
calmly but decidedly repels the accusation, and
declares that be is heartily io favor of erery one
of the provision* of the Asavenbly bill, and would
do his utmost to secure its passage were he a
member of tbe (.ecislature.

false imputation. It should have an influence

comport with Senatorial independence to past it
in that form, tnd therefore it mutt be emascu¬

lated. The Senate it not, we are told, to be re-

carded as an instrument for registering the
decrees of an outtide and irresponsible body; and
therefore they will ttrike out of the bill ''toure
'. provision! which, in their judgment, will oaly
" make the law obnoxious to the coot son sense
" of the community, array against it the aeuti-
" ment of the eontervatit* and judicious friends of
" Temperance, and thus deprive it of that
strong bold upon public conldence and

.. faver which alone can make it efficient
m md permanent. Who these conservative and
judicious temperance men are, is not precisely
stated; but tbe inference is natural that they
comprise the large and respectable class of
liquor dealers and the virtuous politicians who
became temperance men for electioneering pur¬
poses, and who itill deiire to revel in the luxury
of good or bad liquor at Legislatire junketings,
and »Iber private and public entertainments.
Nor doet our cotemperary inform tbe world what
are the prow-font which must be stricken from the
bill, but it seems evident thtt they are those re¬

ferred to by Gov. Clark, at the search, seizure,
and dettruction principle*.without which, we

take leave to add, a Prohibitory Law must be a

nullity. Thit is, of course, what Tkt X. Y.
Times, with the "conservative and judicious
" friends of temperance," deiires to have the bill
made. Very poisibly tbey may succeed in carry¬
ing their purpose with the present Senate, but
we warn them that they will thus only respite the
liquor traffic for a single year. The intjorityof
tbe people are bent upon complete, downright,
uncompromising Prohibitiou. Töey have won

that battle twice against "the conservative
'. and judicious friends of temperance," such as

Gov. Seymour and TV X. Y. Time'. They
con win it a third time if necessary; but whether
sui h a necessity will much profit the false friends
whose treachery impoaci it upon them, is a ques¬
tion whose solution will appear in due teaaon.

One of the results anticipated by the Lieuten¬
ant Governor in this article of hit journal, aa

likely to follow the passage of the emasculated
bill, it that "the Temperance question will cease

"to be an element of political discord, and to
" furnish political capital for ambitious tipi-
" rants." Considering that this proceeds froni a

This off¬
spring of love or lust was, at may b*. renien-

bered, decorated with tbe aristocratic name of
De Burgh, the family name of the Mtrquia of
Clanricarde. bis reputed, and at far aa we have
seen undisputed, sire, whom the facts, at elicited
on trial, represented, as at best a silent acces¬

sory to many of the foul meant by which this
fiendish mother attempted to compatt her gailty
end. The natural indignation which this cruel
ttoty roused in every generous and gentle heart,
baa drawn from the accused nobleman a defense,
which we in justice subjoin, but which equally in
justice we regret for the honor of humanity, and
of England's nobles, to say is not only bald and
incomplete, but in many respects aggravate! the
c&te which bad already looked to dark against
bim.

ing. In this country, however, people build
pretty much as they choose, snd eveu the reckless
practice extends to public edifices, as we perceive
by the catastrophe of the Town Hall in question.
Tbe conflagrations in our cities, too, are all un-

necesssry. Build houses properly, and they will
not barn. They do not burn in Paris, where

humanity is corsetted into the narrowest spase,
louses beiog towers in bight, with families
sweltering in forced proaimity.
When the moral filth of this community, not

to mention otters, is cleared away by some ma¬

chinery not yet in use, we shall feel the necessity
of not only having laws, but of executing them;
and among the most exigent so administered, will
be found those on the social necessities of archi¬
tecture, rendering It proof against so called acci¬
dents, flames included.

Tbe public thanks are due to Gov. Clark for
not having allowed himself to be tempted from his

post of duty by the seductions of that public frolic
which has drawn to this City so many members
of the State Government. The Governor was

invited with the rest, but very properly declined
the honor. We could wish the members of the
legislature hsd done the same.not only for their
own credit, but for the credit of the City. No
valuable information can be gathered during a

jovial excursion amid the dissipations of a metrop¬
olis like this, nor are such scenes as that of Tues¬
day, atBlackweU'sItland, calculated to strengthen
tbe Legislative mind for its arduous labors at
Albany. We trust this may be the last of these
snnual Bacchanalian scrapes, and are very happy
to record the fact, that even so much aa by accom¬
panying the boisterous party to New-York, Gov.
Clark has not lent tbe sanction of his presence to
tbe revels of these big boys out of school.
