T4t évening Capinins Walliog and Speight, with
some Policemen of their respeetive commands, who,

for the last two days hnve beon ahsent in the viciolty |

of Amboy, New-Jersey, soarching for Lewi Leer,
{he alleged murderer of Poole, returned to the City
without bringing the fagitive with them or hearing
apy tidings whatever of the objors of their search.
They thoroughly scourcd that portion of Jerssy in
which it was so firmly believed Baker was socroted,
and only sacceaded in srcertaining that the man so
often seen in the vicinity of Amboy, for & day or two,
ard #o well answering the description of Baker. was
the schoolmaster referred to in The Tribune of yes-
ferdsy, much resembling the fugitiva. Ho hnd gone
on a drunken frolic, and being ashamed to show Lis
face whers koown, while under the inflacoce
of rum, wandered through the woods, acrows
lots, and excited the suspicions of every strangar
who saw him. In bis movements through
the forest, this tescher had become entangled
in & brash-heap, and in extricatiog bimself esnsed sn
unboooming rent in his pants, to heal which he called
upea Mrs. Applegate, living near by. Thia cirenm-
stanco waa ‘reforred 1o iu & previous report, sod the
man considersd, beyond a doubt, to be Baker the
fogitive. Captaina Walling and Speight have made
thorough search in Jemey, and frow what they can
learn they have reason ta believe that Baker has not
been in Amboy or that part of the State at ali, since
the murder of Poole. It, however, is possible that
be may be secroted by rome of his reistions and
friends liviog in that section of the State, batthe opin-
Jon of the officers is that be han escaped the country
on board the Isabella Jewett, or perhaps wansged to
thoroughly disguiss bimee'f, and flee by railroad to
the Bouth. It is also suspected that the numerius and
exaggerated reports of Baker beiog 8o repontediy seen
in New. lersey, have bean manufsctursd by his
frienda for the sole purpose of drawing the attention
of the Police sutborities from his Liding place, or the
conveyance ueed and routo taken, in csse ho bas
loft the couptry. Notrick, devioe, or expense has hesn
by Baker's friends to get him safuly beyond
the reach of justice. With one or two exceptions,
the whole Police Department has seemed desirous of
arresting Baker; but throvgh the rascally snd crimi-
pal interforenco of hia bosouw-friend, Policeman Linn,
an ex-Policeman, and his sssociates in the gambliog
and fighting fraternity, they have been thwarted in
their purpesos, and a cowardly murdorer thereby
allowed to escape. The Chief of Police, however,
has bopes that ho will yet be able to secomplish
‘PBaker's arrest, provided he did oot pail in tho brig
Jewott, He has been at work vigorously but silently
in this matter since the desth of Poole, and befors;
but Baker and his emissaries thus far have proved
more thea s mateh for all the combined forces ope-
rating against them. Kumors and opinions respsct.
ing the whereabouts of Baker woro as carrent last
bt as at any previous time; but the prevailing
beliof is that be did not escape in the brig, but is
secreted tomowhere not far distant from New York.
But the matter is mixed up in nncertainty and mys-
tery, which time alone can unravel.

FURTHER OF THE SEARCH FOR BAKER,
From vur Special Roporter.
The excitement in New-Jersey relative to Baker ia

ranping high, it being generally believed, from the

tly truthful russors afloat, thut he is making
his way atealthily through the State to the ses-board
or to Philadelphis.

A man of truthful reputation, and & lad, residiog
near Frechold, saw a man answering very wall Ba-
ker's deacription, on Wednosday, lurking in a piece
of woods not mure than a mile sod a half from that
village. He was seen at a considerabile distance, anld
the description of him corresponds with that of the
lodividual who it is believed is the fugitive Baker.
He wore a enp and ovoreoat; the latter, the Loy said,
was of & ilght color. Bearch was made by a number
of citizeus, yosterday, in that oeighborhood, but no
tracea of him discovered, excopt footprints which cor-
respond with those previonsly desoribed sa made by
the mysterions traveler mupposed to be Baker.

On Thursday' at 10§ o'cluck A. M, seversl passons
gers on the Cawden and Ambuoy train, when nine
miles from Camden, saw o man issas fom & cedar
thicket and cross an opening of about 300 yards aud
enter another piece of cedar woods, IHis courso was
toward Philadelphis, and in size and form be an-
dwered woll the deseription of Baker. He wore a cap
and overcont, and walked lame, with his haod ap-

tly in his bosom. Ho wns seen at the distance
of at lonst 100 yards. Notice was given of this fuct
at Camden, and persons are on the lovk-out for the
stre Bger.

The that lef: Frochold on Wednesday at noon
in search of Baker had not returned at 3 o’olock yes-
terday, and it is believed tha! they would not have
remained on the search 8o lopg in the rain if they
wero ot upon the track of the fugitive.

Owing to the discovery that the schoolmastsr, who
was abroad on a spree in the vicinity of Amboy, was
the hero for certain circumstances which, it was be-
lieved, lead to the discovery of Bakor; snd to ths
fact that other statements conceruing his where-
abouts have, upon investigation, proved to be with-
out foundation, the belief that Baker is in New-Jer-
scy is much shaken. Tho rumors of his travels are
80 consistent as to time, place and appearance, as to
lead to the opinion that he is in that State, while facts
are developed which seem to destroy all such expec-
tationa.

JUSTICE CONNOLLY AND THE DANCE-
HOUSES.

On Wedpesday night, Justice Connolly, ander -
ourt of n sirong Police force, paid a visit to the Fourth
Patrol Distrier, dropping into some of the most cale-
brated sod cisorderly dancehouses in Water, Cherry
and other streets, 1t roon leaked out that the magis-
trate was sbrosd, aud the news spresd rapidly that
ho was sbout to make a descent upon soms of the
most notorious dens, as he had heretofore done in the
Nineteenth, Twenty-sccond, and other Warda of the
City. The result waa, that this infamons and danger-
cus neighborheod, where men and women of all
nations nightly congrega’e, makiog the dark hours
hideous with their bacchamalian revelry, was sovn
nearly as quiet & any portion of New-York. Rum-
dripking suddenly ceased to the public eye, and those
haunts for degraded femalos and the resort of villains,
from the murderer down to the petiy thief, were
closed, if ot till morning, for the time being. The
magistrate nnd Lis etafl paased on from one soene of
tin and misery (each one more revolting than the
1ast) to another, till wrriviog at the dance-house and
rum-shop of Audrew O'Brien, No, 97 Cherry-st.
Hero the excitement was at ita highest pitch, and the
magistrate, after . brief delsy, resolved to ** oome
“down " on the place. He socordingly ied the offivers,
and in they went, and succeeded in arresting O'Brien,
the proprietor, Daniel Rand, Mary McDonnell, Mary
Willson, snd Mary Keefe, all inmates of the prem-
iecs. The others in the house at the time cecaped
throngh rear doors and windows, and scampered off
for parie unkuown. O'Brien and bis baugers-on wero
detained for a hearing by the magistrate.

In conncetion with this matter we would state that
the proper authorities have under investigation tha
case of one or more Polivemen #aid to have been ea-
goged in a regular system of levying contributions
on the keepers of disorderly honses in the districts
they represent, causing them to fork over largely, or
in defanlt thereof, compelied to submit to arrest, and
pr rhape indiciment by the Grand-Jury. Insome cases
where indictments have been found, It is raid large
sume have been paid from a fund raised to tamo the
Police, 1o have the complaints withdrawn aod further
proceedings discoutinued, The investigation has been
slowly progressing for suveral days Jand ie not setcom-
pleted. The evidenes taken, no doubt, wonid be very
interesting to the public, and may be published when
the metter is finished, particularly if a case of extor-
tion is made out against the officers in question.

Tuedurerews Citgrs—The delegation of Thip-
pewa Chiefs, who have recently been in Washington,
for the purpoee of pegotinting a treaty with the United
Biaten Goversment for the sale of & body of lasd
pear the head waters of the Mississippi, arrived in
New-York a day or two since, and have heen busiiy
oecupied in teeing the most prominent objecta of cu-
ricsity in the City. They visited Tur Trivryg Offiw
yesterday, in company with Maj. Herriman, the Io-
dinme Agent, and two interpreters, T. A. Warren ard
Perez Roy. On witnessing the eperstions of the
power-press which they saw for the first time, they zase
vent to their sstonishment by sundry expressive Indian
gesticulations, and a eerics of guttural sounds which
are not to be found in any of our vocabalaries. These
soms of the furest, fifteen in number, exhibit s striking
specimen of the remains of aburiginal life. Their
dress 1s a compound of ssvage and civilized costume.
Most of them worc lazge blue or white blankets, with
po other covering on the head than their jot black
hair, and, in one or two inst 'Y th of eolored
featbers. They speak no English, but express
themeelves with great emphasis throogh the me-
dium of their interpreters. It is about six weeks
since they left the Chippewn Ageney, reachiog Wash-
ington on the 10th of February, The treaty which
they have completed with the Government cedes
about 12 (00,000 acres to the United States, for which
they are to be paid 81,210,000, in thirty annual in-
stallments. The party leave New-York immediately,
and return by the usual public conveyances to their
home in the woods,
