Taere
is something sublime in the mere contemplation
of these unlevisting rules, and all history is
masinly varied by the greater or less perception of
the necessity of imitatiog the law eternal which
deceiveth not. Bo absolutely dependent is society
for its existedce on the dominance of fruth, that
all known codes punish severely ita infrastion,
whea It takes the form of perjury. Among the
apcient Egytisss perjury was punished with
death; the earliest known of civilized people thus
havirg arrived at the cooclusion that s word
passed, and bedged in with the solemaities sad
sanctities of legal provisions, or in other words,
baviog taken a sericus public form, cou'd not be
violated witbout rendering the violator dauger-
ous to soclety and unfit to live. A miller sode
row prevails, but still the blood of the pablic
beart thickens witk horror sl a clear case of
perjuiy.

There ls io perjury, properly spssking, 0o de-
gree, one kind belag as bad as another; but se far
as finite perceptions can reach, there is some
perjury more accursed from the power it confers
on the perjurer.
