In 1549,
Mr. Lawrence wade additional snd liberal pro-
vislons for the schooi’s support, and each pro-
fessor was placed onan independent footiog in
regsrd to bis departmect. In 154950, tae new
Iatoratory was finisbed, and Prof Aganiz com.
meneed bis ipstructions in Geology, and Prof.
Eustis 1o the Engiveering departmsnt—at onee
inoressivg the number of students. Sinea 1550,
the average total number hes been about seventy.
The charge for (aily tmition in each department in
fifty dollsrs each balf-year, For apparatus and
supplies in chewical Iaboratory, twenty-five dol-
Isrs & term.

SIBEIIA.

The Asiatie possessivnn of Russis, inclosed be-
tween tbe Ural Monntaivs, the Notth Pacifie
Ocenn, the Noith Pule and Chinsse Tartary, are
generslly enlled Blberia.  This whole region is
divided, fur sdmiolstraiive purposes, loto two
parte—Western and Eastern Siberis—vach with
several counties or departwments, noder the con-
trol of s special Govervor-General.  Biveria is
watered by some larga rivers—ihe Irtysh, the |
Oby, the Jennissy, and the Leoa—all [ssuing from |
the A'tal Mountsins, and debouchiog in the Polar [
Ocian. They are navigable nearly throngh thew
whole extent; but being frozen weven or eight |
moutbs during the year, aud fraversing reglons |
comparstively uninhabiiable, no groat use in de- |
rived from facilitles which shey would otherwise |
offer.

The population scattered ovar S{deria amounts
toover 3 000,000, pearly six-sevenths of which are
Rusclan—the natives beiug of Mongolisa Finnish |
and Ksmschatkan descent the latter called Yakouta |
by tte Russinns. Averse, almost sll, to agri- |
eulture, they are nomadic hunters or fishermen.
The conquest of Siberis wae made in the sixteenth
century, by & band of Cossscks of the Volga and
their motley sdjuvants, under the lead of »
certain Yeromak, and these equestrian tcibos |
becsme its first European and Russisn setilera.
Tu the course of the seventesuth cenfury, and
more especialiy of the eighteenih, the Czarsbegan
to trsmeport thither consicts and criminals.
The first colonists of this character were the var-
fous dissenters from the Russisa Octhodox
Chureh. Whaole villsges or communities wers :
thus trunsported, receiviog in different parts of
Biberis vast trscts of land.  These colonists
formed communiiies in the same way sa fhey |
were organized in She mother country, Maving
equsl privileges of aclf-aiministration with the
crown-peasants, on pajing s small tribute to the
Tressury. Their refurn to Europesn Rassis is l
wirongly prohibited; but they epjoy perfect
liberty of worship, sccording to their dostrines
srdusages. Some of these sectariana live accord- |
g to the communism attempted by soms |
Eocalst theorists. When the riches of the |
Altsl Mountsine were first discovered, trans- |
portation thither to the wines took the place of
espital punishment; this punishment having been |
sbolished in 1740, under the E npress Elizabeth. |
Disgraced favorites, official defauliers, and, finsl-
ly, polities] offenders were sent shither fur life,
or for the term of their punishment. Amoug the
first in the elghteenth century were Menchikofl |
aud Biron—both of whom had omuipoteatly ruled
the empire and the Geld—Marshal Monich, and
several others,

At present, traosportation to Siberis s & pen-
alty sdmivistered for all kinds of crimes and of-
fensea; for burglary, theft, smuggling sad viola- |
tions of the excise. Aceording to the Russlan |
prosl code, these condewnations sre variomsly |
gredusted. The punishment ia hard labor for
life, or for » eertain number of years; after
which the felon bezomes a colozist, receiving
land, & house, and wome cattle, and being atiached
to some 1ural community or borough, and enjoy-
ing the rights of this class of inbabitants. Smaller
offensen are pupisbed with fransportation for a
lester number of years, with the privilege of re-
turning to Rumia. Berfs condemned for sny
offense whatever pever refurn luso bondage;
ard thus Siberia becomes, to then b losst, a land
of emaneipation.

Polities] offinders are distributed over Siberia
accordieg to the decision of the soverelgs, and of
the courte msrtial by which they are condewned.
Such offenders are generally incorporated into
battaliops. forming the corps of the Siberian
srmy. If the verdict doer not define the exsch
uumber of years of their service, they remain in
the srmy 20 or 25°years, and then resign to be-
come colunists snd members of some community,
Buch & convict very seldom, and that only through
sowe extraordinary exception, can be promoted
to sbe grade of a commissioned officer. Those
oot condemned to tramsportation for life, can,
sfter their term is expired, return to their fami-
lies. After the insurrection in St. Petersburg in
1225, and that in Poland In 1530, many were sent
to Siberia for life, Their destinstion was prinei-
pally to the Altai Mountalns, where they were
lucorporsted i the minlng districts iato which

this whole region is divided. But no bard labor
was imposed upon them. They eount or are fn-
seribed a8 prisoners; most of them, however,
beipg supported by their relatives st home, they
look for means of gainiog additional wealth &2 the
cliier. As a genaral rule transportation to East-
ern Siberia 18 considored 3 somewhat more e2vers
punis bmeet than to Western S beria.

Wives and children following tao exilss, iose
all their status and privileges enjoyed in Rassia.
The bulk of the Russian popuistion ia Sibaria,
by which the rudiments of eivilization bave been
introduced, oonsists of merchants trading thithar,

tablisbed in boroughs and cities, ot in sgrioul-

! tural districts, bus perform military duties sod

those of internal police. Thereare also many Coa-
sscks with some Mongolisn tribes, Manchoos,
who have immigrated from Chins, and who pre:
serve their customs snd masners—some besom-
ing Cheistinns, others nob. Thesa are eallsd
Burysts by the Russians. The disseaters and
descendants of convicis form the rest of the popu-
Iation, The Russisns, as we have ssdd. are tead-
ers. merchauts, mechanics, operstives, miners
aod sgriculturists, Bugif the natives, of which
the Government takes especial cars, intend o
devote themeelves to ngticulsure, they are al-
lowed to selecs tha best lands, being considerad in
principle the original owsers of the oountry.
The distinction of the social organization of
Siberia is, that no kind of eerfdom exists, or esn
be introduced there, Otherwise, too, the inhab-
itants enjoy, comparaiively, wore liberty sad in-
dependence than thore of Russia proper. The
requirements of the Goverument from the popu-
Iation sre insiguificant, and ile pressarce, thors-
fore, in less beavy. Thus slowly, but ualater-
roptedly, cemented grain by grain, 8 Salo
growirg on political and social foundations wholly
different from the motber-country—ant oaly ui-
stained by serfdom, but even posaessiog 8 cartain
demoerstic equality. Almost she oaly d stietion
of clatses is thas of the Government officials.

| Nobility, wirh its privileges, is there noknown;

and no one $iils sud sweats for another. The
regulations between privaie individuals are de-
termined by supply and demand, by eapital and
labor, but not by the tyrauny of & master over a
serf. The whole soil of Siberia belongs to the
Crown: and it is aleendy a fixed principle wish
the Emperors not so surrender any Crown lands
to serfdom cn any preteose. As far as Siveria I8
concerned, the Cznrs are free-sullers, No noble-
man can migrate thither with his servants; and,
saving some body-servants of officials, serfa are
unknown.

The Russiana are tbe onltivators of the soll;
the patives snd nomads breel borses, estile and
sheep. But the principal wealth of Siboria lies
In mising snd goid-washing. The Alisi Moun-
tains, running along its sonshern froniier, are
subdivided into warious chains—as that of the
Listle Altal, the Sayanskoi, Douriskoi the Jab-
lonnol, aud the Grest Altai—sll of them eontain-
ing in thelr bowels various ores, considered by
some geologiets to be the richest on the globe.
Murchison finds & grest similarity betwesn the
Alfal region and Californis and Australia, The
sparcevess of tha vopulation prevents the thorough
working of these hidden treasures. Tous far the
esrth hag only been supetficially seratched. The
silver, arsenic and lead mines are almost wholly
sbavdoned, ss dangerous o buwman lifs, and, as
such, reducirg the chances of incresse to the
populstion, Precious stones—evon emeralds,
opals, aquamarines, topaz —are found freoly, and
the last are of a very large size, Gold-washiag
is the principal, or, rather, the exclusive indus-
try. All the principsl rivers, with most of thelr
copflurnts and tributaries, have their sources in
the Aligl, and earry gold. New and mors pro-
duetive gold- washings ars established every yoar,
The busioess is conducted by Government pris-
orers, aud by private persons, subject o a tax
which is not excessive, ns the existence of wil-
lionaires in Siberla shows. Generally the pri-
vate estsblishments are the moat prosperous.
The gold-product is carried to the City of Bar-
paoul, situated in the Government of Tomak, in
Western Siberia, in the ceater of the Little Al-
tai chain. There are the furnaces, the sssays,
and the centra! mining administration. The
metals, and especially the gold brought by private
individuals, wre purchased by the Government
for cash at equitable and satisfscory prices, and
thence conveyed to 8. Petersburg.

The valleys In the Altal are covered with gor-
geous vegosation in summer, snd varlous mutri-
tious grasees, as are the plains of South-
Western Siberia. Ia some parts, wheat ir sulgi-
vated; but, as long befure the narch ia covered
with snow, the frosk comes with éxoeeding Intan-
sity, this iwmporiant product, as well aa frult trees,
cannot be cultivated on a large scale. Rype, onts,
barley and buckwheat thrive, sad I soms spots,
potetoes and other vegetables.

The Caplital of Western Siberia is Tobolak,
rituated on the river Irtyah. I¢ has some twently
thousand inbabitants, and s the commereinl we-
tropelis of the whole of Russisn Asia. I's trade,
carried on with the European interior of the Ew-
pire, and extending to Chins, in very brisk and
extenelve. Some ff:y milss north of the Laka of
Balkal, the city of Irkatek, situsted at the eon-
fluencs of three rivers, of which the Aogara
forms the prineipal, is the Caplital of Esstern Si-
beris. The site, surrousded by elevated wooded
bille, is very pieturesque. Irkutsk has sbout
five thrusand Iubabitants, aud the Governor-Gea-
ernl of toe Eastern Terr'tory resides thera. At pres-
exnt, thinoffice is 6lled by Licat -Gen. Muraviel s
wan of high culivation and abillty, snd of au
epterprising aua energetic ebarscter.  He holda
greater powers than anyother Governor General,
suited to organize sush & primitive country.

Not long sinee the country south of Lake
Biikal, embracing nearly the whole ehain of the
Altai was organized Into a Governmant ealled the
Trape-Baikalan., It ia the richest country for
minera! purposes in Northern Asis. Irkulek is
the sestof the Arcubishopric for the whole regia,
The patives are graduslly converted; and, sa far
aa possible the clergy selected from amopg them,
the rites of the church being performed [o their
own dislects, Various langungen, Groek, for the
Poles, Letin, Russian, Mantehoo, aud so forsh, are
severally employed for this purpose in Siberis.

These vask Asistic posseasions have beea of Iste
ineressed by the sunexation of & very extensive
territory destived to form the jawel of Sibaris,
Russis has taken possession of the eniire lefy
bauk of the Awour, that is, from the juastion of
the River Shilks snd of the Arann, which form
the Amour or Saghalisn, down to its wouth at
that part of the Pacifie ealled the Sea of Okokk.

In
all Siberis, Amonr 1s spoken of as the laodof
promise; and eo it will become when agriculiam
aud industy shall wake it into geuial life, The
River Amourtecms withfishes ofail kinls, the most
delieats kpown, and some said 0 be sirangen
to ciher wate's. The foreste are full of gung
a5 well ag of besrs and wolves, Gralo and bresd
were unknown o the natives, who row esgerdy
seek the latter In their barter with the Rassinag

The sequisision of this part of the Mantches
couniry and of the wmoutn of the Amour, is the
wost valusble made by Russla during the regm
of Nicholas. It gives cowpleienves and vitality
to Siberis, When the new temitory s de=
veloped, Kamtsohaika and the Esst will be Ia-
dependent of supplles from St. Petersburg.
Trade will be opened with Chios, Jspan, Cais
fornia, as the empire comes o take full advas
tage of ite new outlel on the Pacific.
