Ituskin says in the first volume of his Stones of
Venice, that wonderful work of analytieal ge-
nius, that * without any manner of doubt a ship
<t js ome of the loveliest things man ever made,
“oaed ope of the peblest; wor do 1 know any
“ lines out of divine work so lovely as those of
4 the head of a ship, or even as the sweep of
“ the timbers of a small boat.” The opinion of
siieh an enthusiostin art as Ruskin, who hag de-
voted Lis life to a study of architecture, may be
snfely reenived on such o subject as this.
