A TERRIFIC WHIRLWIND-LOSS OF LIFE.
Cuic o, Thurelay, May 24, 1855,

Aceonnts reached this city laet night of a most ter-
rific hurrieans and whirlwind in the wwn of Jeffersan,
Cook (C'o., and other places north and west of here.

On Tueedny sfternoon & revolving funncksbaped
cloud pussed swiftly along near the grovmd, about stz
teen mwiles north of bere, carrying up lange sticks of
wood, stotes, ke, Tt deseribed 8 sewi-citcie toward
the sotth-cast Inbting off large troes and whiskiog
them out of sight instanter.

The whirlwind then broke in two and dissppeared,
but almest imwedintely formed mgnin and possed di
rectly back north and west with redoabled vinlence.
It struck & boavy frame bonse- oo mile from the DIk
roie snd Wisconsin Kpiroad, tearing the roof instantly
off, nrd slinost immedintely aftermard taking the whole
hovee bodily up the spout with all its contents.

Nine persovs in the houss waro doawn up and haried
down in different places.  Four of their numbor were
Killrd and etbers mutilsted bevond any prospect of
reeovery.  The whirtwind then passed over n post and
1ol fenee, lenving pot the slightest vestize of it.

It pext touk up 8 barm and threw it wpon the horses
and enttie it contnived, erushing thow at once, The
timbers of the house and bam were haried down to
the ground with such violence as to bury them almiat
out of eizht. The Louse belonged to Mz, Page, whose
wife, son and two grandebildren were killed.
