At the meeting yesterday nfteraoon disgraceal
Boones of disorder and eonfusion took place, growing
out of the gross intoxiention of several members from
the Southern Btates. One from North Caroline in-
slated on making 8 speceh, while so much under the
influence of liquor aa to hsve no comwand over his
penses or his body. Hewns too drunk even o give
way 1o the appeals of Lis friends to sit down and keep
quiet, but rambled on incohercatly to the mortifies-
tion aud disgust of the Jecency of the body. One
grest difficulty sll the woek, in the way of the har-
monious and rapid dispateh of huginess, has been the
Liabitunl partial intoxication of many of the members,
and when the Slavery debate fuirly launches, soencs
of violence may not unreasonnbly be appreliended.
The propriety of huviog po seasion of the Council
afior dessert bas been strongly arged for several doys,
even by Sonthern mombers, eapecially on this gronud.

The Inbors of the Commitiee on Resolutions have
boen protracted through to-day and this evening.  Of
their results no definite kuowledge can yet ba stated,
None of its membei s seem to be suscoptible tospicitnal
influences. The oracle gives forth no certain #ound,
Yot it appenms to be understood that they had warm
discussions on the Slavery guestions, and seitled their
positious by close votos. If ever the record of their
action renchies the pubiic eye, I imagine it won'd
show exirnordinary nnd iotercsting facte.  And I
guspeet there are sote Northern mon who would shake
in their shoes did they bebold the relution of their
course upon this Commitice placarded before their
coustituente, The very ssercey of this organization is
the grentost encouragenient to donghfuceism,

Thers is little doubt that the resolutions of the Com-
mittee and Council will either be afiirmatively pro-
slavery or elvo ontirely ignore the subjoct; but their
trivmph will be the death-warrant of the orgnnization,
Mondny or Tuesday nt the latest will bring sifaiss to
a crisis. Many Northern and Western metabors are
wery impntient st the prolongation of the meetings.
Kome will Jeave on Friday ot the vers Intest. They

#ay these Southorn gentlemen who have viggers to do
their work and make their money for them cnn easily
afford (o stay two woeks, but as for us who bave to
do our own work and enrn our own living, we must
be abountit. Yot they desiro to sottle the position of
tlio party on the Slavery question hefore leaving, and
will try to have it brought np on Moaday in the Coun-
¢il by anadvance report on that sulject from the
Committee,

Dr. Chetwood, who returned on Saturday evening
from the scene of the late duel, reports that Mr. F.
Jeavenworth is in an encopraging conditlon. The
bullet still remains io his thigh, and no attempt has yet
been wado either to extract itor to set the brokea
Hmb. Still bis spirits are good and it i« hoped that in
due season the operation will be sucoessfully performed,
The patient is visited by Dr. Hamilton of BufTale, and
both his father and mother are in attendancs upon him.

Weare at last enabled to Iny before tha public a

tending this duel, and in eo doing we can only ex-
press our regret that an attempt should have lLeen
made to concesl facts which, from their nsture, must
snoner or later come to the greatest publicity. The dif-
ficulty at the * Shakespeare” Club ocenrred on Thurs-
dey, the 315t , when the challenge was substantially
given and the seconds named as we have alrevly
stated.  As our readers are aware, Mr. Breckenridge,
the persom who gave the insult, is 8 Kentuckiaz and os
fur ax we can judge from our knowledge of the cir-
circumstances, thongh we have no direct testimony
upen e point, Mr. Leavenworth was animated
theoughout by n sense of uuwillingness to suffer what |
he enpposed to be o Kentucky system of bullying |
Northern men.  iTowever this may be, both parties
were firm thronghout in the determinntion to settle the
gnarrel at {he pistol s muzzle. In the course of the
prefimizory  communicntlons Letween the scoonds
there may Lave been overfures looking toward au
amicalle setloment; on that point we have no
complete information, but in the course of our in-
quiries we bave not been able lo learn positively
thut eny such overturcs were made or suggestod.
Friduy the 18t instaut was spent in correspondence
between the seconds, and g0 was Ssturday,  Before
noon on Sunduy the annngements were in every re-
spect completed and the rendezvous of the party fixed
at Niagara Falls, the precise looality fur the due! re-
muinivg to be settled according to circums tances siter
thelr srrival there.  Brockenridge, and Middieton,
his second, left on Moniday moraing, and Loavenworth
and Pendleton on Mendny afternoon. It was then ox-
peeted that the duel wonld take plaes on Tossday
sflernoon; but the train in which Leavenworth and
Pendieton traveled was thrown off the track somewhere
on the way by running over & cow, and detained so
long that they did not arrive in senson to fight on that
day.

As wo have previously stated the meeling nctunlly
took place ot 12] o'elock on Wednesday. Thoe place
soleoted for the purpose was Navy Island, whicl is
within the Canadian territory, about two miles above
the Falls and almost if not entirely withoot inhabit- |
auts, the greater part of it being covered by a dense
forcet. This Island is famous ns the scone of the pro-
tracted but unsuecessful Patriot invasion of the
Britieh Dominions by McKenzie and Van Rensselaer |
in 1527 when the steamer Coroline was burned and
the entire fronticr thrown into o state of disturbanee.
For the purpose of a duel a more favorable =pot
eould hardly be imagined, and thither the party re-
paited on Wednesdny forenoon, It ix a rather singn-
lar circumetance that they were nll taken aeross in
iLe snme row-hoat, the prineipalz then meeting for the
first time since the bogiuning of the quarrel. After
renching the island and selecting the precise locality |
for the combat, the distance, ten paoes, was marked
off by Mr. Middleton, the second of iho chel
longed party.  As hie is of small slature Lis paees are
short, which gave rise to the original report that the
distonece was eight paces only.  Lots were drawn for
the choice of positions, which fell to Middlcton, hut as |
the men wero placed with (he sun. botween them this |
cholee gave no advantoge. The word was given by |
Poendieton in ihe vensl manper: ' fire, one, two, |
“{hree.” Both pistols were discharged ot the word |
fwo eo Elmultancously that it seemed like a single
¢hit.  Leavenworth  immediately foll;  Brecken-
vidge remained standing two or thrwe sec-
onde and then el alse. The surgeon nppronched
Dreckenridge first and nsked if Le was badly hurt,
The suewer was in the negative, and that Leaven-
worlh needed his services more, fur he foared he was
seriously injured.  Both parties Lad to be ewriod
fram the field.  Breckenridge with his socond was
brought ivstantly to the Ameriesn side, where his
wound was drossed, after which be took the firet train
of ears for New-York., We are told that the wound
was from the beginning so painful that he conld not
Lear his foot on the ground.  This being the case,
the report that Le hns been seen in this City walk-
ing in the stroet since the duel must be erroneous.

The woapons used were ordinary ducling pistols,
enitying small bullets, but from inexperience or innd
vertance on the part of the seconds they were loaded |
with excessive charges of powder. Otherwise it would |
love beem impossible for ome of the balls to
pass flrough one thigh of o man and break the bona
of the other.

The first positive intelligence of the result was ro-
ceived here about 4 o'clock on Wednesday afternoon |
in 4 telegraphic dispateh from Brockenridge himself,
A dispateh in ciphier was also reesived from Middle-
ton.  Both theso dispatches stated that Leavenworth
was severely woundod, but it was not until a late hour
that night that his friends heard from Pondicton the
exaet nutore of the injory be had received.

The ndvantsge of going to Crnada to fight a duel is |
not appatent.  The lnws there are quite as stringent as |
our own, and shonld Leavenworth die the parties, if |

found in the United States, mnat be surtendered to |
take their trial for murder.

Moanfime we again urge upon the anthorities of our
own State the duty of taking mensurgs for the imme-
dinte mrrest of these offenders,  Leaverworth will
probubly not be in o state to be moved for some Lime, |
it indeed he is ever moved, except to A resting plice .|
where he will be bevond human judicature; but Pen- I
dleton, Middleton and Breckenridico ara within reach,
pud no time should be lost in laying upon them the |
bend of the law. Delay in the discharge of that duty |
will enly favor their esape to Europe or elsewhese, |
1i they go unpunished the public authorities will alone |
