be contending for the preservation of a Gov¬
ernment almost if not unite defunct, which in
its da> was the most fauatic.il, aggressive, ty-
raut.icai and barbarous ever seen iu Europe. What
the) were re.illy contending for wat the preserva¬
tion of their own uncertainty aa to what should
replace that Government.

MEXICO.

The telegraph ha« doubtless informed you that

tlicj have stirring times across the river; that

I formidable revolutionary movement has been

organized and put in effective operation in the
three frontier States, Tamuulipas, Nuevo Leon,
aud Couhuila. The City of Monterey has fallen

into the hands of the Revolutionists; or, more

properly speaking, has led the way in " pro-
" nouncing" against the present (¡oveniment.
This ha« taken every one by surprise. Monte-
ni h.i« always been noted for its unswerving
conservatism; its tenacious adherence to the
ills the\ had in preference to a flight to others
that they knew not of. This is easily accounted
for. New -Leon, of which it is the Capital, i«
one of the wealthiest »nd most prosperous
Mutes of the Mexican Confederacy. It is the
center of the sugar-growing iuterest of the Re¬
public. Several cotton factories have also been
established there, in consequence of the exor¬

bitant duties exacted by the General Govern-
ment on the manufactured article. Thu« its

1'TO-perity could only he affected by the iim-a

arbitrary and vicious action of the Central Gov¬
ern meut.

S« ñor Dan Sitntiai-o Vidaurri, (not Nidauvri),
e-.-Secretary of State in Xew-Leon, was thu first
to raise the standard of revolt there. He is
«aid by those who know him to bo a clear-
beaded, nble and influential man, and to sustain
the same relation to New-Leon that the late
,li l,n ('. ( albotín i« said to have done toward
South Carolina, viz: "When he take« snuff tho
"whole State sueezeg." Monterey received him
with open arm«, and after a struggle variously
estimated at from two to twenty-four hours,
succeeded iu driviig tho Government troops
from the city. By this bold step the insurgent«
have at once secured abundant munitions of
war and one of the greatest strongholds in

Mexico, including the " Black Fort," which
gave our own brave fellows «uch trouble in

storming. It is said that two or three hundred
determined men could hold the place against the
whole united forces of the Government.
The example of Monterey waa at oneo fol¬

iowed by 1 he surrounding town« and villages.
The Government had sent a force to exact a

contribution of ijf'ti.'Mji) from the village of Sali¬
nas, which was triumphantly resisted, and the
sum placed at the disposal of Vidaurri.

Kl l'aso and many other places are reported to
Law followed auit, and there is little doubt
that Saltillo, Remosa and Mier are now in the
hamlt of the iusurgeuts.
