Tix Liguor Casks ix te City Covnr.—On Sat-
urday Jast Judge Culver rendered his decision in the
ease of the Peoplo agaivst Ezekiel Baldwin, indicted
for selling liquor without licenses, on which a plea was
raiked by defendant’s counsel as to the jurisdiction of
the Court in the transaction of criminal business.
The oljections raised were that the Saporvisors, sitting
s Associnte Judges, had no sathority by the Conati-
tution to act in that capacity, and that the Lagislatare
Lad no right to invest them with judicial suthority.
It was also argued that there was & lsck of uniformity
Yetween this Conrt and the Court of Oswego, which
was the mode! or pattern Court. His Honor instanced
Aldermen, Supervisors, the Chief and Captaing of
Police, all of whom were invested with jadicial pow-
ers in certain onses, and yet they were not mentioned
in the Constitution; their judicial powers were derivel
from the Legislature. Ho reviewed the action of the
Logislature in regard to the organization of local
Courts, and showed that four Courts of similar juris-
dietion had been estublished previous to the Court of
Oswego, which could not therefore ba taken as the
model. The Constitution required uniformity of or-
ganization, and ke showed that all the City Courta in
the State, thoss cstablished befors as well as those
established after the Brooklyn Court, were similar in
their mode of construction and jurisdiction, ouly dif-

visors to sit as Associnte Judges for Aldermen, which

DEDICATION OF THE ROMAN CATHOLIC
CHURCH IN HOBOKEN.

The new Catholie Church of 8t. Mary, in Hoboken,
N. J., sitvated on the westerly side of Wilow-st., op-
posite the public square, was dedicated yestarday, at
10 o'cleck, A, M., by 'he Rt. Rev. Dr. Bayley, Bishop |
of Newark. The Clurch is called the ** Charch of St. |
i Mary, under the title of our Lady of Grace.” The
ceremonies were as usual on such ocessions, and sev-
eral priests and acalytes sttired in their robes and ves-
ture assisted at the celebration of Mass,

The edifice is of briek, and, externally, of the gothie |
style of architecture, In size it is Bty foet in width,
vinety-five feet deep, and thirty-five foet high. It is
surmounted by & eross, and upon the ot are the
words * Gratiaium Virgin,” which signifies “ To the
“ Yirgin of Grace.”

The interior of the church has a spacious and airy
sppearance. Its walla rre painted, and the toor is |
occupied with seats construsted in plain style, which |
will accommodate a congregation of six hundred peo-
ple. A gallery extends across the front of the edifice
capable of seating about one hundred snd difty parsons.

An organ worth §1,250 has been placed in the gallery.
In the rearof the church is the sanctusry, which is
twenty four feet in width, twenty-two fect in depth, |
and twenty-six feet inbight. In this stands the main |
altar, and'in i's rear is & tasteful perspoctive in the |
renatssance iyle.  This ia richly ornsmented with |
sapicr maché ornaments, and its arch is surmounted |
v & cross, nmler which are the words * Gratisrum |
“Yirgini."  The sanctuary is neatly earpeted, and en-
olesed by a railing o few feet in front of the rear wall |
of the main buildicg. The sanctaary floor inside of
the railing is raised abont two feet, by which means ]
the religions ceremonies are more fully in the view of |
the congregation. The rear side windows of tho main ‘

buildivg ate of stained glasa, They epen upon the
spoce within the reiling. An altar, or_chapel, will be
pleced near each of these windows,  The pers tive
and the altar and its furniture are in the French style

ance, In the center of the pe tive, st the rear of |
the main altar, wns suspended yesterday the costly
and magnificent painting presented 1o the Rev. Mr. |

The
suit was to recover the market va've, st the time of
toking it, (being 94 # comt,) of eigh'y-four shares of
the stock of the Company, pledged to the Bank by
Alexander Kyle, Jr., togethor with some Harlem stock,
in secarity for a losn of 812,000, §2,000 of the loan
bad been paid. The certificate of stock had been is-
sued by Robert Schuyler, the authorized Tranafor
Agent, and gigned by him. A regular power of attor-
ney for the transfer of the stock secompasied the cer-
tificate in the usunl manner. After the discovery of
the Schuyler fraud spplication was made by the Bank |
to the Company to tranefer the stock ou its books, but |
tho Iatier rofused to transfer, alleging that it was false
sod forged on the part of Schuyler, and made for his
yrivate purposes, and aleo alleging that on account of
the fraudulent certificates or over-issues which existed,
the Looks had been closed. The Bank brought suit,
ard Judge Bosworth, at Special Term, considered

that the Company was lishle for the mmount, and |
