was no display, no firing of eannon nor ringing
of bells; on the oceasion of his return all was
still, ond he entered the town without ereating
apy more sensation than an ordinary traveler
would. During the sfterncon’ of that day his
troops came in in small parties without music,
and groups of officers were seen entering at va-
rious points, their sullen looks contrasting peeu-

You may otien see 8 dozen of these sattloments at
a time; at & distance they appear like our country
villoges. Fenees are nowhore to be seen ; natural
or artificiu! landmarks iodicate the boundaries of
eefates, Lverything impreekes you with an idea
of 1egriarity. TlLe epvefields are bounded, for
the most purt, by right lines. The roads are gen-
ernlly etraight, crossing each other at right
engles, and almost invarisbly througbout the
bland they are bordered by rows of the cocon-nut
tree or mountain cobbage. The laadscape is
marked by these linea of trees: sometimes their
tall, lithe branches against the rky form a graceful
wresth over the hrows of the highest hills, indi-
cpting a romd for earriages or borsemen. The
islaud ahounds in ronds for the convenience of the
estutes; the prineipsl ones nre the linest possible,
broud, H'l‘l.'.ﬂl!i and hard ; they are kept in this
¢xeellent condition at the expense of the proprie-
{ure of the eatates, who are obliced st the eall of
Gorernment to furnish their quata of Janorers to
wuork them.  This they most willingly do, as they
thereby greatly facilitate the trapsportation of
tie'r suger and rum, end of their supplies to and
from the towns, beside affording thenselves the
exbilarating pleasure of whirling over them in
their ecarrisges.  The main rosd through the
wlend from cast to west, by a simple and inex-
tu nsive exercise of taste, has been rendered even

esutiful ; almost the whaole distance it is bor-
dered with palm-trees, which form a lengthened,
and, in some places, windiog avenue.  Though the
eveor-nut bas a wore tropical aspect, it is to my
mind less beautiful then suother species denomt-
noted Mountain-Cabbage.

terminetivg in a tuit of long green, penduint
bronehes copsisting of a central stalk and long,
sward-sl aped, seriuted leaves on each side.  From
the midat of this erowning mass of foliage ascends
ebnrply into the air a sbiving green spire #ix fect
Ligh sud three or four inches thick at its base;
and herein is contained a soft, polpy substance re-
rewbling, when ecoked, tho cabbage or cauli
flower, whence the tree takes its name. A single
tree furpiches ome dish only, which, when ex.

The eurves of the road
follow the truest line of beauty; over low stone
bridges, at the angles of ecroesing or divergent
roade, and other places where needful, are grace-
ful etructures u!Y clay bardensd by the sun and
wenther, and washed white or yellow. These are
the guards or rond-walls.

Tor the laet two or threo years a blight has
fallen on the cocon-nut, which it is feared will ulti-
wately prove fatal to the entire stoek throughout
the ielnnd. That result would be seriously felt; as
not only would a striking snd beautiful feature of
ita seencry be destroyed, but the fruit iteelf is
people.  The decay
is not confined to this island, but is, I am told, ob-
gervable throughout the Windward Islands.

The mountainous portion of the island is not
less interesting than the plain; it is not made up
of ope continuous, compnet mountain-range, but
of Lewvy, rolling hille, through which dark, var-
rcw vallics make their way, sometimes preserving
for som e distance the ses-level.  As you stand at
tLeir debouche iuto the plain, or upon the sea-
gbore, the dusky light peeuliar to them sugeests
the idea that they tunnel the mountain.  On cither
side almost perpendicular hills rise to a hight of
from 500 to 800 feet, placed with such singular,
alieinate regularity that, supposing the bed of the
valley to be suddenly depressed, you might easily
inagine them lockimg firmly together. Others
penin, in their winding course, by the side of
scanty mountain rivulets, gradually ascend to the
bigher regions amorg the hills.  Jlere,on all sides,
you gaze upon coutinuous scenery of the sugar-cand;
the sides of the scouping, hopper-like valleys into
whiel you look down, and the smooth, round sum-
mits that rise around you describing their outlines
on the eky, alike wave with its luxuriant growth,
Here too are all the appliances of sugar-making
we have noticed in the plain: the finest roads
lined with the mango—a troe of deep-green folisge,
vow in blossom, in which state it rescmbles our
chestrut, except that it is shorter and more
bravching.

It is wonderful to behold eultivation on such
steep declivities ; the ides of plowing there seema
preposterous, and yet it is done by oxen aud
mules snd pegroes. Manure is carried over all
these bills on the backs of mules; and it is by
wesne of these truly serviceable and patient aai-
mole that the canes are brought down to the
wills; often we saw thew far above us descending
by a permanent zigzog path on the side of the
hill, with enormons loads of canes on their backs,
fullowed by black, bare lieaded urching as drivers.

The more rugged regions of the island are em-
ployed for the pasturage of oxen, mules and
skbeep: the working stock of the estates during
the wonths when not required for labor are here
kept for s0 much 8 month per head, Through
these oistriets, too, since emancipation, the cane-
culture has decreased, and sume entire plantations
have been turned into stock-estates by permittiog
the Guines-grass and low wild shrubbery to over-
run them.

Tke #oil and rocks of the mountainous parts of
the island bear marks of the voleanic origin of
this as of the other West India Islands. The
tocks are trappean, and the soil the evident de-
compotition of such struetures, while in the plain
these sppearances are replaced by shelly lime-
stone and marl. I regret that 1 am pot a geolo-
gist to describe the geological phenomens e
preseuted : but I shall venture to cloge this ltter
on the physical aspects of St. Croix by proposing
8 theory of its earlicst history—namely, that when
the internal fires upheaved the eolid wasses now
compesivg its woustaive, the bed of the ocean in
the parts aijacent was suddenly or gradually ele.
vated to become dry land, and formed these beau-
titul alluvisl plains which now delight the tourist
and produce some of the richest sugar-canes in
the world.

The mode of loaoing is usually as follows: A ship
first tukes in by her boats enough gusno to ballast
her, and appronches to a point of the coast where the
remninder of the cargo i #hot down the elill iuto the
hold of 1he vesrel, Some vessels (chiefly the smaller
ones) load entirely from hoats, Oua the top of the chiff
are cecp bins containing from 100 to 500 tans of
guano, made of long poles firmly bound together and
interwoven with ropes and chains, These are wide
and ojen at the top, but diminishing in size toward
tbeir lower end, which is on the extreme edge of the
precipice. To this ia fitted a canvaes shute or pipe,
two feet in dismeter, which extends down 100 fest to
the deck of the ship. Through this shute the guano
parses in & continuous strenm of trewendous foroe,
at the rate of from 100 to 400 tuns per day. The bin
is fitled by Chiveso voolics and the Poruvian convicta,
A year since shere wore about 300 of the former, but
their nunber was then rapidly diminishing by ill
trestoest, Ench man is compelled to bring to the
shute five turs duily and if he fails to do so he is pun-
ished by vegro drivers with the whip. The barbari'y
ured toward these coolies, who wers enslaved by
trenchery, is almost unparalieled.
