The doubling, twisting, and turning of the

liquor dealen and their couniel to evade the
operation of tha Liquor Law, and the many
holei and coTen they contrite to fiud shelter in,
escaping for the moment the protecutioni levied
againit them, calli thia comparison vividly to
mini.
In judging, however, of the method

of criminal procedure under tho com¬

mon law which we have adopted from
England, we niuit look at it not merely as

I part of the system of police, but in it* politi-

ml aspect ar»o.

under our sjstrra the common iul of criminals
are. The banted fox that escapes one, two,
thr»e, or four tnie* would be wrong incoming
to the conclusion that fox-hunting was a huu-

bug. The fox hunters are a persevering gener¬
ation. L><»y after day. and wee* after week they
renew the pursuit, and he nun t be a rery cunaing
olo fox indeed that escapes heir g caugbt nt last.
In fact there is no salety for him except in chang¬
ing his quarters.
Small fish being hooked, may be pulled up

without cere in i ny. Your big fishes require a

little humoring. You must give them line.
Let them dart backward and forward, up and
down, to their hearts' content, they may seem

to hold you in contempt.to laugh as it were

at your hair-line and slender fi*biug-rod; never-

tbeli .- k tht re is a most decided difference be¬
tween even the biggest fish swimtuiug freely and
the same fish with a honk in ti* mouth how¬
ever much bt may slap the water w ith his great
tail, bemJirg your rod, and twitching at your
line, threatening not only to break that, but
if jou don't let go, to pull you, the fisherman,
beadbng into the water. Our common law

procedure deals with fish of this sort exactly
like an exiert fisherman.giving them I chance
to expend a little of their superfluous energy
before making the final and serious attempt to
land them and generally speaking the longer
they are allowed to flounder the more quietly
atid easily they come up at last.

A more effectual means of wearing out tho

strength of the liquor dealers than that which,
under the operatiin of the liquor laws, they
have been lei to adopt, it would hi diflicult to

imagine; nor would it be easy for the most

¦aVfSCflOTM Temperance man to employ any surh
effectual me^ns for enlightening the public on

this subject as that which the liquor dealers
have themselves brought into play. The great
stit-ngth ol the liquor Uea ers is in their money.
It is that alone wh'ch gives them a sort of re-

spectabili'y. But how long will this money
las , w ith all the lawyers ha fee, and a daily
newspaper CO suppoit in each of our principal
eitiss I Th< n vguin, w 1 at would more effectu¬
ally convince tinprejudice I ni nds of the extreme

weakness of the cause of the liquor dealers,
whether in point of law, morals or political
economy, thai the sort of legal opinions which
even the largest fees have been able to extract
from the BMI I mi iioi.t lawyers, and the sort of
arguments, if tbey deserve to be called so,

urged in their behalf in the columns of their
subsidized journal* ' The game is already more

than half won in thus obliging the liquor dealers
to plead at tbe bar of the Court* and the pub-
lie. The question is now fairly raised, and to
bring it to a final it A -atiifaet »ry settlement,
which shall place our law s against liquor-selling
on the same has s of gen-ral acjeptance and

acquiescence with the laws against gambling
houses and brothels, only requires a little
steadiness, energy, patience and p-rseveranee,
M the part of the Temperance men. Our fish

President Pierce has committed several very
foolish acts, but in this he has almost surpassed
himself. GOT, Reeder is turned mit because be
has simply attempted to perform his duty.

Kansas. He has been removed brciuie he was

crops <»f grain and hay. It is not at all surpris¬
ing that everj firmer should measure hit own

and bis n- igbbor's cropa in the same ha f-busht 1.
and wb»nerer the sprouts have appeared, not

. \ think hiniseK totally ruined but als; be¬
lieve famine to be inevitable.
Let us look at tbe pro-p»ct ft'rly. There U

ro deputing the fact that in »11 the wheat re¬

gion Loith of Int. tl the wheat, either cut or

uncut, is bidly sprouted. How great the dtin-
sre is it it difficult to determine, at many
formen have M precedent to judge by, not hav¬

ing bad such a season for several yean. In¬
deed, we remember only one.it wat in the year
]-'<'<. though the wror-t of the wet weather >.-t;ne
fon.ewhat later.
That year tbe wheat was moitly cut, and in

shocks in tbe field or in stacks. In the grett
wleat regions of Ohio, Indiana, an 1 DBaWta, the
farmers quite generally declared the crop to be

totally mined. In tome fields it did look so,

for when it was uucut the yeliow heads assumed
a en-en shade, and the shocks and stacks be¬
came as green on the surface as the aljoinin»
pasture?. Id due time, however, tbe r*ini:i«7
period was over, the sproutt died, the stand.n:
grain was out, Ac shocks stacked or thrashed,
the stacks lost their bright yellow hue and

rtood ii rusty-looking mass of dry, weather-
beaten stia*; and yet.mark the result.the
wheat inside was as bright and sound as ever.

So slight was tbe injury that it was hardly per-
cptiblein the final result. The shocks and
tanding grain were more injured, but not ten

per cent of the grain was destrojcf.
Wh> ti wheat is sprouted ,i good winnowing«

ii.schine will remove BtOal of the lojaTOd K".'-

nels which _aj :.: uW for anima's.
If there be a predominance of sprouted grains
in tbe grist that go-s to mill, it it not spoiled for
food: it is only spoiled for light bread. The

dough, instead of rising by the ordinary ftOt ".*,
has a tendency to liquify aud spread out and
form a sticking mass that will not bekueale.l
into loaves. It makes good unleavened bread,
and is quite nutritious, with a s-veetish taste

l!y in ai j peisoin btead made of sprouted whe it

is preferred, but in market the least appearance
of grown kernels will injure the sale. .Some
millers even contend that sns per cent of such
kernels will injure the quality of the who'e. It
is theiefore important t<> the firmer that he
should be veiy cireful to keep the sprouted
sheaves separate from tbe sound, and should
ril.-o separate the sound from the uusouud grain
in wiDDOtvilf, as far at possible.
The injury of rain upon wheat ii quite over¬

rated iu this country, because we are not well
ustdtoit.our härtest weather being usually
10 fine that the straw retains its golden bright¬
ness till it has been thrashed. Not so in Ln-
glaud. There the rains are often so incessant
that sprouted w heat is \ery common, and the
hut-iiif *s of shocking or stacking the sheaves is
an att that commands higher »vages than reap-
irL'. There the stacks are always thatched t>

presetve them from sprinting on the out- io,
and often built hollow tj dry them on tbe inside.
In this country we are muco in-re careless.
Our wheat is often exposed to complete sink¬

ings. Much of that giown in the Wrst is
thrashed on the ground, and often lies in a pile
threugh a long rain, aud if a warm one, some of
the outside grains are sprouted, but the inside
of the pile is uninjured.

1 he l'auubian wheat-boats are without roofs:
the grain is piled up iu a heap rounded on top,
und exposed to all tbe rains that fall during a

long voyage. If the weather be warm, the out¬

side grows and mats together some inches deep,
and lh.it protects tbe remainder. Tbe worst of
the sprouted part is only fit for beasts, while
that but slightly sprouted sells as food for man,
and tbat below the wetted crust is tit far ship¬
ment to France or Kogland.
We have no doubt that the grain is injured by

the prestnt wet spell, some accounts of which
we continue to give; but it is not "utterly
"ruinous." Wi may doubt wbother farmers
do not gain more in other crops than they will
lose in wheat by tbe rains. Meantime let us

console ourselves tbat we are not likely to be
destitute of wheat. A trustworthy writer
makes an estimate "that Ohio will yield the
"present season twenty-two millions of
"bushels, Illinois eighteen millions, Wisconsin
"ten millions, Michigan eight millions, and
" Pennsylvania twenty millions." There is no

p*ospeet of a famine.

Tin pMtrac-.
Tbe question is upon the country for so¬

lution, whether S'axery shall be further ex¬

truded in this I nioii or shall be confined where
it is. The issue is simple and can be easily de¬
termined in every man's mind. It is fur the
FltM S'ates to give it a tin.il settlement. If the

argument. Slavery is such a sin against God
and man. such an evil in every aspect, social,
tvoncuneal, political and moral.it is such a bar
to material as well as intellectual progress, that
tbe voices of all men in every community
should be united in its condemnation. Slavery
is such a curse to the master as well as to the
slate.it so blackens and disfigures and cor¬

rupts the society where it elists.that it
would seem, ii every philosophical and unpre¬
judiced view, that nobody but those in whom the
purely diabolic element is in the ascendant
could desire its spread or perpetuation. But,
straDge to say, such is the perversity of
the human intellect that wo find men in
the Tree Mati s w ho cannot discover w hy tfuy
should be asked to do even so simple a thing as

vote against the extension of this social curse:

while others see in some twopenny question of
local politics, or in some effete and meaning¬
less party relation, a good reason for overlook¬

ing the duty of acting directly upon the subject,

on the question of the extension of Slavery,
we tberefoie need not look for perfect accord
even in the Free Mates. Hut with a fair field

and an open conte-t we may be sure of an over¬

whelming preponderance against the aggresive
institution.the men of sense always outnum¬

bering the fools iu all well ordered and meas¬

urably intelligent eommunitie«, such for exam¬

ple as are found throughout the North.
Last year we had this question virtually before

the country, in the elections that followed

Tbe party that originated
and passed the measure were frightened to the
extent of resoluteiy ignoring it almost every-
where; and the present year his found but
little abatement of their apprehensions. The

places, to swallow anything or support anything
that they think tbey can get their followers to

ous as to hesitate at giving their aid and
countenance to a measure that must inevitably
run them into the retirement of private life.

bad-no 4ipmton to express. Brave soul*! The
leaders would have been glad to approve, bo
save fbcir places, but they feared the inconti¬
nent dtsertioti of their remaining followers.

Out notwithstanding the unanimity of North¬
ern sentiment on the question, evinced by all
sorts of indication*, strong doubt* have ex¬

isted, and some may be said still to exist,
as to whether the Free States are ready-
to say explicitly that Slavery shall not

be further extended within tbe I'nion. Timid¬
ity and hesitation and conservatism still exUt.
I here are still money interests and trading ami
political dilettanteism aid doughface ry and truck¬
ling servility aud a mercenary obsequiousness
to that Black Power which keeps the political
sail of the North shivering. What we want and
m] at we must bu\e eventually, aud we trust

speedily, il a resolute manhood in the North to
biar boldly onward before the fresh breeze of
the popular sentiment. Know-Nothingism has

stepped in to break the force of the great North¬
ern current against Slavery. The Ute move,

iiithts in tbe North are, however, enc'uraging,
and give us great hopes that even this element
w ill be mergtd and absorbed in tbe new pat ty of
Freedom,

It is giatityitig tobe able to discern in the re-

c< nt movements, as we do, that the break in
tbe great Northern line on this que-tion,
threatened by the gourd-like appearance of

Um Klow-Nothing* while yet the Anti-Nebras¬
ka party was iu the field fighting battles and
winning victories, is sure to be averted. The
action of the great body of Northern Know-
Nothings at Philadelphia and that of subordinate
bodit * of that organization in various States,
but particularly in Pennsylvania, lead us to

*tr«»ugly hope that notwithstanding the recent

fetincut and confusion of parties we shall yet
find tho North standing together with an im¬

pregnable front against the extension of Slavery.
1 >ay light seems to be breaking and the sun to be
but just beneath the horizon, coming to dissi¬

hfl I of conviction the perception of the noon-

st futionality of the law may have instantaneous¬

ly flashed upon them, twenty four hours was

none too long to submit this sudden influx of
legal knowledge to the test and examination of
reason and reflection.

This Socie¬
ty received its charter in 17?*>, and it* first and
second Presidents wem Benjamin Franklin and
I'r. Rush. Since the time when it was first es¬

tablished the member* of this Society have been
couetant w orkers in the cause of humanity, and
its officers have always taken an active part in
aiding' the progress of emancipation. Now, a*

the Secretary of that Society, Mr. Williamson
received a note informing him of the illegal de¬
tention of certain persons by a man claiming to
be their master, arid asking him.always in hi*
official capacity.to lend his assistance in res¬

cuing them from bondage. His compliance with
this request, therefore, was not only in accord¬
ance with the best instincts of his nature, but it
became an imperative duty, consequent upon
bis official position in the Society, which he was

bound in honor to fulfill. It was to meet such
exigencies that the Abolition Society of Penn¬
sylvania was originally established, aud it would
hate been strange indeed had the present Secre¬
tary of that time-honored institution proved
recreant to his trust by withholding assistance
from the oppressed at the moment when it was
