THE ROTHSCHILD FAMILY.

DEATH OF THE BARON SALOMON,

There is & golden romnnce clustering aroand this
family which makes the death of ouve of its prominun
members & matter of historic noboviety,

The Baron Suk , whose fanorsl took place re-
coutly at Paris with somewhat of public solomnity,
s the fourth son of the founder of his house, and
was at his dosth sged 52, Anselm, the first gon, who
wan atthe head of the Frankiort House, bhas some
fine sinee passcd away. Nothan, the secoud, who
reigned over the grest London house, 4 also gone;
and of the sscend generation of these moveyod
Molicans there aro now left bat Jumes, also of Paris,
and Charies of Nepes. Not so wmuch in the lows
«of their persone however as of their powers, have the
Rothsobild family received o sevore blow in the death
of two of its memboms—the ouly able ove surviving
Deing James, who, both in monetary geaius, elova-
sion of charseter ond range of mind, is tho star of
the honse of Rothschild, Aupselm was great by his
pagncity; Nathan by his indnstry: James is by his
gevins, Ansoln singulerly combined the instincts of
a low cloth Jew, with the penctrating vision of the
ptotesman, Natban united all the steadiness of a
averchant with the crafi of & smuggler.  He it was,
who, white establishod at Manchester, amassed an
evormous fortuve by smuggled trade during Napoleon's
Dlockade of the Contivent.  He know the result of the
Dbattle of Waterloo eight hours befure it reached the
Writieh Governmwnt, and wo shoald fear to sarmise
what each minute iv ench of thoso hours was in bis
Bands worth.  But Jumes has, in additim to the sa-
gacity of the one and industry and eraft of the other,
Ahat whivh they did not p ssise—gront gonius, 6 most
courtly bearing and polished cwitivation of miod,
which make his relations with the Royal Hooses of
Furvpe wear more tho character of & diplomatist,
while those of his brothers Anseln and Nathan vever
Fose above the Jow,

The sumptuous palace io which Salomon died was of
cowrme koown to sl Awericans who have ever visited
Paris; to many, perthaps, was also known the humble
Youse an 1he Ghotto of Frankfort in which he was
born. Dot s fow years ag) aud the windoas of this
Bouse on the Ghetto were always soen once within the
sunual circle on one particular night to wear a glitter
of light, which, as it wae cast from the old Jowish
Jatmpe, threw o strange, ghastly glimmer on the diogy,
decayed and dust-eatcn dwelings nrontid. This night
was the eve of the Jewish New-Year's Day, whon

ated by intermusringe with cousiua, and the absenes of
that luvigoration which new biood pours into the veine,
or are like Lionel ot London, whe is a mere cloth-Jew,
with two idess—*' 1o wake monisok” aod to be a lord.
A baronetoy was offered him by Lord Joho Russell—
posaibly to compernats him for bearing the expouses
of their joint cloction—bui his veulting awsition
would brook po lower tite than a lord. Bat tost
financial grnivg which Anselm, Na ban snd James in-
beiited fe. m theirsirowill be lovked for in vaia among
ihe yourger repessitatices of the bouse in Lond.m,
This wes clearly evideneed during the Irish famive sad
the o wmercial erisis aad Frenco revolution which sue
ceeded.  Alhough the great bulk of corn bills passed
through theis banos, and they kuew well the heavy
linhanties conracted by meny of the imyorters, they
were s wholly tnprepared when the crash came aod
Louse after houso stopped payment, that o breast
the storm they were cumpelied to dispose of their
Euvglish securities, thus producing the imweose
fall in Cousols in 1847, and =hakiog coofidence, which
by greater sagnoity might have besn presorved. This
wae well known o Loncon, aud in fact the little creait
whieh Barons Lionel and Moyer and Sir Aoth my pos-
waed for comprohensive foresight, was entirely for-
fiited. DBarous James of Paris, aud Avsdm, were in
fuet the diiecting and protoctiog . powers of the va-
rious operations of the houses, and now that one is
gome sud the other must soon follow, it is & serious
question whethier if in the train of the preseut war
the thrones of Earope should be susken, and ss
curities fall, the Roihschilds, a large portion of whose
iufluence is dependont upon the firmaess of ther
thromes, would be able to rethin their own golden
crown, when that genive has departed which con-
trolied the furtunes of the house.

PBaron James, who bad long seen the dangers of
the position of their house with ruference to Austrinn,
Italian and other Contiental socurities, nsed all his
influence sud power with the other members o lead
them away from financial, wnd indoce them to devote
themselves  exclusively to  mercantile, operations,
With this view they setablisbed agencies at all the
leading points of the globe 1 invits consignments aul
sofieit orders, It was the jeslousy crested by this
pew policy, more than any other impelling motive,
which induced the Barings b take the Ruossinn losn,
and thus estubleh a supremacy over the Rothachilds
in finnnoe, as they bad interfered with them in those
of © The Hotbechilds huve, however, ale
ways exhibited an aversion o tnching anything Rus
sian. The oid Fraukfort Eothschiid on bis death-bed
enllod bis obildeen round him and with partieg voice
warved themn equully against Russin nnd Ropublican-
jim. e distrosted both, In Englani and Prossia
be chiefiy pinced his faith. As Baron Lionel ex-
claimed in his maiden specel at the Guitdball of Lou-
don, ** We go for Conseititutissonal gorernment,”

The grent cominercial oisis of 1947 was favora-
ble to the policy of Baron James, Afier the Irviugs,
the Gowers, the Reide, and maoy other merchant
prinecs of London had failed, many West Iudia
planters and Enst ludia merchants, who usea 1 doaw
on their bouses, tranfireed thelr business o the Roths-
childs, However, their relations wito ¢ urte, especially
on the Contitent, were too intimate to be loosened so
soon, and merchant-ike ambition cannot be satisfied
without quaities whieh Jews rarcly possess.  To eon-
trol grest shijpping operations and great merchant
undertakings, great qualities of beart must be bieoded
with gront qualitios of bead, in order to eompromise
and covediate all confli ding intercsta and clashing
individunlit'es, which must be mastered aud pubidaed
to cnmure o great sucoess, But the Asintic natare of
the Jews is too nbsoimie in its Jsanings over to suceeed
whore promising ivtervste acd conciliating indi-
vidualg 18 tobe nevievea, ane it is too intense and con
centrited o take delight in pursuits which require a
oiffincion of quulitis and o wany-sided wateltnness.
Hepee the mac ever prefer to do one thing
which they themselves oan  personally  coutrol
sud do that with all their hoast and sonl and might.
They excel therefore fu money-shanging, which re-
quires, not like the worehaut's business, knowledge of
aud pativnee with many things and persons, but sim-
ply s thorongh kiowledge of ose thing—money itmelf,
In the intep-ity with which they devote themselves to
this one thing they cannot oe surpassod by any othar
racoof men, exvept perhaps Yankees. It was the
money-changing genius of the original Meyer Ruthe-
ehild which Inid the foundation of his wealth, His
conneetion with the Landgrave of Hesse Cossel did
the rest.  This Landgrave was that churming Hessian
who mifde sv mueh money by seliing his troops to Eo-
g'and 1o aid her agniust our armics, and out of that
mouey was  prinvipally  buitt  thet large cap-
jtnl which be cutrusted to the keeping of Ioths-
child  when be fled  bofore Napoloon's  army.
To componsate the Jow for the rish which be had ruo
in necepting this treasureship, he lent the money to
i free of intereet; andhow cleverly Meyer used it the
house of Rothschild tells,  His avilities and honesty in-
deed mnde Meyer the pet Jew of most of the German
Princes, His abinty chiefly cousisted in a singalar
outming of speculntion and art of changing snd re-
changing, by which he graduslly elovatod his house
from what was decined in Europe the low contempti-
ble tride of & money-chauger to the moere exaited sta-
tion of & bavker. The business was however in reality
the same, though the rose may have smelt sweeter
unoer avother name, Besides being doalers in money,
the Hotheobiids booame dealors 1o bills, and by uo-
heard of maguitude of operation they were enabled to
place their band upen the world's pulée aud reguiste
its mobetary beat.

The Ruthsohilds are, however, unquestionably, the
greatest cnrse to Buropean liberty.  They propped 11p
all tho titde despots of Germany, belped on Austria in
her infamons carcer, and the downfall of the House
would be bailed with delight by all the Earopean
prople. The presont Sir Robert Peel but expressed
tho pepular feeling in his savage ssault upon the fam-
Uy, thovgh It was said io the Houso of Commons at
the time 1o have been iestigsted by some usurious
reminiscences  Like mt Jews. they have no feeling
fur sy bing but nioney, jor ey person but their own
kincieo; aud to bave suggested to old Muyer Rotas-
child that in becomiog the pet Jew of the [Hessinn
Prinoe who had made bis money out of American
biood Ye would stein Lis name, would &+t the whole
teibw i lauchter, and make goy the very stoues upon
the Gihetto,

Baron James opered the establishment in Paris in

THE BUFFALO GRAIN MARKET.

Without dispute the City of Buffalo is the groatest
grain market upon the American continent,  Here on
a little crock, & conveulent harbor for Indian canoes,
just wrtere Lake Erie coutracts into the Niagara
River, a trading post was lacated, out of which, in
balf & century, hae growa s beantiful city; for it is a
truth that besides the great wain street and its hon-
dreds of rich stores, Buffalo has some of the most
benutiful etreets of dwellings—Delaware-av. for in-
stunee—of apy city In the country, Toere is inthat
and some other streets, o good, broad wagon way,and
then between the curb rtoce and the flagging therv is
o strip of grass, perhaps fifteea feet wide, and two
1ows of shnde trees, Lo fact shade tress are among
the pro winent fvatores of all the st occupied by
good dwelings.

Buffalo Main-st. corresponds to our Broadway, only
with a much lerger proprtiounce share of all the busi-
nens of metchaneising, banking, publishing and hotel-
kee ping, than Broadway has of that of New York.
This street rune veatly north and south, and ls thickly
sitied some two miles, and contains a vumber of
churches, severnd of them located upon t-iangular plats
made by tho intersection of the avennes. In fact,
Buffulo is a city of trinngles, and it is said that some
of bher businessduen acquire o littie of the same [rm,
the owpers of which it ie diflicuit 10 turn to any nd
vantage to whoever undertakes to get around them,

The lower part of the city i= cut up with conals al-
most as moek a8 Venlee, which unite with the waters
of the creck on o evel with the lake. Tho oreek is
the Lt bor for all the lake vessols as woll as for a float
of enpal boats, and is entirely too narcow [y the great
commerce coutaring bere, wud would be entirely inad-
equate but for the little tug-boats that pull the others
here and there, so as to prevent an inextricabis taogle.

Aloug the vorth bank of the creck are locawed the
warsbovses and connting-rooms of the four and grain
mercl ants, and with one exception the steam eeva
tors, by which all the corn, fwheat, o5, &e., that
cutnes over the lake in bulk s Jifid from th- hold of
the vessel and carried to the highest loft ol the ware-
house, ano thence spouted down to separa’e bioa upon
eliber floor, and thonoe in'o esoal boats, One of tha
Inrpest of these 'ovator warchionses i on the sonts
side of 1he ceoek, with o slip under the ceator long
ervugh to hold and load three canal boats at the anme
time with a slip ovtside for a large vessel This housw
enn take fn 57,000 bushels of groin e day, and deliver
65,000 it ean store 400,000 bushels. There ar elevien
of these elevaturs on the crevk, which are, alrogeter,
capable of lifring 5,000 bushele of corn an hour; there
is storsge room for 1,000,000 hashels,

The chargo for takivg & load of grain out of & ves-
sol shd delivering it in s canal boat ia half & cent &
busbel—one-hnif to the vessel and onehall to the
bont.  If the grain is stored, the charge Is ove-fonrth
cent o bushel for ten days, The gram is accurately
weighed as it is tuken up, and that is the measure hy
which it is bought and sold. And ail this work is
depe by four mep—that is 50,000 bushels of grain are
taken up aud necurately weasured, and delivered to
the boats that take it away, or lodgod o store, in une
day by four men, indepeadent of the shovelers who
throw the corn in the vessel # hold up to the buckets
that carry it up us fast as twenty men can shovel it
furward, The log, ne it is termed, that coutains the
