CITY MORTALITY: ITS CAUSES, AND MEDI-
CAL PRACTITIONERS.
To the Editor of The N. ¥. Tribune,

Sin: My attention bLeing callad to the subject of
City mortality by the aniicle in your paper of the Lith
inst., I am anxious to present a few remarks which, if
carried out, would great'y tend to incresse our knowl-
edge both of diseases snd their predisposing causes,
end might substantially diminish both. The usual
weekly report of the City Tnspector for the week last
past exhibits an incrense of thirteen deaths over those
of the previons week, and a large decrease when com-
pared with that of last year. These reports are evi-
dently made up with the groatest care, and show, 8o
far as practicable, the nctual causes of the deplorable
mortality in this City. They are designed no doabt to
m a full and correct report of ita bealth and ua-

thiness, whether under the balefn) influsnse of
some prevailing epidemic or by the ordinary disoases
peculisr and incident to the season, They set forch
clesrly and in a conde form the names of the
various maladies, but utterly fail in eny synopeis of
the rm!h» ng and immedinte causes, and thas the
public and the profession are unable o devise tha
means by which the evil might be conquernd, The
ohicet for which these weekly publications were At
rected to be made seewa 1o have been overlooked or
entirely neglected, We do not desire to know the
number of the dead, but from the experience of their
coees to find means of precaution and safoty for the
living. No thorough investigation of the prodisposi
onngee and treatment of thess easca hua to our know
edge been yet so much as attempted. The localitics
are not ket forth; their eleavliness or filth, or sewer-
age, not once sn much ax nlluded to. No mention is
1 of the various and eontlieting schools of medi-
ciue under whose medication the patients died, nor
can we tell whether Homeopathy, the water treat
ment, the old acliool mercurial doses, or the
uew school progression practive is responsible for the
wwming deaths.  The medical profeesion, though
wanting in peither talent, zeal or experience, reg
thin evil as incurable, or otberwise look on it with in-
differenco.  They have proposed no eafe, simole
and eflicient tiestment; thongh for Summer com-
plaints, specific therapuetic remedies hinve boen discov-
arcd and nre well known to all who bave studi-d eod
are well versed in the siience of modicine, No now
lape are ax yot devised for the &omsﬁon of publie
walth; the sewers are as Althy market frait as uno-
ripe, the houees as ill ventilated as though we courted
tho yellow fever (uow ragivg in Virginia), or someo
otber plogue and pestilence to come up and visit ns.
I it not difficult to eomprebend Low sush s stolid and
suicidal apatby shonld preveil snong ao intelligent
and  olherwise rational commuuity 1 Is 18 ot
nearly inconccivable that they should weekly sco the
disproportion of * Death's doings” between humani-
ty of varions sges, oud still meglect any precau-
tionary mensures for the preservation of chil-
dren and their youth ! Let this fact be made known,
that the ratio bétween the deaths of infants and sdults
is us four to oue, or in other words, four-fifthe of the
deatbs which ocenrred Inst week were nmoug childron
of tender years, This is vo solitary instance of the
vast number of ebildren who die weckly in this City,
and in the immenso mujority of ivstances we find some
cowmon curablo discaso nesignod as  the cause of
desth. The smount of mortality among our yonth is
wholly unaccountable, under the supposition of cor
rect or unerring pathology ; the malignity of the dis-
catep nssigued 18 by no means equal to tie mortality
superinduced.

Ave there no means nscertnined snd elearly
defined Ly which the health of ous children in this City
can be ameliorared if not securcd ! An inquiry into
il course of medication purued in cvery instanco
mig bt probubly develope n safficiont cause for this in-
i om{\ mortality.  We might find that some had
poassed awoy without the carc of nume or physician,
s st othere, in addition o the polgnancy of their
comJaints, b to contend with the nostroms sduin
jetered by sowe pretentions quack, unabie to forme
corteot oF cven proximate disgoosis of the disorder bo
wvudertook to heal,

In bebalf of the interests of the public, in the name
of charity, sud in justice to the regular livsicians,
may wo not ask that the Tospeetor Turvish us each
we ek with staristios as to the medication or pon-treat-
ment of sll cases resultivg in death I Moreover, as
there are various schools of regular pincitionors, let
htn name the school to which the attendant praoti-
tioper belonged. Lot o thooough investigation he
mude into these facts, and the falure of certsin sys-
tems of medieation, aod the incerease of mortality,
will no more be sunecountabile er nnacoounted for,

We would sty gest that in these bills of mortality the
faots of each cose should be set forth under someihing
like the following headings, so that we might know
what localitics s well ne ceculents aud profesduy
wecionl wen to avoid:
