—1t in not often that we can heartily agree with
the Liquor-wen, but the latter balf of the above
quotation is uot merely true, but pertisent. It is
tiuth not st all overstated. Let us illo trate it in
itsapplication to the Liquor Traffie:

We will suppose that Ten Millions of Dollars is
the amount of eapital direetly smployed in the
Liquor Traflie of our City—an estimata con-
siderably within the mark. The enforeement of
the Prohibitory 1aw would destroy outright the
valoe of One Million of this, and ropstrain the
diversion of most of the residue into other em-
ployments, wherein it could haroly be used 5o ad-
vantageously to its owners as it now is. We will
assume that bere would he a dead loss of another
Million. But even this by no meana measuras
the pecuniary loas involved in Probibition. Ax
the above extract foreibly urges, ** The branch of
“industry primarily affected, in not the only one

“that suffers. There is a0 intimate a connection” |

&e., “that one csnnot be afected without sub-
* jecting ' others * to ruinous consequences.” Fer
instance :

L The Gamiding irterest of our eity is very ex
tensive and fuportant, and st thistime remarkably
flourisbing. Not lesa than two thousand parsons
get their living by it, snd ey generally fake eare
to live sumptoonsly if not well. They dress gor
geously, dine on venison, turtle and partridies, and
drink sorething ss like Cbsmpogoe and Burguudy
as can be found in this vountry. They probably
make sn aggregate of four or five millivos per
snnum, and spend it freely snd widels, giviog ens.
tom and profit to hotel.keepers tailors, battere,
boot-blacks, wash wowen, &c. Ir the Prohibie
ory Law ¢bould be thorongh!y enforced, this large
aud flourisbing branch of industry would be al nost
entirely destroged, and its chevaliers obliged to
plow and diz, or resort to some such vulgsr avoca-
tious for a living. We don't believe dupes enough
could be roped in to keep filty gamblers from the
Poor-house in all this grest eity if there were no
liguor wherewith to fire their passions drowa
their recson, sgd drive them like sheep to the
butcher. What fesrful deraogement 3nd loss
would thus be produesd by Prohibition!
