—upabie to rise above the grossest oonception’
of materialism—bis in*ellect and affections, with-
out the mellowing influences of ealture, still in
the sphere of natural instincts,—his animal pro-
penvities, stimulate 4 to ferocions excess, with the
genial, gracions and luxurisat attributes of rip-
ened manhood unknown—the Tndian presents few
charms to the imagination, and ncless disgniced by
the eoloring of artistic invention, as be diaguises
bis person by paint aad feathers, can rarely be |
wade an attractive theme for poetry. Mr. |
Longfellow's success in copquering the intrinsic
difficulties of his subject has been grester than
we could bave predicted even from hia abundant
resources. He has been faithful to the Indian
character, and bas wisely made no attempt to
clothe the beroes of the forest with the qualities
that belopg to artificial society. The accessories
of the parrative are in sdmirable harmoay with
the subject. We are brought into intimate rela-
tions with every bird of the forest—overy animal
whose baunts are frequented by the Indians, the
seund of lapsing waters is in our ear, and the whole
scene is fragrant with the odors of aromatic woods.
The simple joye and sorrows of savage life are
represented in 8 series of exquisite pictutes, and
every gleam of tendernese and pathos that can pen-
etrate a savage bresst is reproduced in fouching
besuty. Even the aboriginal superstitions, which
are more puerile and absurd among ths natives of
the American wilderness than the popular legends
of other nations, are glorified by the genius of the
poet, until we almost lose sight of their groteaque
fantastic character, and are ready to give them a
place, to which they are not entitled, by the side
of the religious fables of elassical antiquity.

The vewsification of Hiawstha is soft and flow-
ing, for the most part, snd often singularly melo-

tion to this remark, in which the simplicity of dic-
tion is pushed to so great an extreme, that without
the typographical aid of capital letters, no one
would suspect them of being poetry. Foriastance:
