3KGRO AM) IRISH IMMIGRATION.

The Fugitive Slave Aet of l^.'O does not seem

to answtr all the expectations entertained of it by
Mr. Mason ar.d the people of Virginia. The very
first business undertaken by the Virginia Legisla¬
ture, now in session after an interval of two years,
appears to have been to appoint a committee to
devise ways and means of stopping the drain which
the underground railroad is producmg upou the
laboring population of that State. Violence, ter¬
ror and threats of death are the weak expedients
of tyranny : and tbe Committee, copying after one

of the acts of the late sham Legislature of Kan¬
sas, has introduced a bill punching with death all
w ho aid and abet in the escape of slaves.
We doubt very much, however, whether any

sjsttm of legislation or police will be effectual to

put a stop to that coarse of emigration which gives
so much BDnojaucc to the Virginia slave-traders.
Of the slaves raistd to be sold South, a great many
will rnc away North, and nothing in the world, we

imagine, can prevent it It is a great mistake oo

the part of our brethren cf Virginia to ascribe
this emigrating spirit, at they seem to do, to the
i nficemont and stimulation of Abolition emissaries.
That which has given of late so active an impulse
to tbe emigrating spirit is not covert suggestion*
nor individual incitements. Even if traveling Abo-
lition emissaries were as thick as the excited im"

agination of Virginia fancies them to be, smh
underhand suggestions and iueif'tnents must be
confined in their operation to a very few persons-
fhe eu.igratiou nurthwa-d now going on from

Virginia, springs from exactly the same causes

with tie emigration fr.ru Ireland to America;
and as tbat has so the Virginia emigrati in
will be like It to go on with increathg energy,
till a few years hence it may reach a piint quite
bejocd ant thing ntw complained of; nor indeel
do we imagine that any laws or other contrivances
can check it till the fire bigins to die out for want
of material.
