Tue Tows oF Howano,.—Howard is a town in
Wisconsin, situated at the outlet of the Fox River
into Green Bay, opposite the City of Green Bay.
Ahount six years ago, as we lenrn from a corcespondent
there, it was lnid out into town lots—a fow buildings
were erected during the following season, and a lim-
ited business was wd in werchandise and lum-
ber. The **Howard Foundery ' was erected and
went into operstion four years agn, and = at present
doivg quite an extensive business in coeting sud foish-
ing priveipally mill irons and steam-engines, of which
it turna out a very foir quality of work. The demand
for ite work is becoming so great that the proprictors
jntend to enlarge the works in & short time. The
“ Fox and Wisconsin Improvement Company * have
fixed upon thin side of the river for their depot for
storieg, forwarding and transhipmeat of goods from
the lake for the Fox River trade. The Company
have erected an extensive dock and warchouse at this
place, and they are making preparations to build more
extensively before long. There is aléo a ship-yard in
which & number of ship carpenters are employed in
building buats for the Fox River trade, which is in-
creasing #o rapidly that a large number of bonts will
sgon be reqnired, The upper Fox River conpiry is
already sending & great deal of produce to find an
Fastern warket through this new and importaut chao-
el of trade, A large quantity of wheat and four is
in store here this Winter, which, had the facilities of
trunsportation been greater, would have been shipped
last Fall.
