THIRD DAY=MUNDAY.

The Convention adjourned on Saturday, with s tri-
nmph of the purpose to stop platform-waking, and go
iuto nomizations st once, Had the resolution been
adopted to proceed immediately to that work, candi-
dates would probably have been selected that night.
But the Sunday cavcusing bas developed another
change. The South arc not satisficd to go on in the
present condition of things, and are here in full force,
bolters and all, to make & fresh effort in behalf of theiy
pet Twelfth Section. The North is more than equally
determined not to stand o nomination on the present
platform, and have prepared their ultimatum, which
being rejected, they will secode,  Everything is at
ea again, and the nniversal expectation is of & bigger

The Couvention opened at 10 o'clock, no persons
being admitted to the Lall save delegates and report:
ers. The question pending at the Saturday adjourn-
ment wag on the new platform of Mr. Small of Penn.
sylvania, The prayer was a fervent supplication for
the salvation of the Union by this Couvention. If the
one depends on the other, the Republic has a fearfu
fate before it.

The Northern members all re-
mained during it, and those who didn’t intend to stand
by the Convention voted No. This was really more
the test vote between those Northern members who
bave determined to stand or fall by their resolation, as
above defeated, than wus the vote upon that. A
number of Northern doughfaces voted Yes upon the

My, AusoLn of Massnchusetts voted Aye on the mo-

Mr. Barowis of Connecticut stated that upon this
proposition, in which the feelings of every Northern
winh were geeply interested, he conlil give but one
expression,  Weconld not, iu any manner, uor by any
act, sanction the repen! of the Missouri Compromise,
The gentlemen of the South do not themselves nffirm
it, sod we cannot submit to it without surrenderin
ull vur principles,  The course pursued by the Sout
and ther allies from the North will necessarily drive
the Awerican purty of the North to a union with the
Republicans, It §a the inevitable result, and on the
gevtlemen of the South will rest the respousibility of
the defeat of the Amerivaa party.

Mr, Koprssox of Massachusctts was instructed to

This dis-

covery has ot last been made by the more iutelli-

gent of the slaveholders, and after a®l the hue and

cry raised at the Sonth against Nortbern Emigrang

Aid Societies, great efforts are now making thero

to organize Southern Emigrant Aid Socictics om

what in supposed to be the same model.

Of course we do not cowplain of this, Border-
Ruffian iuvaders we detest and execrate; but such
hona fide settlers ns choose to remove {rom the
South to Ksnsas, whether going on the strongth of
their own means, or paid, hired and filted-out by
their wealthier neighbors, we have not the Jeast
objection to. There is, howerver, & striking. dif-
ference in the method of operation proposed st
the South and that adopted at the North—a dif-
ference made necessary no doubt by the differens
state of sovicty and materials to sperate upon i
the two sections, but which we apprehond wilt
place our Southern competitors in the emigrabion
business at a decided disadvantage, A
clamwor has been raised at the Bouth against our
sid societies, as il they were institutions to send
out paupers and vagabonds to Kansas, We doubt
if this was & pure calumuy; it was probably sug-
gested to our Bouthern friends by the state of
society nmong themselves; and these Southern aid
societics, we see, are all formed upon the principle
of paying the expenses of the emigrants whom It is
proposed to send out. The fact is the South doos
not afford, as the North does, a body of men able
snd willing to emigrate on their own acoount, and
who only veed the assistance of the aid soaioties te
furvish them information, to secure them tha
cheapest and shortes' pussage, sod to establish
waw-ills and other things of that sort essentinl to
the comfort of the new settlers, The slaveholders
who have means of theirown do not choose to
ventnre on this forlorn hope.  As to the non-slave-
holders, in the first place, they have no iuterest to
undertake this enterprise for the cxtension of
Slavery, and, in the second place, they have no
meuns to undertake it. Thus woeney becomes a
double necessity to these Bouthern aid societise—
in the first place to hire the settlers to go, and in
the second place to poy the expenses of their trans-
portation.

Now, great, magnanimous and free as the hearta
of our Southern brethren are, there is apt to bo

errible vacuity in their pockets. They are as bad-
Iy off as the poet Catullus. Look into their purses,
and nine times out of ten you will find nothing there
but eobwebs—or, more likely, perhaps, protested
drafts and unpaid bills. They will declaim to you
by the hour about Bouthern munificence and gener-
osity; but ssk them for a subseription even for the
darling purpose of the extension of Slavery, and
you may expect to see them eoolly turn their backs
upon vou=—perhaps denounce you asan impertinent
fellow, with wo regard to the finer sensibilitics.
Such seems to have been the experience, at leaat
so far as collecting money is concerned, of the
patriotic gentlemen who, in Georgia, Alabama and
other Bouthern States, bhave attempted to ralse
funds for Kansus emigration. In despair of obtain-
ing money by private subscription, they induced a
Mr. Crook of Chatooga to introduce into the Leg-
islature of Georgia a bill for appropriating $50,000
for this purpose, to be ralsed by a special tax on
slaves—nn appropristion which it was hoped would
be imitated in all the other slavehelding States.
Mr, Crook—poor simple soul—really seems to
hnve belicved that the slaveholders would jump at
the exclusive privilege offered them, by menns of the
specinl tnx proposed, to contribute their money *'to
extend the area.” He also wished by this provision
to shut up the months of the non-Slaveholders,
pretty pumerous in his part of the country, who
might complain at being toxed for an object in
which they bad no interest.  But the House, to be-
gin with, and without eeremony, struck this exclu-
sive tax on alaves out of the bill.

In the course of the debate some curious facts
came out. It was stated on the suthority of s
gentlemsn from Kansos who had lately leetured in
the Hepresentatives Hall, that out of eighty-nins
men who were * transported” from Teunessee to
Kansns—st the expense we suppose of their slave-
holding neighbora—eighty ** proved false” sad voted
agninst the South; that is, we suppose, against
Slavery; and further, that of nine men from the
County of Groton, in the State of Georgis, eight
v proved false.” Rather s bad investment, that, of
slavebolders’ money, snd not very encouraging to
