Li= women were possible women; os we read we re-
eallod the Cordeling nud Mirnmdas and Ophelins that we
koew, and we loved and reverenced them more for
that splendor of portraiture,  Shelley told all when be
paid in Jullan and Maddalo:
She was oue of Shakerpeare's wotnen.

After Shukeapeare, men complimented women in
panorous bombast, and made laws by which they were
trented ns serfs, Men and wowen sgreed in theu
wovels in describing all the women either as fools or
Nell G nes, In fact, whore in the whole rsnge of
En iilbv:{:]lium did we find o really noble portrait of &
'5, noble woman? We quarreled with Thackerny's
women, ns if every other unovelit had ' supplied the
most admirnble specimens. But Fielding's Amelia,
Bis chief heroine, was otly u little, simple, constant,
tender uni teary womau—the grandmother of Thack-
eray's Amelia. ~ Rishardsou's Pameln was s Cockne
Diana, but she wase wot u fine woman, No man coul
periously respect o woman who, like her, firally mar-
ried & mwan who had insulted ber in every grossost way,
Aminble and well: bebaved women there wore, of course,
i sbundunce. Miss Buruey s Evelina was formually

f—nrcording to the Queen Charlotte standarl. And
going through the bovks of Mis. Bray, Miss Forrier,
Miss June Austen and Miss Edgeworth, the render folt
Bke a girl sitting with her governess.” The sovioty wis
seffoontingly well-bred, The books were not roprosent-
stive books, And nothing showed the differcnce be-
fween Scott and Shakespeare so profoundly as their
womparative opulence in the creation of women,
Feott's women were often nncertain and unlike; few
were positively excellent snd immortal. But vach im-
sgination of o woman rose in the firmament of Shake-
are's mind, pure aud sepurate and perfect as each
;:mt in the r.kr. There was u sad fact in this lack
of resl women in literature,  Women could be painted
ard could paint themselves as pretty puppets only
when they were genernlly considered to be so and had
acoe pted thnt general estimate.  The utmost moral of
the femnle novel before our own day was s kind of
eonfirmation of the Chinese theory. Tue English fe-
qunle wiilers of the last ocotury had s cuperficial
polemuity hot no real earnestness, as if they hud been
tossed upon the great waves of passionnte experience,
And why shonld we men, Chinamen that we were,
complain of this inferiority of everything feiinine in
fitersture T 'Who had tofd women to mund their tea-
wups und take their faith from us.  The Soltans were
our fathers. We either eomplimented them or insult-
«d them by mlcllwndm talkm:i ont of the Primer.
Why vould not Oliver ( mi mplest and sweet-
wet of wen, have painted us the Jessamy Bride, whom
be knew and loved, instend of Sophis and Olivia
FPrimrose? Yet S:ngun oond Olivis, und the whole
Primrose fumily, had & better chance for costentment,
ae soviety wos arranged, than any other kind of wo-
sno. We bad lived to little purpose if we Lnd not
Tewrued that every womsa of strong character,
goat  intelligence, fine and  fastidions taste, a
aature demanding  unusnal  scope, snd o beart
eapable of all that made the love of woman the theme
of poetry and the substance of history, felt the want of
s carver, We nll know such. He had known them
in quiet oountry places, cornered Ly cirocumnstances that

ed upon them like hungry hycoas until they ate

ir own hearts out and dicd. He had koown them

in the hrlliant bustle of cities, frantically gay, fiercely
bright; but it wus a live conl in & vase that consumed
while it lighted. They tried to find this career in &
bundred ways, Most wonen married, and did the
best they could in that way. We suddenly beard
that Venus had marricd Vuolean, sod we were
all aghast, That E:Imdid gitl! That gross man!
“Every woman, then, has her price," we said
bitterly,  Perhupa s0; but  the {uung Mears
whom Venuws loved, with whom Heaven was
canly possible, who marched trinmphant through her
e with waving basaers and pealing trumpets, had
marched away—away to some Lris with rainbow eyes,
away with thst young beart snd the bloom of that
young life, The story was older than Ariadne and
ua, and newer than the last novel.  He did not
wonder that Venns married Vuloan, hut he wept at
the wedding,  Other women took to literature, and
ealled upou the world to stand and deliver ita aym-
mh.r. od reduced gentlemen in the old time took to
road and demanded your money.  Many pinod in
utter apathy, caring for nothing, asking for nothing,
hoping for vothing—quictly despairing.  Every man
found some of these classcs within i'u own experi-
ence, It was impossible not to see this great
sadness, this tragedy of the femnle heart;  but

it did pot get mto literature untidl Iately. Did
they ewppose it was only benevolence that
sent Florenoe Night to the Crimea? Fiorence
