That an artit may
becrme  as maddened a8 this  old  German
with o pamsion for bis art, is possible, but it is not
niversal enough to appenl to the heart of the mul-
titude, nod becomes a little wearying ot times, when
Hertmen bolds forth in fiddle dissertations, and ex-
ponds o mers apecdote of distress and relicl--some-
what lke that of James Triplet, in “ Masks aod
Favew —into a very lepgthened drama. There can-
ot be much sympathy with a plot which turss on an
old fddle ws the center of puthos, Whatever fanlta
thiere may be in the ethical portion of the piece are
more than relieved by the comie personsges. The
muid of all work and the shoe-black, who has onoa

Those who cannot fecl for o fiddle,
can ester into the hearty benevolonce with whick
these two persousges, poor and wesk aa they are,
contemplate  distress  and  give with a joyews
baud and delicate generosity their little means
to relieve it. They ere o pair of * Vick-
ens portraits, full of mirthfulness and kindnew.
