SQUIER AND THE FILLIBUATERS,

In anotber part of to-day's paper will be found a
letter from Mr. E. G. BQUIER, author of *‘ Notes
«i on Central America.”” Thia letter bitterly com-
plaine of, and makes an attempt to refute, the
comments which we thought it our duty to make
some weeks since, upon certain doctrines set
forth in Mr. Squier's book, the propagation
and carrying out of which appear to have been a
leading object of its publication. When Mr.
Squier comes to see his face in the faithful mirror
which we hold up to him, he starts back
in a8 much horror and  affright aa
the upkardened are apt to show 8t the
firet realization of what they are coming to. He
veciferously denies the truth of the likeness; but
that is & point which we shall willingly refer to
the decision of every judicions and unprejudiced
reader who will take the trouble to examine with
caro the extraot from Mr. Squier's book of which
be bas aeked the publication, and which we have
appended to his letter.

Mr. Bquier is pleased to refer to * certain egregi-
ous blunders” into which, as he alleges, THE TRIB]
UNE hasfallen in the statement of facts prefixed to its

expoeure of his philosophy of fillibusterism. But he

does not condescend to inform us what those blun-

ders are, and indeed expressly declares that he

does not consider himself called upon to ret us

right. Now, considering that the said blunders, if
such there are, relate to Central America, a coun-

try very liftle known, and as to which Mr. Squier

has enjoyed peculisr facilities of information; con-

sidering, too, the great pains we have taken to set

Mr. Bquier right on the speculative pointa at issue

between us—it does appear to us that if we have
fallen into any serions errors of fact, it was Mr.

Squier’s duty to us and the public to have pointed
them out. In considerstion, however, of the many
s blunders" of his own, both in fact and epeculation,

which &till need to be “set right,'" he is perhaps
excusable for not spending much of his strength
upon others.

Mr. Bquier complains that we charge him with

justifying plunder on philosophical prineiples;

with proposing to refuforcethe white blood of Cen-
tral America with a liberul infusion of North
American fillibusters, and o to redstablish the
aristocracy of caste, overthrown by the revolution
which separated Central America from Spain; and
flaslly with bating and maligning the mixed
races of that country; whereas, according to his
own account, he has merely urged upon the people
of Central Amerlea to encourage emigration, and to
adopt an intelligent system of colonization as the
only meaus, in his judgment, ** of correcting many
tof the evils which prevail smong them, and of
“ averting those more violent means which among
“men, o# in the material world, ofien anticipate
“ the slower operation of natural laws—that is to
“ say, foreign invasion, or what THE TRIBUNE
“would call * fillibusterism.’ "

Now, suppose that a gentleman of here-
ditary property, walking up Broadway at
wmiduight, on arriving at his house meets on
the doorstep a well-dressed, gentlemanly in-
dividual with his bands in his pockets—in
fact & fellow who has serious thoughts of emigrat-
ing to Nicaragua—and suppose this fellow tells
him, in the blandest and genotlest terms in the
world, that he is making a very absurd and ridieu-
lous use of the worldly goods inherited from his
father; that be, the speaker, is a man of ten times
greater natural capacity aud energy, aud that to
save further trouble and the use of disagreeable
force, the beat thing the Broadway gentlemsan can
do is to invite him in, give him s bed and a sup-
per, and the next day resign to him the general
superintendency of his affairs; and suppose that by
way of enforcing the argument the speaker
discloses in one pocket a revolver and in the
other a bowie-knife. And suppose, further,
that the Broasdway gentleman not fully sppreci-
ating the kind intentions of his friend the filli-
buster, complains the next day to the Police Court,
and all these things come out in evidence—does
Mr. Squier suppose that even with all his ingenuity
of argument he could save his brother fillibuster
from going to the Tombs * And is his course to-
ward Central Ameriea, according to his own ae-
ecunt of it, in the slightest degree different in prin-
ciple !

With a strange infatuation, or a singular blind-
ness, in the very letter in which Mr. Squier under-
undertakes to charge us with misrepresenting his
positiops, he goes on (88 if to clinch the nail we
bad driven) to re-occupy the very positions we had
charged upon him, pamely: thst the mixed race.
and in fact the entire existing population of Cea-
tral America, are witbout the capacity to take care
of themselves, and that they and their country must
be taken care of by guardians from North America
in the shape either of immigrants or fillibusters.
It strikesus as a very odd way of exhibiting **un-

+ bounded sympathy " for the people of Central
America; as 8 very strange way of defending him-
self against the charge of ** hate" and ** malig-
nity,” to break out oy Mz Squier de¢s in this

very lettor, into a tissus of sbuse and misrop™®
sentation on the subject of the existing socisl
condition of Central Amerioa and Nicaragua in
particular, rapesting in fact that same highly col-
ores! view of the ecoodition of things in Contral
Amencs, upon which was fused o4r original charge
of ** hata" snd * malignity."”

In the extract from hin book, which wo
give at Mr, Bquiar's requeat, is slso & false, and,
ag it seems to us, malicious attack upon the
emancipatad popslation of Jamaiea. We have
means of knowing the condition of things in
Jamaies, independently of Mr. Squisr. If be
he is a3 reckless—as his lottor which we publish
to-day seema to show that be sometimes is—in
talking about Nicaragus as about Jamsiea then
his facts, he must allow ua to asy, are just
as worthless s bis dogmss and his resscnings.
Central Americs, in pasaing through a social eri-
nia, such asall the States of Europa paased through
two or threa hundred years ago, has suffored
from civil wars; but wa aes no reason to doubt
that, if the fillibusters will only lek ber alome, in
due time she will coms out of this crisis by the
operation of natural causes, as the Btates of Eu-
rope did, and like them start forward on a career of
improvement, satisfactory to the rest of the world
if not to Mr. Squier and bis brother fillibuatars,

ORDER FROM CHAOSM,

Boins days aince, Judge Roosevelt throw out 4
suggeation public!y from tho bench, that by way of
relieving himself and Judge Clerke from the pre-
dicament in whick they were placed, the beat thing
Mr. Pesbody could do waa to withdraw from the
bench. Judgs Roosevalt suggeated that, although
bimaelf and his colleague could not with auy pro-
priety set aside their own protegé in favor of Judge
Davies, yet Mr. Pesbody, having voluntarily ab-
dicated and given up his position of Judge for
that of auitor, the two Judges, Roosavelt and
Clerke, might then recogrize the persistent Mr
Daties ss Judge, if not de jure at lonst de facts,

This may seem to the unprofeasional reader like
a very thin plaster indeed for the judicial conaiat-
ency of the two Judgea; but if they are sati:fied to
necept it as such, thers certainly seoms to ba no
strong reason why the public abould uot ba satis-
fied also. It will be seen from the latter of Mr.
Peabody, published in snother column, that this
project has been carried into effoct. Judge Clarke,
wa understard, formslly announcad from the bench,
yesterday, that the judicial character of Judge
Davies would theneeforth be recognized by himself
and Judge Roosevelt.

Thus ot last Mr. Peabody has been compalled to
assume the poaition of claimant, into which it had
been attempted, very unadvisedly, ns we thought
and said, to foree Mr. Davics. From the moment
that Mr. Davies declined to recognize the ox parte
adjudication of Judges Roosevelt and Clerke na
sufficient to set naide an express judgment of the
Court of Appeals, and, in defiance of that adjudi-
eation, took his seat on the beneh from which the
two other judges, even with Mr. Peabody's help,
did not dare to remove him, it was perfoctiy appa-
rent that Judge Davies was the prevailiug party;
and we must consider it as no great evidenee of
the sagacity of the three other gentlomen that thoy
had not found it out before.  Yet, bettor [ate than
never.

Soma strong intimations are thrown out in Mr
Peabody's letter, that the Attorney-Geoeral,
tbrough whom he is obliged to prosecute his
olaim to the seat, is disposed to put some tachnioal
obetacles in the way of the prosecution of tho suit,
or indeed of ita commencement at all.  This, we
hope, may not be the case; but if it should ba so,
Mr. Penbody will stand on much weaker ground
than he would bave done had he not set the exam-
ple of seeking, by rather questionable meana. to
guina technical sdvantage—the weather-guge, as it
were, of this political contest—by foreing Judge
Davies to sasume, instead of himself, the position of
claimant of the seat.
At all events our formar suggestion to the
L gislature is just as applieable as ever. Let some
speedy method be provided of settling these con-
tested claims to seats on the bench, which, under
our new system of elective Judges. and with the
refining, not to say quibblisg, spirit which atill re-
tains its influence over the bench, seem likely to be
of quite froquant vccurrence.

A DISTINCTION AND A DIFFERENCE,

Baruum having so often humbugged the public with
hia Joyee Heths, his wooly horses, his mermaids
and other similar shows, it is not surprising that
somwe persons should be inelined to regard his pros-
ent exhibition of himself, in the charscter of a
poor debtor, getting s living by keeping hoarders,
and with ouly twenty-five dollars more or less in
his pocket, aa partaking somewhat of the same
churscter. Nor considering the euvy which suc-
cess always excites, are we at all surprised at the
intimations frequently thrown out that, us Baraum
gut his money by imposing upon othera o there
was o high degree of poetical justice in bis losing
it by being imposed upon himself.

It is certain that Barnum's examination, as re-
ported in Toe TRIBUNE and other journals, taken
in conncction with his recent book of Memoirs, is a
very instructive document. I & new edition of
those Memoirs should ever be callad for, that
examination ought to be subjoined by way of
sppendix, Nevertheless, though perhaps open to
some criticisms, Barnum's examination can hardly
be classed with the exhibitions above alluded to.
That his fortune, lately estimated by bimseli at
balf a million or more, has auddenly vanished like
fairy gold st the crossing of a stroam, cluding s
well his own grasp as that of the craditors of the
Jerome Clock Company, there can. we thick, be
little doubt. Noris it either fair or just to con-

found the gross frauds practiced upon him, sssum-
ing his own etatements to be true, with the delusions
by the practice of which upon the public Barnum
laid the foundation of his lately vanished fortune

Iu lsw and in morals there is 3 great distinetion
wade, and justly so, between white and black lins,
Boruum made his fortune by gratifying the sendi-
ment of wonder—one of the most powerful appe-
tites ofhuman nature, and one by which & vast num-
ber of people profit besids the exhibitors of wooly
horses. Of the thousands of persons in this com-
muzity who make & Livelthood by habitual and pro-
fessional practices upon that sentiment thero are
few, perbaps, whose operations are not more open
to censure than were Barnum's. The fees which
be extracted, however considorable in the aggre-
gate, were, as to the individual contributors ex
ceedingly moderate; nad the physical, moral or in-
telloctual consequences to the parties who paid
e T e e o

esults of many other impoaitions habiwually
practiced in this city as a means of lirelihood. In
fact it might be justly said that evary person who
visitod Baraum’s exhibitions got bis money's worth

Of boing shestod sa to cheat.”
If thia is 80, Barnum may justly be eonsidefed A%
baviog diffus>d an amount of inneccat and harmless
pleasure, for which be was well entitled to be hand-
somely paid, Even the few vigitors of his shows
who detected the humb®g practiced upon the rest,
hal also their money’s worth, in the satisfaction of
contemplating their own superior wisdom.

No doubt it waa a wrong and &8 outrage on pub-
lie senaibilities, after being so well paid for these
compliances with the public passion for being im-
posed vpon, raslly to lift the thin vail that hung
over them, and to seek to levy another fee on the
public by s formal exposura of these delusions.
Nevertheless, it ia also evident that neither of thesa
procedures is for 8 moment to be compared to de-
lusions practiced, not with s view to gratify the
sentiment of wonder for a fair and moderate com-
pensation, but actually to pick 8 man's pocksts, by
indueing him to sasuma ruinous obligations of which
ko had oo idea.

Mr. Douglas cannot believe—
pobody who knows the parties can believe—that
Mesars, Chase and Suxaner deemed it necossary or
important that they should have a week's start of
Mr. D. in any argument of their difference on the
Nebraska bill. But they had prepared an address
divcussing and characterizing one of his earlier ver-
gions of that bill, avd when he reported its final
phase th.oy saked time (which was grantad ) to study
this bofors acting npon it. Wby should this have
arrested the circulation of their Address any more
than that of M Douglas’s Report?

Mr. D. contimsa his personalities with reference
to his colleagne, and soon aroused Mr, CRITTEN-
pEX. Douglas was eommenting on a claim which
his collesgue had made to the character of 8 Demo-
crat—an Anti-Nebraskn Democrat—which ‘‘the
Little Giant” treated with scorn. Tt will be
« pews 20 the people of Illinois,” said he, ‘' that my
v polleague is 8 Demoerat; his claim to be such isa
libel on the Democraey of 1lliuois.” Here Mr
Crittenden interposed his protest, insisting that
such language was incousistent with the dignity of
the Senate and the courtesy which “showuld charne-
terize its discussions, Donglass resumed in the
same spirit, and proceeded to speak of Trumbuli ae
the eleet of the Abolitionists and Know-Nothings,
utterly repndiated by the Illinois Democracy. Mr.
Crittenden again interposed, and by this time his
blood was up. He had gone in to preserve deco-
rum and courtesy, and he seemed just able to re-
strain himeelf from taking ‘‘the Little Giant”
bodily in hand. Mr. C. grows visibly older, yet as
he stosd there erect with flashing eye and brow
flushed with indignant passion, he looked as if fow
men inthe prime of life could master him. Mr.
WELLER (I believe it waa) interposed; I think
Mr. CLAYTON threw some oil on the troubled wa-
ters; Mr. Crittenden desisted, and Mr. Douglas
concluded in s much less offensive strain. He
talked of the Abolitionists mobbing him because he
was faithful to the Constitution, and how he had
been obliged to look down the throats of their pis-
tols while defending the right of Free Speech, &e.

Mr. Trumbull replied with energy and effect.
He bad been charged with coming here as the
¢lect of Know-Nothings and Abolitionists. He
was not a Know-Nothing, never had been, and did
not know that be bad been voted for by Know-
Nothings. If Lo had been, he was obliged to them
for their support. As to Abolitionists, there were
very few such in his part of the State—they more
abounded near tho home of his colleage; but if it
were meant that all opponents of the Nebraaka bill
are Abolitionists, then it was not true that all the
Abolitionists in the Legialature supported him; for
several voted to instruct his colleagne in opposition
to the Nebraska bill, yet voted against him (T.)as
Senator. His colleague had spoken of s proffer
made by bim (D.) some time since, that they
should both resign, and thus appeal to the People.
Now, the Governor of Illinois is Joel A. Mattison,
a friend of Douglas and the Nebraska bill, and he
has the power of filling vacancies in the Benate.
Should they mutually resign, the Governor would
of course reappoint his colleague and put one of
his disciples in his (Trumbull's) place. He did not
care to come into such an arrangement.

When Douglas rejoined to this, he offered to
unite in a resignation, to take effect on the meeting
of the next Illinois Legislature. Now if Trumbull
were an sspirant to the Presidency, subjeot to the
choice of the Republican National Convention soon
to aesemble, there would be some show of fairness
in this offer; as It ls, there I8 none. Mr. Trom-
bull's term has just begun; Douglas’s is at least
two years nearer its end. Should he attain the
Presidential nomivation, whether elected or not,
ke will hardly wish to remain in the Senate. But
Mr. Trumbull aspires only to serve his constituents
faithfully, and he will do it.

MONDAY IN THE HOUSE—KANSAS,
Edirorial Correspondence of The N, Y, Tribune.

The whole House and its erowded galleries real-
ized that Mr. GALLOWAY madea strong and telling
speech on the Kansas Question to-day. It was the
firat specch, so for ua I have observed, that blanched
Whitfield's face with the consciousness that his
Copgressionsl hours sre numbered. Yet it owed
very little to manner, except 80 far as earnestaces
is eoneerned; for Mr. G. spoke, and more espe-
einlly read, much too rapidly, masaged his voice
badly, and poured out bis words, ous upon ano-
ther, soindistinetly that wholesentences were lost to
the mujority of his bearers.
