MORE OF THE SEMISOLE WAR.

The Tampa T< nm»vlar of the -th in*t. has a long
recount of farther Indian depredations in South Flor-
rida, from which we moke the following extracts:
An express came through to thi* place from Fort

Hamer, a post about 22 miles east of Sara'ota Hay,
on the Manatee River 12 miles from the lower settle¬
ment, and three miles from the upper or Addison'*
a«ttlcmeiit, onTucadav. with the alarming intelligence
that the he use of the Hon. H.iraliti Snell wae attacked,
during his aimer re, by a party of twelve indians; the
house was burnt, an old gentleman, Owen Cunning-
hum, murdered, and that the whole settlement was in
the utmost consternation.
When Mr. Snell alarmed the settlement the greatest

excitement ensued. Messengers were sent to the d f-
brent plantations, to call in the hands, and all the wo
mtn ai d children at the lower settlement, with a few
eiceptions, were taken on board the Ann Elizabeth, a
little schooner lying in the river at the time.
Some six or eight families, who have oontetnplnted

abandoning their homes ever since hostilities com¬

mented, departed immediately on the L'nited States
Mail steami r ttlorida.
When onr informant left, same evening, after hav¬

ing assisted in getting the defenseless part of the com¬

munity out of harm's reach, two or three houses in the
neighborhood of Snell's were discovered to be on fire.
Fears were entertain'd for the safety ef several citi-
yens who were out cow-hunting, as well as for Joseph
Woodruff, whose hows was then burning.
A messenger was also sent to Fort Hamr-r, at which

poM a small detachment of Capt. Hooker's co npany
was stationed, but they were unable to afford the citl-
zens any protection, and dispatched a messenger to
this place, to inform Col. Monroe ef the attack, and
of tne imminent danger of the whole community.
\\ hereupon, Capt. Hooker's company was ordered to

jiroeeed to thai place, and, ere this, we presume has
reached its destination and commenced scouting duty.
A quantity of provisions to supply the company

started to Fort Hamer last Thursday, ace-otnptmed by
n guard of twelve men from Capt, Turner's company.
A number of our citizen* also went down to the rivi-r
with a view of affording all the protection in their
power.
At the- upper settlement we are advised, Mr. Add!*

?on had a good fort, and Foil Hamer being but three
miles distant, the settlers tire more at ease.

The citizens have held a public meeting Badpajeed
resolutions concerning the Governor of the St».te, and
the (ienera!

tive measures for the jiroteetton of the frontier. We
again extract from The Penentular .-

We again ask: lathe idea still harbored that the
forces now engaged will effectuate the removal of the
Indians, which ia the ostensible purpose of the Gov¬
ernment 1 If ao, it will prove an illusion which will in
the end be more expansive, cause the sacrifice of more
property by «>ur exposed settlers, and the spilling of
more blood, than has yet been conceived. Had not Sec¬
retary Davis expressed his determination to rid Flori¬
da ot this curse, the people would never have antici¬
pated Hitch determination; every measure thus far
seems to indicate a preparation for a ten years'cam¬
paign. While the Indians are committing their dep.
jedations with an audacity unsurpassed, our meager
forces are »ngaged in guarding p«*ts and sending out
small detachments of mounted men mi scouting ser¬

vice, in an oj^-n portion of the Indian letliloty where
Indiana can never be seen, and in protecting the bun-
tier! What have the-y ne-compli-ihed ? Are the Indians
to be removed by this force ? The idea is as absurd
as it is foolhardy.

This Attack is'but anather evidence of the contempt
with which Row-Legs looks upon the action of both
State and Federal Governme nts. He sees DO indica¬
tion eif a force being sent against him that can capture
a single Indian, and, no doubt, is exulting liothe sname
of oer Government! as he re-counts the number of his
victims, at the fact that his little band has come out of

every engagement unscathed. He knows that regular
troops cannot operate ngniust him with success; that
tt I nature of the country he occupies renders cavalry
useless; und, from experience, that be may frolic out
bis lifetime, were it eijuul to Met busala'*, damdog over

the scalps of outraged Floiidiuns. .whose lives the
Government will have saeiitii ed to hat effete policy,
and bequeath to his triln- his native laud, better con¬

ditioned to maintain their position than at any tune
since the- close of the old Florida war. and leave to our

Government the glory of having s|m-tit an laVBSasS
amount of money to no purpose, to be paraphrased in
% trsc. as herefntore:

" Hi, ho, the uioney spent in the Flurida war."

A large
amount of testimony has been eliHt»*d and published
in the newspapers, and the publication ha* not had
nt.y tendency to lessen a general prejudice itocallit
by the mildest term for him ogain.-t Cohen. Several
witnesses testified on the trial that they had been told
in Cohen's presence, by pers< ns in his company, and
apparently in his confidence, that 1310,000 belonging
to Adams A Co. had been '^pooJtad by Cohen in a

certain safe, and to all this the latter made no objection.
C. K. Garrison testified that Cohen, after having ob¬
tained pex».« srion of these funds, bad spoken of starting
a bank in New-York with a capital of §110,0 0. r ot
some months past RTeat exertions have been used to
bom wbnt had become of the ledger and rs>-h book of
Adams A Co. Cohen said he badnever obtained poa
se-seion of them; but the fact that he had not com¬

plained of their absence while acting as assignee, left
gronr.d for a strong presumption that, if they had not
come into bis possession, he was partly to blame for if.
On tbe evening of February 27 a bieg was discovered
floating in the bay, and in that bag were found the
'nlgerand cash-book of Adams A Co., with half a

elozen leaves, containing some of the tnoat importaut
ti an.-act ions, torn from aev 1.

ntaeee the Baetastlva power iu the hands of a
''iTesident of the Federation," elected for four yearn
by t he din ct vote of all male citizens of over eighteen

The Jueicial Administration is vested in the Supreme

Federal Court, to be presided over by three magi*-
tiates, elected ¦ the same manner as the President,
and for the same tettn.
