THE PEACE—sPLECH OF THE LMPEROR.

The Tomes Paris conespondent writes that, whea
the pews of the Wigning of the treaty was announecd to
the Emperor, he expressed bimself to the following
effeet: He thonked the Plenipotentiarics for having
come in person ta him with snch ngreeable tidings,
He observed that the result of their labors during the
Conference was the complete realization of the sprech
delivered by Lord Clarendon in the House of Lords
and thai the pesce which the Allies wern determined
ou concludimg was one which earried with it ne humili-
ation to Russis, and which did not compromise the dig
vity or inde pevdence ofany one. It was, in fuct, wiieh
as n great nation mught p ¢ or accept without deg-
radation; and it, therefure, had all the elements of s
lidity and durability. And, he added, that so favora-
Lie fesult was, in 0 great messare, owing to the con-
cilintory spirit and the modoration which marked the
policy of Ergland, and which was particularly felt in
the cvuree of the present Conforences.

PLOCLAMATION OF THE PEACE.

On Monday, the dlst, the Lord Mayor of London,
sccomparied by the civie officers, appeared i citizen’s
costumsa on the portlco of the Mavswn-Touse, and
read the fullowing letter:

of the Emperur of the French, of the Kiog of Sandiuia,
and of the Sultan, and also of the Emperor of Austrin
nad the King of Prussia, on the cue part, and the Em-
perer of all the Kursiss on the other.

aised ot the interview, After his st
ousfiele was sented upen the edge of his bed,
close ta the fire place, the officer being qaite nea
when he sucdeniy started from bisseat andthrew
fwad foremont upon the grate. The offver inmedintely
rughied npon bim and drageed bim from pis perilous posi
tion, auid, with aesistanoe, his olothes, which wer=on fire
were pu led off, and he thus eseaped from reeciving.

urder his chin, and thia bad igdited, and the o wth
prd lower parte of the face were severely bhu
My, Gitison, the rurgeon of the jail, was at ou o seot
for, aud he found that all that could be done was to
apply cooling lotions ta the face, to relieva the pain,
aud 1hess were continned slmost eonstantly durmg the
remainivg period of 1he wretched man’s existence,

rope,  One of the officers imwedintely rushed upon the
seaflold and pushed the wretchied man's feet from their
Lol : but in au inetant, by a violent effort, be threw
bitnee f to the other sile, and again succecded in getting
both his fret on the edge of the drop,  Caleraft, who
bud left the sealMold, inngining that all wos over, was
called back, and hie seized bold of the wretehod erim-
ingl, and it wes with couiderable dificulty that
Le could force Lim from the scaffold, sud b was
ngain suspended.  The short reliel the wretched man
hid obtained from the pressure of the rope by those
desperate proceedings had probably cusbled Lim to
respire; and, to the setonishment and borror of the
rpectetors, Le a third time euecesded iu placing his
feet upon the platform, and sgain bis hands vainly at-
tempted to reach the fatal rope.  Cieralt and two or
