A large number of delegates to the Convention
to be held to-morrow hud arrived in town yester-
day. A still grester throng swarms aronnd the
hotels to-day. The noon train brought in very
large accensions from the North,

An examination of the ground, during two daye,
satisfies me that Mr. Fremont's nomination is inevi-
table. New-York is content to forego her prefar-
ence for Mr. Beward, and goes almost unanimoualy
for Fremont. Yet Col. Webb as yet declines to
conour. Mr. Thurlow Weed is more complaisant,
and moves with the delegation from his State.

A large portion of the delegates from Pennsylva-
nia azd New-Jersey are in favor of Judge M'Lean,
and press him with a strong belief that he is the
strongest man that can be run in those two States,

Phio is divided, some for Fremont, some for
M'Lean, more for Chase. Mr. Chase's friends,
bhowever, will, under the circumstances, forbear to
press him, and hold & mecting to-day, st which they
will decide not to bring him before the Convention.

Mr. Chase out of the ficld, their next choice ia
Fremont, in preference to M'Lean.  New-England
is for Fremont either actively or in conenrrence
with the general drift. There may be some excep-
tions, but they have not yet turned up.  Awmong the
Indiana ard Illinois men there is & considerable
M'Lean fecing, which has been deepencd by the
reporta from the New-York Know-Nothing Con-
vention. Ohio does not share this feeling, but is

generally very determined in her opposition to
Judge M'Lean, as the worst candidate that ean be
imposed on that predminently Anti-Slavery State.
Iudeed the fact is not to be disgnised that as a gen-
eral thing the outright, progressive movement men
ure in favor of Fremont, while Mr. M'Lean is the
candidate of the slow and more hunkerish part of
the Convention. The general sentiment of all is
concilistory, ond sll personsl preferences are
merged in the general desire to take the best man,
Thst ultimately the action of the Convention will
be unanimous there is thus no reason to doubt.

Very little has yet been said about s Viea-Presi-
dent axd opinion does not puint strongly in sny
purtioular direction, Mr. Banks is named, but
his nomination would remove him from the Speak-
er's chair, which is & contingency to be avoided.
John A King and Moses Grionell have been men-
tioned, but New-York doea not seek to have the
candidate. Itis so with Pennsylvania who has
Judge Pollock and Gov. Johnston to present if
wanted. My own impression is that the nsme of
£he candidate has not yet been mentioned.

gratifyis g bis Lucifer-like ambition, diseovering that
the Lottery busingss, even as thes carried oo in New-
York, was illegal, and ns no respectable man could
pridently be eogaged in it, must nacessarily be lucra-
tive, copeluded to cnbark in it If a proper tonl
cowld be found on whom, in case of failare or deteo
tiom, the odium might fall. He cast about for such
subservient tool, and found in the perliens of thiseity &
vounger brother—a vagrant, a reckless, conflrmed
gambler, with nothieg of mosey or charactsr to lose,
and everything to gain by cooperation in lus villainy,
