NICARAGUA.
THE WAR WITH C03TA R'CA.

Frcm Our Own Conetpoi'lent.
S.iN Jl'as dei. Nun te, June 17, IK»ti.

ateamer for Virgin Ray and San Juan del Sur.
There has beta a great doarth of news at this place
for rome little time past; or rather so little rel-a-
blc news that one has scarcely known wb it to be-
li»«ve.
The United States steamer Susquehaiitia, Capt

Sends, bearirg the brnad pendant of Commodore
Pniilding, ariised here on the ?th in«t, aad left
again on the loth fir Key West Officers aad
crew all wt II. It is understood that the Commo¬
dore visited this port to make inquiries regard ng
the charges set torth in the protest of Capt. Tin-
klepaugh of the steamer Uruaba; and that after
asccrtainiig all the facts in the case, the Commo¬
dore and Capt. Tarleton. of H. H. M. frigate Kiiry-
diee, parted with a perfect good understanding,
and with lent uncut* of nnitii.il respect.
On the l'lth tbe steamehip Granada touched

here on ber trip from New-Orleans to Aspinwall,
and is expected to call again on ber return voy¬
age. The rchooner M. D. Chase, Capt>Thuraton,
arrived from New-York tbe same day, loaded with
merchandise for the interior. The schooner Minna
Schiffer, Capt. Wilson, sailed tor New-Orleans on

the morning ofthe loth hist., intending to tauch at
Rnatan for a cargo. Thua you see we have had a

little stir after so long a time of inactivity.
The first mail that we have had from Costa Rica

for the space of one month reached here on tha
15th (Sunday), via Salt Creek. In The Album
Semanal of the 'J7th of May (the latest date), pub¬
lished at San Jose, it ia atated that communica¬
tions had been received from the Ministers of
Guatemala and San Salvador, announcing that on

tbe 3d of May the vanguard of tho tro.ips from
tho former State, comprising soil or 1,000 men un¬

der General Peredes, marched for San Salvador
with the object of uniting the forces of these two
States previous to invading Nicaragua. The
united force was to number 5,000, to be com¬
manded by General Guzman of San Salvador, who
was to act ia concert with President Mora of Cos¬
ta Rica, and they still threatened to destroy
Walker and all fillibusters. Tbe same paper like¬
wise states that a lett; r bad been received from
Panama staling that three armed vessels were on
their way to Punra Artnaa to augment the forces
of Costa Rica at whatever point ahould be desig¬
nated. Private letters received here* give a aad
account of the ravages of the cholera in Costa
Rica. Tke army had been decimated by thig f. ar-

lul epidemic, the haciendas thinned of workmen,
snd grt at conaternation reigned among the inhabi¬
tants generally. Still it is asseited that another
demonstration will be made against Nicaragua, and
that the combined foMt s of Costa Rica, Gaatema-
la, aid San Salvador, ahould about this date bo ia-
fading tLe frontiera of that unhappy State.

Havana, Tuesday, July 8, Wj6.

Captain Fowers of the Ame-iicaa sebeoner Young
Americs, on bis vojage from New-York to thie port,
rrported having seen a large ship crowded with ue-

froes. She looked so much like a man-of-war that
be tot k he r to be such, and stood on her tack to

»peak ber. The slawr immvdiatelj seit all hie

people below, and made all sail in another dixwc-
ti« it. Three tfaye atrer having received this iafor-
mati< ii, I was informed ibat the ship had sweee*d*tl
in Isndlng seven bundled and fifty negroes at Ca¬

banas, a port on tbe north side, about 46 mi lea to

the west of Havana. The owners bad disposed ef
tbe cargo to arrive, aud the slaves wer« taken
away immediately, without the foes of a sfaagleoae.
After tbe escape the authorities conMstaseed to
search tbe sugar plantations around laariel. this
side of Ca bunas, (if course they did not find any
tlaves. Ibis cargo bad hardly been carried off
before tw o more were disembarked fat the very
port of Mariel. To keep op appearances, some

twenty or thirty ef the olo and disabled were cap¬
tured aLd forwarded to this city, where they ate
now deposited, tubject to distribution as " eman¬

cipates."
These two cargoes consisted of nine hundred. I

have also been informed of another landing at
Batabano, where eight hundred were leaded with¬
in sitibt ot the town. The " Capitau do Partido"
of that place let tl em all escape, and when he sup¬
posed that everything was ready started in pur¬
suit of the ging and captured one hundred. But
you may imagine the awful plight they were ie
wbtn I tell yon that tbe greaterpert of them were)

being transported in ox-carts. This shew of zeaJ
was induced by stringent orders forwarded by
the telegraph. S<» ws have bad an addition of two
thousand and odd victims, all within the ieet few
dsys. How many others have been introduce J
cannot bo easily atcertaio/d. but front ail that I
have been able to learu large cargoes are daily
expected. One dealer, who is celebrated io the
dark pages of Afriesn slave-dealing, assured me
that the island < f Cuba would receive Ml increase
to its slave population of at Wast thirty tb >utand
in tbe pre-ent year. The tact of so few being cap¬
tured by tbe authorities is sufficient evidence that
they are largely bribed, otherwise they would
make nn effort to observe the trsaty.
