1did and do still prefer Mr. Fillmore to either,
Believing—and, ax 1 think, knowing—his opinions and
prineiples, touching the rights and intereet, both of the
North and of the South, to be such as are preseribed
by the Coostitution. I #fill belivve his election would
@0 wore than avy event now possible to quiet the un-
patural and perhaps dangerous agitation of the public
mind.

“The late election in (vhio, however, has shown
fhat the Electoral ticket for Mr. Fillmore csnnot be
yoted with any hope of sneoess in this Btate, and I
feel bound by every obligation of duty to choose be-
twren the two remaining enndidates.  Althongh T can-
pot aesent to all the doctrines of the Republican party

As rapidly na possible the immigrants are forwnrded to
their several places of destivation, asd the numbee
rempaining at the depot over night rarcly exceeds five
or #ix bupdred,  Among the arrivals on Wednesday
woierevernd Frooche fmlihul refugees, among them
Dr. G. Philippe, Victor Vimont and Pierre Augaste
Jourdan.
