PUBLIC MEETINGS.

LIENS ON REAL ESTATE.

The Committee on Ordinances of the Board of Al
dermen, Mr. Ely, Chairman, met ff*!'ﬂil! afternoon
at the Controller's Office, to consider the matter of a
communication from the Coutroller in relation to the
Burean of Arrears, which had been referred to them.
The document under considemtion introdueed the sub-
ject of liews upon real estate created by the operations
of the Municipal Government, and referred also inei-
devtaily to the charges made recently Ly a clerk io the
State Department agnicet the manner in which books
were kopt in the Depaitment of Finance. It appesrs
from the commuuicstion that an act was passed in
Jure, 1853, the azveuth ecction of which provided that
the Strest Commissioner should, withoat Jelay, make
to the Clerk of Arresrs n separate return of all arrears
remaining unpaid on every asscssment, at the axpira-
tion «f twelve monthe after the date of the eatry of
such asserement, and at the same time notify the Con-
troller of the agg e nmount of arrears of each as-
sessmuent a0 retu 8o far from this being done Mr,
Flagg states, that although three years have elapsed
# pee the parsage of 1his act, the Controller has never
been furtwbed with & return from the St oot Commis.
sioner of the sggregate amount charged by him to the
Clerk of Arrears, or the nssessments ia his hands pre-
vicus to the passage of this act; and no return has
been mace to the Controller of the totals of the several
assessmenta since the passage of the law.

In regard to some of the difficul ies and develop-
ments arsing from want of proper and authentic re-
turns from the Street Department, the Controller aays:

Mr. Flagg gives a number of memorands, disclos'ng
facta which el ow the impuitance of haviog sccurate
e turns duly autbentionted on which to base the nction
of the Buresn of Anears in regard to that branch o
duty which may jeopari the claims of the Corpo-ation
for the remmbussement of moneys sdvanced (row the
city, and which, on the other , may involve indi-
viduals in the loss of their land, or litgation for their
jroteciion, in casen where they have in due time and
in geod faith paid all the claims of the city.

In conclurivn, Mr. Flagg enys:

MODERN CIVILIZATION.
SECOND LECTURE BY DR, BROWNSON.
Orestes A, Brownson, delivered, last eveoing, at
Hope Chapel, the second of the three lectures an
vouneed, on the subject of Modern Civiliaation. A
more numerous audience was present than on the oe
enriun of bis first lecture, thougl the attendance waa

shill =mall.

The lecturer d the lon of human
progress, Much of what was regarded as progress, he
questioned as it was progress in the concrete only, and
was the pecessity fur other chavges in the existing
order to make it correspond with o previous change.
The more remarkable progress manifested might be
expressed by the term humanity—or philaathropy;
the Iatter term be disliked, as it was 8 profession of an
ardesirable class of pﬁTlu—-grn who wore
lovers of humanity in the sbatract, bat great haters of
win in particular—upless they chanced fo be rogues or
to Lave & binck skin,  Thia progress was manifsted by
the recoguition of human rights. In ancient times
there was no recognition of any rights by virtue of
men s existence. The principls was the basis of true
liberty, whether religious, civil, or political, It waa
the prinuiple of the apowles. There was no
smupg ancient nations for human life, The most ea-
lighteped were extn mddy cruel,  Thefafber could kill
bi# child or bis wife: and the creditor his debtor, Human
sacrifices were common. But Christian law, which
tavght that every man bad an immortal soul, and in
the rights appertaining thereto all were all equal [
Gied, Lad infused in'o man the sentiment of humanity,
TLis sentiment was st realized in the church when
noble sed iguoble, warter and slave stuod on the same
gnound of uluulil{ This sentiment had spread [ato
civil soeloty, and bad become an clement in mulorn
civiization, even in those countries which have bat
little regard to the tenchings of our Lerd. It was true
thet after the conquest of Engaad by the Normans, o
yaticn pot more than balf Christian zed, the jurispeu-
dence and laws of that country deterlorated, sod were
0 ¢ cruel; yet during the pasttwo bundied yoa, s théro
had Leen ¢ forts made 1o ameliorate the code, and
in some respects it had been carried to & confrary ex-
¢urs. Thus palnces were built for prisoners, who were
better cared for, better fed and better clothed than the
wajority of rl-.«[l.harmh‘ g rh-umin any o-u::?. Iu::
the provisiocs for the r , pay
n alklv. The svcient . find 1o imﬂj.;l'h-m for the
aid of the poor, ard this feature of P # did not
aevelop itself unil after the birth of ( hristinaity, wheu
hospita's were proviced for the rich and poor, even in

the time of the Roman Empire, and soon sll
of Enrope was covered over with these in-
stitatops.  But in  those ecountries which hLad

broken away from the Catholic faith there had
been & 1eirogerde in this respect.

It s noticed, bowever, as & remarkable
fonture, that not only has the construction of ** elip-
pers” been wholly discortioued, bat builders have
gone to the opposite extreme in waking their ships full,
sud of very large capacity. This tendency is ohjec-
tiorable to underwritors, who reason that large ships
copnit be made as stroog as small once—ihat the
seantlivg and fastenings are not increased to correspond
with the increase 4 site—anid are, therefory, not as well
fitted to contend with the elements. Underwritems, (oo,
are reluctant to take risks when there are ' too many
Hegas in o basket, It is estimated that at least one
Lundred large ships Tave been built is Maive during
tho prst scason, aversging 1,000 tane,  In addition are
abont Bty of the ordinary deseription,  The total tud-
nage is believed to be mther helow the average
anount, As tothe prospects for the ensuing year,
they nre tot rogarded as very favorable for an sxtes-
sive busipess—the somber of shipa at present in the
waiket Leing alieady quie large epough for the
swonnt of business « Merivg.
