We tave Juoked with sume care in our exchange
prpers from the Weet to find the truth abous the
reported slave insurrections. They are moatly
pi'ent, and those who dv speak do it evidentiy un-
der such extreme caution 1has cne would naturally
surpect a design to concea! the renl facts.  Woe give
cleewhere all that we ean gather upon the matter
from the neighborhood of the disturbances.

The struggle in which our Mexican neighbors are
nt present engaged is not only of vast interest to
themselves, but one in which they have, or ought to
have, the best sympathies of the rest of the civil-
ized world. Mexice, so far as re'a‘es to the teaure
aud ownership of her landed propery, stands now
u much the same position in which England and
the Eurcpean Continent geuerally stood previous to
the Reformation. A large part of the lands, and
the best of them, belong to the Church, and an
insuperable obstacle is thua placed in the way of
that free circulation of landea pruperty so essen-
tinl to its improvement ard the development of 1its

respurces.
It is unjust to stigmnatize the recent measures of

{be Mexican (iovernment as a confiscation of the
property of the Chureh, Itis po more a confiscs-
tivn than 1he measnre adopted rome yeara since by
the Evglish Government in relation to tithes was a
confirentivn of the property of the Engish Chureh.
Sceing how much the paymeat of tithes stood in
the way of landed improvement, the Eoglish Gov-
e:pu-ent conver'ed the tithe into s rent charge,
tuking the current amount of the titae as the stand-
aid of velue by which this rent charge was to be
dutermwined. This is very much the same thing
that the Mexican Government has done or proposes
to do with the pruperty of the Mexican clergy.
Under the recent law on that subjeet, should it be
fully cartied into effect, the Church indeed would
o lunger be proprietor of the land, but it wonld
stil retuin n Len upon the land in the na‘ure of a
m +igage for the value st which it was transferred
10 1le new proprietoss, and the interest upon this
debt weuld still furuish a revenue to the clergy pot
ma eria/ly less than thit waies they enjoy al pres-
cut,

Instesd, howerer, of subp itting quietly to this
chenge, the Mexican clergy base prederied to spend
therr money in fomentivyg ietedions ugainst Comon-
1wit's Adwisstration, trusting that they might fud,
s urual, tome ambitious chicf ready, by their aid,
to elevate bimself to the besd of affairs, Tais, in
the pust experience of the Mexican cergy, has
proved a pretty safe calealation; bit by the latest
news which we publish to day, thioge look rather
rqualiy for these clerical poiivicians, The ar
rangement already reporied with Vidaurri is con-
fit ed, snd 1 he diversion looked for iu the Norih, by
bis meave, is thus disposel of.  Nor are the Mexi-
can priesis 1ke only pers as disappointed in this
result, since the trivmpl of Vidaurri scoms to have
been leoked to in certain yuarters as Likely to lead
to an irdependent republic in the vorth of Mexieo,
v1d ultimately to further aunexations to the United
States. While the difficultica with Vidsurri acd
the northern provinces thus disappear, the City of
Puebls, which the pricsts had stimulated to insur-
reetion, surrenders to the Government foroes; snd
what is & still severer blow to these prisetly at-
tempte at revolution, Alvarez, by whose influence

{ be promised to give such an order.

To the list of outrages which have lalely been
perpetrated with impunity, we have to add one
novel in its character and startling in its nature.
Itis tke first time in the history of the City Gov-
ervment that such an act has been committed, sad
we srcerely bope it will be the last.

A few
days before it expired, it was placed in the bands of
Mr. John Bomerindyke for collection. Previous to
this, the holder  f the mortgage ascertained thatnearly
all the articles embraced in the mortgage, except
the bousebold furniture, had been disposed of by the
mortgagor in vivlation of the rights of the mort-
gegee.

Before placing tke mortgage in hand for foreclo-
sure, repeated solicitations bad been made for the
payment of the money, but without success, Mr.
Somerindyke then called at the house of the mort-
gegor and demanded payment, Payment was
promised the vext day at 3 o'clock. At the time
sppointed, Mr. 8, called for the money but it was
uot paid.  He then went to the bouse of the mort-
grgor to remove the property, and there found a
policeman who informed him that he had been seat
there by Mayer Wood to prevent the removal of the
property, and that, if Mr. Somerindyke attempted
te remove the property, he hisd orders to arrest him !
TLia interfereuce of course prevented the removal
of the property. The next morning Mr. 8. and the
aitcrney for the mortgagee called on the Mayor to
ascertain whether he really had been guilty of thus
interfering with the rights of a citizen in attempting
to enforce the collection of a lawful demand. The
act was disavowed by the Mayor, and an order

given for the removal of the policeman, or at least
On the pext
day the Sherifi's officer again went to the house of
the mortgagor prepsred to remove the property,
snd there found the same policeman, who again
stated that ke was there by the express order of the
Majyor to prevent the removal of the property, and
to arrest Mr, B, if be attempted to remove it. The
Bherifi'a cfficer was compelled to leave, The at-
torney for the mortgagee, after mscertaining the
facta, begnn at ¢nce to prepare the necessary papers
to procure the arrest of the Mayor, the officer and
the mortgegor, when be received notice from the
attornev of the mortgagor that the money would be
pad. This gentleman being » trustworthy person,
proceedings for the arrest were suspended and the
micney paid.

Comment upon this state of facts is unnecessary.
The outzage is so high-handed, so glaring, the pre-
cedent 10 fraught with danger, that all who read
this artiele ean sppreeiste the necessity of a speedy
change, not ouly in the law with regard to the
police, but aleo in the mem we select to
hold offics. The law, it is true, expressly for-
bids pol.comen from interfering in civil matlers—
and the interference subjecta both the Maybr and
«fficer to criminal punishment. Tt is no defonse
for the vificer that he acted under the orders of
the Mayor, though 15 wight be a proper considera-
tivu in witigation of punishment; but in the case of
the Mayor, the full penalty ought to be awacded,
Tbe example would be of the utmost bemefic. It
would sirike st the root of the lawlessneas which,
sarclioned by presedents in high places, is ruanng
vt checked in the city, Ttis but a short time 3 nce
that the house of a citizes in the Twenty-second
Ward waae demolished, bis property destroyed, his
fsunly driven from the promises by n gang of rul-
fisns; but the Mayor ¢id not cause a sugle arrest,
theugh policemen und office-holders were on the
grovtd during the riot! The man whose house
was thus demoiirhed opposed the redioction of
Fernsndo Wood The man whoee property was
proteeted against the just claim of the mortgagee,
was cne of Wood's partisans, and was very active
in the ste canvess.

We look to the Legislature for relief. New-York
is at present the worst governed city in the world.

Fil nere shovld be chosen, This ove ida was re-
pestid intke o linga, nt the forge, by the furnace-blaze,
et tle corneshuckings, along the wa side, until st
epgth they cam to + ntertsin the belief that the inhab-
itants of the North were so thoroughly enlisted in their
cause, that they would acwist them in their work of
slaugbter.”

—Mr. Chase has bere told a part of the truth, It
is unquest.onsble that the recent movement among
the Slaves of the South, so far us there was any

petturbation, was excited by the desperate efforts

of the rival Buchspsa sad Fillmere stumpary of

that rection to make cpital st each other's expenze
by frightening their bearcrs with sppalliog pictares
of the cousequences of Fremont's election, and
then urging that Fremont could only be defeated
by supporting Fi'lmore or Bucbanan as the case
might be. But Mr. Chase canot be ignorant that,
Jrg before Fremout was nominsted—before the
Republican party was formed, in fact—'*the Negro
question” was thus made a football between the
rival parties in the South. We can recollect
Boutlern ssenults on J. Q. Adams aud Clay, aelong
sgo as 1827-8, for appointiog John Serzeant, a
Miseouri Restrieticvist, an Envoy to Panama. [n
1898 po State south of the Potomac gave a vote
for sny man who ‘ived north of that river for either
President or Viee-President. In 1536 and 1840,
Mr. Van Buren wr. fiercely assailed as unsound on
the Slavery question, and lost the votes of sume
Bouthern States on that ground. [In 1344, Mr.
Clay was denounced ns an Abolitionist, because he
opposed the acquisition of Texas at the time acd
in the matner propreed. In 1849, both parties

tried to make capital at the South out
of *‘the Negto question;” but the Whigs
made the moest of it by supporting an

extensive slavebolder against an eminent dough-
face. In 1852, the Demecrats ran the ebony line
out of sight abead by supporting s thorough dough-
face against one who bad veluntarily ceased to be a
slaveholder snd had not begun to be a doughface.
Apd in 1556, the two ‘‘Natioual” partica each
tried to earry the Bouth by proving its candidate
moie consistently and thoroughly doughface than
the ctber, and showing that the other's success
would undermine the foundations of Slavery. Be-
yond this, they each vadoubtedly shook the raw
head and rattled the bloody bones of Abolition in
the other's face, ineisting that Slavery would be
upset if Fremont were eleeted, and that Fremont
would be elected if the South did not rally as one
msn to the support of Buchanan (or Fillmore).
Thus the demsagogues of either party imbued the
ignorsnt slaves’ mind with the netion that Fre nont
was the Aboliticn csndidate, and that his electon
would insure their freedom. Now that the mis-
chief ia apparent, they generally try to saddle it on
the backs of the Fremonters; but that is not just.
The two Pro-Slavery parties fired red-hot shot at
each cther, and, now that they have set each other's
houses on fire, they want to charge the conflagra.
tion on us, It won't do.

There scems to be ot Inst a prospect that Chicl
Justice Lecompte will be removed. In fact there
dees vot seem any oceasion for his longer atay in
Kaneas. He in an excellest baod, no doubt, at get-
‘ng up bogus indictments for treason. I there were
just now avy printing preseca or Free 5 ate hotels
that zeeded to be presented and destroyed as nui-
sspees, Lecompte s precisely the sort of Judge best
sdapted 1o tbat businese. But just at this time,
there tecms to be nothivg for such Judges ns Le-
compte to do. He bas got all the Free-State men
that be could indicted for murder and other high
crimes, ond bas succceded in econvicting and sen-
tencing some twenty ot more of them. He has re.

leated on bail all the Pro-Blavery men against whom

ind-ctments were foned, taking care, in tha sase of
the muréerer of Buffuss, fo relssse him ¢ wico over,
He bas fully sccomplished the work for which k&
was sent to Kansas, Since 1§ has beea found im-
pessble to drive out the Free-State men either by
furce of arma cr foree of indictments and prosecu-
ticns, and since s decent respect for the opiniona of
{he world has demanded » change of poliey, anthing
remains but 1o send Kansas another Chief Justice.
But ip dismissing Lecompte, the President would
do well to eall to mind that there are other officisls
in that Territory, appointed urder similar auspices
ard for similar objeete, snd whose services might
pow, for the same reasons applying to Lecompte’s
case, be very properly and advantageously dispeased
with. Governor Ceary, in a letter of hus which
forms cne of the documents appended to the Presi-
dent's Meseage, and of which we published the
oiber day an extract, complains that every package
addressed fo him through the mail is broken open
and inspected before it resshes his bands. Itis
utter'y unsafe, be rays, to send information through
the Kansas Post-Office, unless it is intended to be
made publie, and still more unsafe, if possible, to
send money or anjthing of value. The Kansas
Post-Offices, from beginping to end, seem to be
conducted on pure Border Ruffian prineiples: in-
deed, it would appess, from Geary's letters, that
gome of the Postnssters, not content with rum-
msging the mails for themselves, invite in their
npeighbors to belp in the operation. Thet we may
not be sccured of exsggeration, we givethe Gov-
einor's own words:

But if Lecompteis to be tarned out of the
one, there eertainly vught to be some change in the
other.
