WRECK OF THE NEW-YORK
Three Hundred People Landed through t*e Sorf.

THE CAPTAIN FATALLY STABBED BY HIS CREW,

One Of the Katineers Frozen to Death

feUFr'ERINGS OF THE PASSENGERS.

From Om Osneasl leportm.
WSAMI own, Ocean Co., N. J., Dec. 1 p.*.

About five miles to the north of the Tasso lies (he
packet-ship New-York, Capt. McKennon, which was

stranded with .100 immigrants on board, on Island
Beach, New-Jersey. The New-Yerk came ashore
nbout the name time as the TassO; but how,
what manner, we have not yet been able to learn.
She too was not discovered until Sunday morning, but
eatly on that day Capt. Browne, the Cndersrriters
agent arrived from S^uan, and the weather being too
roegh for the life-bont. got out the mortar and sent a

line over her. As may be supr>osed, after enduring
about :i0 hours of the most pr;infal suspense, the vessel
pounding heavily on the beach, her decks drenched hy
the heavy tain and washed by the full force of the
Atlantic waves, the hungry and perishing passengers
hailed the appearance of relief with a joy that knew
no bounds. Messengers were seut northward and an

additional life-car obtained, and the two were kept
busily plying to and fro through the surf, laden with
cargoes of precious human lives. By midnight, on

Btmday, the whole of the people were landed in a con¬

dition the most wretched and deplorable. Nor was

their comfort augmented by the transposition. On a

sterile, sandy beach, without food and destitute of shel¬
ter, save the scanty accommodations afforded by ths
little We nailf station, which was barely sufficient
to shelter a tenth of tbe.r number, men, women

and children of all ages, huddled together for warmrh,
and cowered upon the bare sand, before tho sharp
December blast. Here and there, a little driftwood
was gleaned, or a few stray sticks gathered, and kindled
into a rlaine. These ghostly fires flickered faintly, but
for awhde rendering more apparent the uUer deeolation
of the scene and tho hour, end then went out. That
was a dark and fearful night .their liist night on ths
beach.if possible, more dreadful tlma the previous
one. Mow the wild Atlantic broke in angry booinings
ou the beach.how mothers drew their ncstliuga closer
to their shrunken breasts, and lathers called the fates
that lured them from their distant homes, to fami-di on

a foreign shore.we have no heart to tell. Chil¬
dren cried for bread; they had r.ot täte» since Saturday
.many of them; but ther« was none to give. A
single barrel of biscuit. »ent from the ship, had set:

touched the beach, before it disappeared. Such
wretched beings we had never seen before, and hoj>e
never to behold again. Scantily clad, at tbe
best, many of them, in their hurry to escape from
the sbip had left the greater part of their clothing be¬

hind them. It is no wonder then, that hungry, debili¬
tated, and hopeless, they sank down on the sand, ia
blank despair. Wo* this tbe end of all the piirstioas,
ths toilswbich they had undergone to obtain the menus
of reaching America .' Was this the realization of their
dearest h<>pes and aspirations ? Oh, whs shall 1 ell is
wlmt grim and undefined shape s urosc these dreadful
thoughts! Morning came, colder and mois callous
still.no shelter yet, and not a bit of food. Many of
the sufferers were severely frostbitten during the night,
and the prostet of bettering their condition seemed
more distant t'nan ever. It was Imped that a steamtuj;
would have been sent down on Sunday for the
unfortunate people, but although the Underwriters aud
owners of the vessel we re nrtiflrd on Sunday raoi a:i:.

Parker, wrec ker-, were drowned, one of the sailors,
called "Bill,' swam to the shore. Capt. Hawses,
who belongs to a schooner recently wrecked on the
nooeh, beirg aetfre aad strong, succeeded in getting
bold f.f a rope which was hangiBg over the side of he
vessel and was attached to the bowsprit, succeeded in
climbing to the deck. Mr. Preimore, the wre. k-
naaater, who is about 90 jean old and weighs abmt
8M DOSDsdf, caught hold of this rope, but was be. ,.m-

ing exhau»ted, and wonld vry soon have sunk, when
Capt. Hawses succeeded in getting a roi* around his
I Otty, and he was drawn on board. Mr. Jones, one of
tbe surfmen, must have been precipitated against the
floating bowsprit. He was seen to rise two or three
limes, and then disappeared from sight. There was a
dreadfal ga*h across his forehead, from which the
bit od was flowing freely, and the force of the blow
probably stunned ind readerad him powerless. De-
eeased was ohooJ SO years of age, and leaves a wife
and »even sons and daughters. He was an old and ex-

perienced -urfman, very humane and daring in vl-
ventiiring, as he had many times risked his own life to
rescue shipwrecked persons,
John Parker, the other surtinan, was n_ unmarried

man, 33 years of age, and was always foremost to pro¬
ceed to the assistance of the wrecked persons, regard¬
less of the danger. As soon as the boat was capsued
he struck out lor the beach and came within a rod of
the shore, when he was can ied out by the force of the
undertow. He continued to exert himself, and swam
sh ng the shore, fr» ijuently endeavorning to gain the
beach, but wa« as often thrown back. His companions
on the shore, although so near him, bad ao in>-an* of

rendering assistance, but they ence>uraged and cheered
him on to continue his exertion. In this way Parker
swam along the shore for Dimly half a mile, with his
strength gradually failing, and his movements ».¦Com¬

ing every moment perceptibly slower until finally be
disappeared under the waves and was swept away by
the undertow. Jon«« and Parker were w. II known
and highly respected by their neighbors, who feel deep¬
ly their untimely loss. Their bodies had not b«»en re¬

covered up to ye.-terdny morning. Three of the sail¬
or-, »hoso names could not be ascertained, were

drowm d, and the fourth was rescued, but died so>n af¬
ter being taken on board of the ship. Two of the
bodies of the -ailor- we re washed ashore, and together
with the one on shipyard, were taken charge of hy
Coroner Salter, who caused them to be removed to this
place, where they arrived tic's evening.

crVw. Pnrirg tbe day other boats wer* »eatoti. Ia
one of these boats we cam* off and pm np at the Sta¬
tion H >use. There was nothing m th* chap* of eata
bias to be had. and wc suffered ve v much. On Sun¬
day, a: I o clock, we started from the Station-Hoas*.
and were taken to the residence of a gen'ieman named
(hatam. It miles distant at his residence we stared
during the night At t o'clock oo Monday morning we
started for Camden. I miles distant, which place wt
reocied about 8 o'clock. There we embarked on the
ears for the city, arriving here on Monday night abont
7 o'clock.
The captain and first mate of the ship certainly de¬

serve th* praise of every one. Hotter seamen we never

saw. and m. n with nobler hearts we n*rer came in coo-
tact with. The captain, in order to |ueU the fears of
those on board, remarked that they "should all be

' saved, if he had to carry them on his back to the
" shon\ He stood with a cocked pistol in his hands,
and threatened to shoot down th* tint man who diso¬
beyed bis orders. <>n. individnal did so several times
the captain kept h s word, and shot him thre* urn**.
He wa< in a very lew state when wa left the beach, but
hope* «ur* entertained of his finally ri-coveruur trom
his wounds. The nsult of the captain's action was that
his orders were strictly obeved, and, aided by Ms first
mate, they had saved tbe tvat of over two hundn-d
souls, whom they safely conveved to the shore. When
we left tor the residence of Mr. (.'batata, about two
hundred had safely landed. . >ur party consists of seven

persons. We barely escaped with our lives, so rough
was the sea, when we eamo on shore. What we could
conveniently wear in the shape e>f e-lothing we did, and
that is all we posse*!. Our goods and luggage, con¬

taining all that we own, are yet in the hold ot the ship.

in your edition of Monday ai ashore near this place.
As the beach is od the other side of Raroegat Hay,
which is some six miles across from the main land,
uight being at hand, and in addition to the dangers of
a rapid ctirrnt and a large quantity of drift ice, a

saow H|tia!l -tppearing probable, we have deemed it
advisahle to defer our vis.tto the wrecks (both of which
sre in sight) until the dawu. Meanwhile, we have

gathered what we could from authentic sources. That
it is not more in detail, must be attributed to the fact
that only two or three of the men what have been to

the be tch have returned, preferring geueraDy to re¬

main on the shore until their labors are eoncladed, and
the vessel and cargo got off or abaudoned.

L'apt. James Ge>ldsworthy of the Tasso states that
lie ran his v*st< 1 on shore about an hour before day¬
light on Saturday morning last through a nustake.
Seeing the obscure little light of Hamegat, and a rloet
of small craft a short ilistanee off, he mistook it for tbe

Sanc'y Hook Lightship, and before he was aware of

bk error, his vessel was thumping on the beach. The
a* Ttrra law* ....I, m.,i mm il..ee SBSSBS a* ytarait
her from drifting further ashore.

open bay. the people on the beach could do but little
until the arrival of volusteers from the main laud.
