The Congross, the Jourt and
fhe Executive would thin take their proper position
of joint azsocistion, in the mind of the poople, s on-
Sederates in 1he work of extending the iutolerable
suisance of Blavery. It is, therefore, to be pre-
Served that the judicial department eball now pat
sheelf netively upon the side of the slaveholders while
he mind «f tbe country is warm and burning, rather
4has wait and do it by and by when apathy shal have
sgain overspread it. When a political scheme i to
be funthered by judieial mction, it 18 & taouswnd
fimes better that that sction should be taken boldly,
when every man, woman sud ohild have their eyes
mpon the Court, than to bave that body steal silently
and stealibily in the same direction. Judienl
tyranny is bard enough %o resint undar any ircarn-
stanees, for it comes in he guise of unpartiality
sad with the prestige of fairness. If the Court is
%o fake u political bins, and to given poiitical de-
@ision, then let us by all means bave it distinotly
and now. The public mind is in & condition to re-
weive it with the contempt it merita.

It is & matter of sarpriss that everybody does
mot see, or at least will not ackoowledge, thatnnny
of 1he steps taken by Slavery to streogthen iualf,
are more weakening to it than any utber course of
poliey that could be devised. Tostead of bryiug to
prepitinte the Nertbern oconeervative sentimeat
which really pervades Northern society everywhore
and in all ranke, in its relgon, its literature, its
industry, Blavery defics, inrults and exasperates it.
Instend of the peopleof the S uth demaudiog tie tole-
wation, sympathy and eommiseration for the exist-
esce of & gigantic curse smowg them, which wre
peally their due, while they behave with deswnoy
Before the world, they insanely swear their curse i
& Mesing, bug their rottenness, and claim to shove
it wpon others, all the while exhibiting & demeanor
$hat provokes wncharitablencss, and ootumely, and
Bate. They are thus alienativg the North from the
Bouth, and aboutionizing the whole of the former
in the most rapid maoner. They are in so doing
provekiog their torments befure their time,

Thus far, the popular sentiment has only taken
the form of deairing to eireumscribe Slavery, Di-
reetly, if foiled in this, it will assume that of desir-
jmg to reparato from Blavery. B will rush to this
position all the sooner for & decision of the Supreme
Ceurt, that the General Government has no power
o reatrain the spread of an evil which is felt to bo
#e formidable and so dsmning. There has been,
and is 00w, & stroug prejudice sgainst separation of
tho Btates. The public mind is not awake to the
wrgency of the necessity that is driving the conntry
in this direction, and which contros the question
sgainst all individual desires to preventit.  And it
would be loug in awakiog, if not abuged in its slum-
Bers., But when stimulated to passion, its percep-
tiens will be wonderfully quickened, and it will
yush precipitately on to this gosl. ‘Phe tendencies
in this direction bave hitherto been ebstructed by

mild conreels and n compromrising policy o the
part of our public men. But the present sesumes
fo be wiser than the past, and we slide on toward
the inevitable result almost without a jolt,

Are we sehed what is this ueceagity thus urging
wn forward 1 It is the neceasity of & full and faic
experiment of & free Democratic Republie which
our inslitutions have created, and which will work
its way through or over every ebstucle, the «lavn
eligarchy and the black race cn this continent ot
excepted. That race ' now its great impediment,
and thus it will come to puss that, justly or unjustly,
righteously or unrighteously, that race with those
‘who love their company will ba ejected, crowded
eut and sent over to the semi-tropiesl belt which
destiny secmn b0 huve awarded to the black race on
this coutinent. The fact that Capt. Rywders, or
Jubn Mitehe!, or the Demooracy of the Five Pvine,
or the Irish Roman Catholics generally are in favor
of Blavery, proves pothing but that they are un-
Democratic, no matter whether inie hgeutly or
wentelligently s0.  They are the outcr aud decaying
hmbs of & vigorous tree whose sap and energivs are
wihin, They are the weights that Demooracy
curries i its race, not the springs of its wokion.
The Irish Roman Catholios, for example, ate good
emovgh as voting wachines; bat pray who would
Jook Lo taew to generate or yield suppert to au ides
louking to either the temporal or spiritual emanci-
pation of mankind ? or who shall fiod his political
Bable at the Five Pointa ! The greas, swaliog, vi-
falizing, beartfolt Domocratic scolimeat to whish
s owing the growth sud expansion of our sational
eharacter and resources and prosperity does pot
Beurish in such s soil.

Srwiss Macuixzs.—Mackinery for sewing bas
been mtroduced only
years, but is pow availed of to s very great extent
both in this country and in France. Great Mu
pretty much excluded from all the benefits of this in-
vestin by 8 kind of dog-in-the-manger policy of the
bolders of the first patent there. About 20,000 ma-
chipes bave been manafactured in the United States
during the year just closed, and & still larger nacber
wll probably be produced during 1857. Iu this esti-
mate we have included enly those manufactured by
the three great compasies, viz: Whecler, Wilson &
Co., at Sprirgficld, Mass.; Grover, Baker & Co., at
Beaton, and L. M. Singer & Co., inthiscity Twenty-
five or more workmen are employed i the copsiruc
tion of & sivgle machive, each performiog & diatioct
part of the labor, and the machines are turmed out in
s very high degree of mechanical perfection. The
average valne of the machines is about 8100, 80 that
the total production of this bracch of industry at
present reaches 2,000,000 annually. Grover, Baker
& Co, employ, to & copsiderable extent, the cabinet-
work cases pc:rnkd by Ross & Masghall, of thiscity.
which mukes the machive an ornamest and by so
means the least really valuable ornament of the sitdng-
room,

Prurixs Excisgs.—A contract for the heaviest
pumpirg machives ever made or used in America will
soon be swarded by the parties engaged in pushing
forward the Brooklyn Water Works, Twenty millions
of gallops of water per day are to be hoisted 170 feet
by steam. There are many plaps before the Commit.
tee of Engineers employed to decide on the subject,
some involviog ew and untried, and in some cases
very unpromisiog devices, while others involve a de-
gree of expense and maguificence too serious to e
entertaiped. The fact is, American engineers, with
all their smartnees in some lines of business, do not
seem to understand pumping water oo & large soale,
The very large, slow, single-acting engioes and pumps
in the o ines at Cornwall, in Great Britain, are believed
to be the most economical in the world; asd although
there exista in theory room for considerable improve-
ment on these, with sbame be it said, we cannot even
imitate them, The proportion of water raised to the
coal burned varies, of course, with the hight to which
it is to be raised; but reducing the effect in all cases 1o
that of lifting water only one foot, the Cornish engiaes,
in Comwall, bt from 75 to 100 millions, and in some
¢nses as high aa 125 million pounds of water per pound
of coal burned, while the Iatest and, we think, the best
of our American imitations is that at Bellewille, which
raises the water for Jersey Uity, and attaing a duty of
52 millions.  American designers of stoamn engiocs and
pumps must rub up their ideas,

Burak Dowss o8 Magise SreaMgas,—The break-
ing of shafts, or other principal parts on steamsliips, is
pot as nnosual an occurrence a8 many suppose.  The
dieabling of the Atlantic o few years azo, and the more
rerent aecidents to the Tennessre, and Hermann, as
also to the English steamer America, the French
steamer Vigo, and sundry others of lees note, have
attracted especial attention, because the delsy woa
copecially importact, giving rise to apprehensions for
their safety, or the Lke; but whether ¢ ymmon or rare
they are due in almost every onse to the furious strug-
gles of the engioe in a gale. The *‘marine engioe-
goverror,” by Thomas Silver, a most effectusl pre-
ventive of all this, cannot be too woon known sod
adopted. 'Thig goverror is of no effect excopt when—
by reaeon of the wheels being thrown out of water by
the reveding of the wave—the engine is tempted to
tarn too fast, when it immediately shuts off and re-
duces its speed,  The breakages occur in consequence
of the momentum of the parta when not thus controllad,
With both wheels whirling very rapilly, if one only
is plunged suddesly into the water aud checked the
other ncts like a fly-wheel, and, aided by the ever
setive engines in the center, twists off the shaft.
