Tue New Scagw Frioatss —The six new Usited
Stales steam frigates, & part of which are already fin-
ished, and the remamder nearly completed, will do
much townrd eatablighing for our steamn navy s reputa-
tion somewhat cousistent with Awmerican character,
The Minvesota, built st Waslington, has been con-
structed by maval purties alone; but the Merimae,
built at Boston, and vow cruising in the Mediterranean
~—the Wabash, bult at Philudelphis, and now lying
off the Navy Yard at Brooklyn—the Colorado and
Rosseke, now vearly completed in Virginis, and the
Ningara, ot this port, are all built or building, more or
less, under the contract system. The five tirst-aamed
are heavy war vessels, about 3,500 tuns esch, quite
fully rigged, sad ordioarily carrying each forty heavy
gune, In fact, judgivg trom the Wabash, the only
specimen which has yet visited our barbor, the appens-
ance of these ships, whon the huge single smoke-pipe
s lowered—which they are all sunbled to do by an
operation similar to the closing of o telescope tube—is
not rendily distinguishable frowm that of ordinary first-
elnes eniling frigates. The Ningara i of a dilfervnt
clase, lu her everything hut durahility and general
efficiency has heen sacnificed to secure speed.  She ia
345 feet in length, the lopgest war vessel ever built in
Americs, and may be cousidered s ship of 5,50 tana
barden; she carrice only twelve gans, and these
are oll on the wpper deck. Her masts and g
ging are comparatively light, but per boilers snd
engines are adapted to the development of immwense
power, and great disappoivtinent will be felt should she
fall to be by far the tleetest war vessal poreesscd by
any country. She has fonr very large boilers, of the
style patented by Mr. 1), B. Martio, the present Bagi-
neer-in-Chief of the Navy, cach comtaining six far-
unces.  The whole contain five thousand upright
tubes, each three fiet long and two inches i diameter,
and mainly through the immevscly extended sarface of
these the heat of the fael is ecomomically and rapidly
conveyed to the water to generate steam. She has
three engives, 8 novel and almost unpreeedented or-
rangement—the whole object being to develope great
power without makieg engines oo unwiekly io size,
The Wabash bas two engioes of precisely the same
diameter and stroke.
