Judge
Rovsevelt decided yesterday that a floating dock,
moored and permanently established in one of the
public slips, is, in contemplation of law, & public
nuisance, The Court regarde the slip as & part of
the commonu highway, a3 a continuation either of
the street or the river, which the dock maaters
bave no right 1o appropriate to the exclusive use of
one party and thereby to create a auirance.

As The Eipress and Tiie Albany Atlas have been
under decided copeern of mind respecting aa
alleged sale of Clothivg contributed for the relief of
the Free-Siate sufferers in Kansas, and the employ-
ment of the proceeds to redeem the outstawliog
scrip of the Free Stuate Government, we are happy
in our sbility to relieve their auxiety this moming
by publishing an officisl letter from one of the
Secretares of the Nationsl Kansas Commitlee, ex-
presely snd unqualifiedly contradicting the entire
story. This letter has more immediste relation to
a version of the ealumny concocted iu Madison,
Wisc,, but it states pratively that No clothing con-
trilmted for the velicf of the Free State propls of
Kansos, and confided to the National Kansas Com-
mittee, has been gold by their authority for any pwr-
pose whaterer.  'We dv uot see how the coatradicgon
could be more expiicit or thorough. We now sk
The Expriss and Atlus to cupy the letter of refu.
tation in full, and either wohdraw their charge or
sustain it by teatimony. Will they do s0?

The Union, some days sinee, had an Editorial
imp ying that the statement of The Missonri Demo-
crat as to Gov, Geary's views and feelioge with
regard to the doings in Kansas was & partisan mis-
reprecentation. As we do not know Gov. Geary,
nor even his post-office address, we framed a few
searching questions aa to his present seatinents on
the points in dispute, and solicited the aid of The
Union in obtaining answers thereto from the Gios-
ernor himeelf, This «ns vot accorded. We now
print the material portions of a statement put furth
by Mr. Joseph Ford of Fountain Grove, Micuesots,
who met and conversed freely with Gov. Geary in
Washington City. We ask sttention to this state-
ment; and we ckallenge The Union to procare and
pub ish 8 full expusition by Gov, Geary of his views
respecting parties, ineicents and prospects in Kan-
sna.  **Let there be light "

In the matter of trade and intercourse with Chins
of which Lord Paimerston and Louis Napolaon
bave undertaken the extension by force, mo Lttie
jen'oury I8 evidently felt of the position occupied by
Rueais. Indeed, it is quite possitle that wichout
sny expenditure of money or exertion of miitary
force Russia mey gain wmore iu the esd, as a cop-
sequence of the perdivg quarrel with the Chinese,
than either of the bellige:ent nations.

The relations of lussia to the Chinese Ewpire
ure altogether peculiar.  While the English and
ourselves—1{ur in the matter of the pending hostili-
ties the French are but (itt'e nuire than amateurs,
as they really have no trade with China—are not
allowed the privilege of a direct commuaication
even with the Viceroy of Cunton, the Russisos en-
joy the advantage of maintaivirg an Embaesy af
Pekin, Itis eaid, indecd. that this sdeactage is
purcbated only by submittieg to allow Ruwmsia to be
reckored at the Celestisl Court as one of the trib-
utary deperdencies of the Chinese Empire, Nev-
ertheless it epnbles Rugsian diplomaey, as in Eu-
rope, to establish an iflurnce for itse'f in China
which is by no meaus limited to purely diplowatic
cperations. Being excloded from the maritima
trade with China, tbe Russians are free from soy
interest or involvemant in pust or pendirg dis-
putes on that subject; and they also escape
that antipathy with which from time im nemorial
the Chipese have reganied all foreigoers approach-
ing their country by sea, confounding them, aud
rot entirely without reason, with the piratical ad-
venturers by whom the Chinese cossts seem aver
to bave been infeated.  But as an indemaity for this
exclusi n from the waribme trade, the Russiana
crjoy an inland anld overland trade peeuliar to them.
telves, and in which it seems impossble for them
to have any rival. Tois trafic, regulated by »
treaty made in 1757, duriag the reign of Catharine
IL, bas for its principa!, if not indeed ita sole seat
of operations, Kakhta situste on the frontiers of
soutbern Siberis avd of CMnesa Tartary, on a trib-
utary of the Labe Baikyl, and about s huudred
miles south of the City of Irkootsk. This tiade,
conducted at a sort of ancual fair, is managed by
twelve facbors, of whom six are Ruscians and six
Chinere, who meet at Kisklts, and fix the rates—
since the trade s ertraly by barter—a% which the
werchsrdise suppiicd by either party shall be ex.
chsnged. The principal articlea of trade are, on the

part of the Chinese, tes, acd ca the part of the Bus-

sisne, cotton snd woolen cloths. This trade, of lste
years, seems to bave sttained a considerable in-
croase. The quantity of tes sold to the Russians at
Kinkbta did not, ten or twelve years ago, exceed an
sversge of forty thoussad chests; but in 1352 it
amcunted to & hundred sud sevealy-five thousand
chests, of which the larger part was of that supe-
ror quality well known_ to continentsl consumers
as caravan tes, in contradistinetion from the infe-
vior article imported by ses The other articies
#cld by the Chiness were aome small quantitics of
sugar, cotten, raw sik and ik goods, but all to
very limited awounts, The Russians paid sbou
equally in eotton azd woolen goods, with the ad-
dition of smwall quantities of Rursia leather, wrought
meele, furs aod even opinm. The who'e amount
of goods bought and sold—wbich seem in the pub-
lished sccourts to be stated st very moderate
prices—reached the large sum of upward of fifteen
willions of dollars. In 153, owing to the internal
troubles of China and the occupatioa of the rosd
from the tea provinces by bands of marauding
rebels, the quantity of tea sent to Kiakhta fell off to
fifiy thousand chests, sud the whole value of the
trade of that year was but about six millions of
dolars. In the two following years, bhowever,
\bis commerce revived, snd the tea sent to Kiakhts
for the fair of 1255 did not fall short of a hundred
and twelve thousand chests.

In econsequence of the increasa of this trade,
Kiskhta, which is situated withmn 1he Ruesisn fron-
tier, from a mere fort and fairgrougd, has grown
up into a considerable city, It has been selected
s tbe eapital of that part of the frontier region,
end is to be dignified by having a military com-
mandant and a civil governor. At the same tim2 &
direcf and reyu'sr postal communieation for the
tzansmission of official dispatches has lately been
establisbed between Kiskhta and Pekin, which is
d staxt from it about nine bundred wiles.

It ie evident 1bat, sheuld the pending hostilities
result in & soppression of the maritime trade,
Europe might receive its entire suppiy of tes by
thes route, Indeed, it is suggested that even with
the waritime trade opep, Russis may, upon the
emepletion of ber system of railroads, becoms &
powerful cowpetitor with the maritiwe nations for
supplyirg the European markets with tes. These
railroads will supply a direct communieation be-
tween the ports of Cronstadt sod Libau and the
atcient city of Nijui Novgorod mn the interior of
Russia, the residence of the merchants by whom
the trade &t Kiakhta is carried on. The supply of
Furope with tea by this overland route is certainly
more probsble than the employwent of our projected
Pacific Railrond fur that purpose. Silk, too, tha
other chief export of China, is an atticle of such
small bulk in comparison to its cost, 8a $o make ity
transportstion by land by no means impossible;
whils this Chizese traflic opens sn outlet for Rus
sian manufactures, such as they cannot elsewhere
attain,

We may observe, however, that the efforts of
Russia are by no means limited to the deveiopment
of thisivland trade, It is several years sibce she
took possession of the banks of the River Amour,
the pative country of the present ruling race in
Chins, Her effurte in this direction received some
cheek and interruption during the late war, but wilt
doubtless be revived and pusbed with edlergy. Bhe,
hss possession of 1he Kurile Isiands and the neighe
boring coasta of Kamtchatka, Already she main-
toins o fleet in those seas, and will doubfless im-
prove any opportunity that may offer to obtain a
pariicipation in the maritime trade with China.
This, however is of little consequence to her com-
pered with the extension of that overland trade of
which she possesses the monopoly.

————

Next to the Treasury of the U'mited Siates, the
financial department of this ecity is the most
formidable in the country, The total receipts in
1756 were pearly §21,000,000, srd the disburse-
ments 320 500 000, The valuation of real and per-
soual estate in the city for 15056 was S512,000,000,
which at the actua' market price would undoubt-
edly reach 700,000,000, The large operations of
tbe Treasury represent certain peculiar transace
tions kuown aa trust accounts. These are tempo-
rary loans for special purposes, to be returned by a
lceal tax. For instance, the Bowery extension
coats Z500,000, which is assessed upon the prop-
ertj immediately benefited; but, in order to do the
work, the Treasury advances the morey to the
contractors, relying upon it subsequent collection
uncer the sssessments. This opens an secount
sgninet the city spparently, but realiy with the
small district affected by the exteasiou. A bun-
dred such specisl improvements, i@ciuding sewers,
paving, grading, building wharves aod public edi-
fices, fencing lots, and similar special affsire, bring
the trust accounts up to a large figure. The
largest portion, howeser, is revenue bonds. These
bords are simply due-bills to rase money in
advance of the collecion of taxes. Toe
city fiscal year cowmences in January, but
the taxes are not collected until November. The
Coarroller, therefore, to meel current expenses,
borrows on Revenue Bonds neariy as much as the
total preduct of the taxes. Last year he borcowed
eight millions, which is ctedited to the city as re-
ceipte: and this year the bonds will be pad sud
charged as debt. This is the theory of all the Trast
scoounts, which seem to be so diffieult {ir the peo-
ple to underatard. It is a8 continusl advauce by the
city of worey which is to come in hereafler; sad
under these advances the city i= constantly in debt
frem ten to twenty millions of ¢ollars; but the re-
demption is immediste and sure, and the intarest
expenses are believed to be 8 were trifle compa:ed
with the advantage of baving movey to o on with
necessary lmprovements.

The actual permancnt debt of tha eity consists of
sbout #13,000,000 Crotoa Water stk runming
from 1558 to 1=00; S$402.000 fire indemuity;
§200.000 building lean; F715,000 Central Puk
fund; in all $14,230,156. The sinking fund holds
sgaizat this neacly $6,000,000 of stocks, bonds aud
mortgsges, reduciog the debt of the Sinking Fund
to laes than &2.500,000. There is besde about
&2.500,000 of debt redeewable from taxation and
ssessment, makirg the entire liadility above
means pow in band about eleven millions, Al this
is distinet from the ordinary expeases of the city
for light, streets, police, salaries and the enrrant
elaims of Government. This, whick is known as
te City Goverpment socounts. is the braach in
which raseality and swindling tazes are rife,

To west these expeoses, we bave the general tax
upen sl! the zeal ard perscnsl estate of the ¢ ty—a
tex iv¢eperdent of, and additicnal to, all local im.
provemert assessents.  In 1556, the sum rajsed
by gereral tax was over seven willions of doilars.
The priceipsl itema of expense are:  §925 000 for
toe poor, §200,000 for stieet-cleaning, $350,000 for
isterest. ®400 000 for light, $52= 000 for Polica,
$400,000 tor salsres, 830,000 for Isst year's ar
rears, §120 000 for [ayng water-pipes, 85 00 ur
pristicg. §76000 for the Fite Depariment,

$105,000 for repairs and supplies, $100,000 for
pay and comtingencies of Couneil, $100,000 docks
srd sfips, $150,000 strects, real estate and reats,
besides a great number of amall suma, varying from
&2 000 to 30,000 each. Tt ia mainly through these
large appropristions that the city is robbed; yet so
carefully are the processes guarded that, while the
people have the strongest moral convietion that this
man has stolen s hundrad thousand and another man
fily thourand; while they see men, in the words of
Mayor Wood, go into office without money and
come cut rich, no one is able, or, at least, o one
who is willing is able, to say to the person sus-
pected, ** Thou art the man.”

Ten years ago, the people grumbled loudly at the
extravagance of 2,500,000 taxation; five years
sgo the sggregate was less than $3,000,000, and
that was in the days of the notorious Cbuneil of
1550-52,  Now we have a budget of §7,000,000, of
which well nigh oue-half goes for the benefi® of offi-
cers, contractors and spoilsmen generally. Cow-
plaint, however noisy, is useless; and the public
submit in dumb depair to a system of plunder quite
8 bold #s, and far more grandiose, than aoything
ever sccomplisked by highwaymen and pirates, The
gocd-natured jeer which once hailed the successful
candidste for office, now has a caustic reality, and
the loss of character is, in the msjority of cases, too
surely the result of undertaking any service for the
cily. Yet what shall we say to those easy citizens
who pay these enormous taxes, and yet stand aloof
to decry snd sbuse theiragents ' The men most in-
tesested in good goveroment scarcely go to
the polls, neser to the primary meelings, where
the real choice of money-spenders is effected.
We tell these thrifty business-men, ae we have
often told them, tbat gruwbling and appea’ing to
the Legislsture, charge of laws and change of
officere, is ail in vain, nuless they come to the work
in the pomipating evtventions and secare the
selection of honest candidates, They must select
their own agerts and do their own share of the
work of government, if they would be relieved
from wholeeale robbery, Ttere are many honest
mwen in office, but also many rogues, and not a few
who are honest or dishonest as the head of the
Department may require,

It is probable that we shall soon have some im-
portans changes i the City Charter; but let us
reiterate that all will be in vain, so far as economy
is concerned, until the solid citizens take their pars
at the primary meetings and the ballot-box, take
office themselves, and exercise the controlling
influence to which they are entitled. Let them do
this, and the City Government sccount may be
speedily reduced by the amount of two or three
millions, with cleanliness and order ipsured instead
of their oppoeites ns at present.

Mr. Forsyth's scheme of taking some fifteen
millicus from the Treasnry of the United States oa
s sort of general mortgoge of the Mexican terri-
tory. fo be shared between manufacturers of Mexi-
can claims aud the Mexican Government, Las fallen
through; but the object aimed at is still persevered
in, snd certain parties are in busy search for some
pretense or other upun which this money may be
got.

Amaong other things, the projeet is revived of the
putchase, by cur Government, of the Isthmus of
Telusntepee, which in put forwsrd as of grea
value from the opportunity it is alleged to afford for
s cheap and speedy communication with Californis
and Oregon. The fuct i, however, that for any
such purpese the Isthmus is of very small value,
since 1t lacks, buth on the Atlantic and Pacific side,
the essential requisite of safe and convenient har-
bors for the purpose of embarkation and tranship-
ment. Those who pripose to make use of this
Isthmus as & mears of transit would supply the
want of & harbor on the Gulf side by en‘ering and
sicending the River Coatzacoa'cos. This river is
without any shelter at its mouth, and enters di-
rectly ioto the open sea. It bas also a dan-
gerous bar, which at all tiues makes the river
iraccemible to vessels of a greater draoght then
twelve feet, snd during part of the year searcely
accessible to any vessel, It was, indeed, pretended
by the Spunieh surveyors who first exammed this
route that the bar had from tweaty-one to twenty-
three feet of water. But the official survey by
Commodore Perry, published by our Government,
shows but twelse feet of wa'er on the bar, and that
ouly in & channel not exceeding a hundred and fifty
feet m width, outside of which the water shosla
repidly to eleven, ten and nine feet. Sume
subiequent surveys, made with a direct view to the
use of the route for treneit purposes, make the
grestest depth at high water thirteen feet, while at
neap tides there is only eleven feet. Nor s
this the worst of it. The northers, which
prevail frem November to April at intervals
of a week or so, have here their greatsst
force and inflovnce; sod it is  the wnited
testimony of nautical meo, familiar with the locality,
that neither steamers nor any other vessels, excopt
of very light drsught, eould cross the bar upon
which the sea breaks daring their prevalencs.
Upen the Pacific cosst matters are, if possible,
still worse. Here there is no port at all, and Te-
busntepec, according to Humboldt, gives its name
to the purricanes which blow from the north-west
with excessive fury. The name of Ventosa, or the
Wisdy, given to the bay on that side, expresses the
character of the roadstesd, which, beside being
thus exposed to tempests, is also very shallow.

Such is the character of the harbors on both
sides of the Isthmus of Tehuantepec, an as-
certaiped by asctual survey, and set forth in
pumervus reports snd official docuwents. Tais
total want of barbors resdera the route to a
greut degree useless as s means of transit be
tween the two oceans, Il mors Awerican money,
whetber that of individuals or that of the Govern-
went, is to be spent upen opeuing new Isthmus
routes, it is to be boped that Tehuantepee will not
be selec ed aa the scene of operations. At least i:
would be desirable to have rome distinet aecounts
of the carriage-road scross the Isthuus, of which
we bave bad occasivoel puffs all winter in the
New-Orleans pipers, but which recently seews to
pave surk out «f sight.

South Carolina bas had yet another grief heaped
upon ber bead before her tears fur the loss of
rocks, the worthiest of ber sons, are dry upon
ber cbeeks, The terrors of the arm of her cham-
pico, while yet in the fleah, were not enough to
save ber from the machinations of her distant foes,
and. now that be rests from his labors, they come
prowlivg, lthe wolves, into the very heart of her
guarded fuld. Toe territory of that Empire has
been insulted by the fuotateps of the invader, and
the cLivary are loudly summoned to rally to the de-
heersuce ¢« f the sacted woil, We find the partica-
lars of this a'srmicg inrvad in the Reportof aCim
uuttee, tased for the purpose, w the authorities of
the town of Sumter, ecpied with prefatory rewarha
by The Colwmbia Times. I scems that an individ-

ual, wearing the dress of a woman, aad bearing the
name of Mrs, Fmerson, has been delivering lactures
on phrenology and phywiology, as we infar from the
context, who haa given strong ground of suspicion
that sbe had ulterior designs against the majosty of
the Empire ond the safety of Seuthern institutions
geerally. The nature of theas eauses of suspi-
cion is notstated, further tham that her lnctures
contained **a tirsda of sbuseof Southera ladies” —
disguised, probably, in the form of advica against
their indolent and slstternly babits—but they were
evough to inepire the Sower of the Sumter chivalry
with the coursge to form themselses into a furlora-
hope, and to rush, regardless of consequences, 00
this new and formidable shape of daager.

These adventurous spivits marched directly up to
the very face of the enemy, aud in spite of a brave
resistance on her part, succeeded in possessing
themselves of her military chest. Itis the mere
creditable to their persozal coursge that they did
this in spite of a suspicion, which the Colambis
journal develops at large, that it was a man in dis-
guise, and not & woman, with whom they had to do.
The articles among her baggage which seem fo have
been regarded by the victors as the strongest con-
firmation of her treasonable intent—as we infer
from their beicg mentioned with all the emphusis of
Italics—were & lantern and & side-saddle ' 1} is not
said whether the lantern were a dark one or not,
If so, it was certainly a reasonable ocoasion to sus-
peet her of being an emissary of the Know-Noth.
inge, and would justify any necessary precautions
arainst ber malicious designs on the little common
sense that they have left. But we confess that we
are puzzled to imsgine wherein the guilt of the side-
saddle lay. Had it been s saddle of the masculive
gender, we can see that it would natarally give
peignancy to the suspicion that Mrs. Ewmerson, like
Isge, *‘was not what she seemed.” But why a
side-saddle should strike terror iuto the soul of
South Carolina, any more than any other artiels of
ferinine use or adornment, we must own passes
our lmited skill in divication, We entreat our
Soutbern cotemporaries to condescead to our dark-
ened estate, and expound unto us the mecessary
connection between Side-saddles nud Bedition.

But the lsntern and the side-saddle, though the
chief, were by no means the only alarming discov-
eries wade in the repositories of Emerson the
Epicene by the victorious chesaliers. Among other
things fraught with horror were *“ extracts cut from
tsyyrious papers” (Southern pspers, of course), coa-
tainivg ** nccounts of snegroes being burnt, insur-
“ rections, effects of negro preaching, advertise-
“ments of an individual wishing to purchase a
+likely young négro woman,” &e. A list of her cor-
rerpondents was also discovered, ** which embraced
sresidents of almost every Stata north of Mason
+t and Dixon's line—most of them in Ohio, the very
“hot-bed of Abolitionism.” And an envelope was
found actually addressed to some one in Massachu-
seite! The Committee eame to the conclusion that
she was ** a philanthropiat of the Madam Beecher
i+ Btowe order, and that her mission, if for no worse
‘ purpose, was to collect materials for & work sim-
“ilar to I'nele Tom’s Cabin,”” If for no worse
purpose! What could be worse, wo shou'd like to
know? If our Bouthern brethren really thought
that Mre. Emerson was another Mrs, Stowe, apy-
ing out the nakedness of the land for the purposs of
writing & second Unele Tom, we could not wonder
ut onyseverities of suppreasion to which*they might
resort.

The Committes, ** wet and wearied,” as they pa-
thetically and parenthetically tell us, * having been
*+ eaught iu & shower, while going from the lecture-
troom to the botel” (thus vicarivusly receiving
themaelvves the ducking which was the due only of
the'r foe), abandoned the search before they had
gone through all Mea, Emeraon's baggage, think'ng
that the discoveries they had already wade put ber
guilt beyond all queation, It wna moved, before
they acjourned, that ber effects, including the daa.
gerous lantern—for sny instrument for diffusing
light they must huve looked upon ss a deadly
wespon—and the seditious side-saddle, should be
sold, the proceeds given to har, and she sent by
pubic conveyapes out of the State with a | eoave-
uient epeed.  But they determined st laat to * re-
st port their discoveries” o the Town Couneil, and
lonve the matter in their magisterial hands, publish-
ing it in The Watchman, to put the Fmpire at large
on its guard sgainst this intestine foe.  The Colum-
bia Times evidently thinks that she was let ofl too
eanily (if, indeed, she were let off—for we bave not
heard what action the Sum'er magistrates took in
the prewises ). and invi‘es ber to pay & visit to the
capital of the Palmetto State, woere it promises
++ she shall be treated with all the honoras dus to her
s real sex sud desiges:” snd trusts ‘*that this
“ ¢ stropg-minded womaa ' may not take ber final
s departure from the State before this is done.”
We have nol Leard whether or nos Mra, Emerson
has availed berself of this proffer of the hospitalities
of the central chivalry ot Carolina.

The Committee state the fact as one beyond dis-
pute, that the Northern Abolitionists, afraid of weet-
ing the conae uences of their crimes themse lves, car-
ry ou 1beir netarious purposes by the aid and instru-
wentality of their women. ** Relying upon South-
+ ern gallantry and generosity, they pick up aban-
s doned characters, whe will do anything for
** meney, and send them down here to corrupt our
*+ wlaves and libel our institutione, thinking, becsuse
** they are women, they will be safe (rom Bouthero
** violence and reproach.” W think that if these
wircreants bave ¢ver indu'ged in any such illusious,
they will have been effectually awakened from their
drestn by the stremuous virtus of the patriotic
Sumteri e, We eannot wonder that the Committee
sbould wind up their Report, * each sod every
“ mewber of it,” by calling on the Town Authori-
ties ** to sct decisively, and for the cominon good
“ apd welfare of our country.”

The Republicans were
enabled, by the aid of certain Fillmore Americans
to vote Whitfield out of the late House at its finé
or iong Bession; but at the short Seasion, Be
chauso baving meantime been chosen Presidest
and' the Republicans prostrated, Whitield pre
sented himself afresh, having been re-slested undet
the bogus **laws,” The Republicans at once ob-

jeeted to hin taking the seat; and, haviog a tem-
porary aseendaney, through the failare of cariaia
“ Demoeratie” or ** Ameriean’’ Members t ap:
pear at the opening of the Session, they voted him
out. A reconsideration was instantly moved, and,
by parlismentary tactics and fillibustering. a do-
cimive vote was staved off until enough of the sb-
sentees bad been brought in to turn the scdle
agninat us; and now the queslion was fakes, the
Republicans outnumbered, and Whitfeld sdmivied.
All the Republican vetes were against him, sod ™
think two or three otbers; but be triumphed, 00
thanks to the Republicans, but beeauss most of the
Americans who voted him out at the former See
sicn, now saw fit to vote him in.

Appropriation been submitied in 8 sepacate bill, we
are sure that no Republiesn vote would have beea
given for it, though the seasion bad been protracted

y this dissgreement till dovmsday. .

We speak of facts so public and well-anthenti-
cated that no one will veature in any material poink
to di‘quQ them. What, then, must we think of the
conductor of & pubbe journal who ean delibsrately
put forth such representalions as we have quoted
sbove? What relmice can be placed on bis hoo-
esty and truthfalvess in Sresting of facts less volo-
rious apd undeviable?  And the misfortune ia that
we are expositg ot an individusl merely, bat &
clase—not an iustarce, but s system,  Whao cod
warvel that rome good men go astray whan trussed
yurveyors of intelligence snd guides of opiana
evinee such unblusking kvavery?
