establish a State Race Course.'' As this bill will
meet likely become a statute of the State in a

few days, I will briefly state its provisions: It
authorizes Edward Fearsall of your city, Henry
Lloyd of Queens, Lovell Pnrdy of Riehmond. Ardü
l.'iwncr.d and Robert E. Morris of Westchegter,
and their associates, to form a company for tbe
purpose of raisinjf, breeding and improving- tbe
breed of horses, subject to the provisions of " An
" Act for the incorporation of associations for im-
' proving the breed of horses," passed April 10,
ife54, excepting so far as the same may be incon¬
sistent with the provisions of this act. It also gives
the association power to purchase or lease a suits-
ble tract of land, to he selected by commissioners
named in the bill, to be used as a course for testing
tbe relative speed of horses,- to erect suitable
buildings, fences, Ac; but this proti«ion shall not
be construed to allow the racing of horses or other
animals for any wagers contrary to the present pro¬
visions of the revised statutes. The Association may
hold two meetings, June and October, in each year
and at these semi-annual meetings may offer prizes
to be awarded as the managers may dictate. The
conrse must be located within one of tbe Counties
of Kings, Qu/en*, Suffolk, New-York or Rich¬
mond. The Sheriff of the county in which the
ccuree shall be established, or his deputy, shall at¬
tend the semi-annual meetings, to keep the peace
and remove all gambling implements, for which
services the Aascciation shall pay him $."> per day.
If the Association permit gambling of any kind
within the course, tbey thereby forfeit their charter
and all the powers and privilegea conferred by this
act.

If the Sheriff were required to remove all gam¬
blers as well as gambling tables and implements, it
is not probable the semi-annual shows contemplated
by this act would amount to much. In the course

of the debate Mr. Rider remarked that he w ould
much prefer an act to encourage improvement in
the breed of men; to which Mr. Wadsworth replied
that where you find good horses, there you will Had
also the best breed of men.a remark which, in
the judgment of your correspondent, sets up the
Mamelukes rather steeply.

Fort ^rie,
opposite Buffalo, is the eastern tenninu' of the
BtitTnloand Lake Huron Railw ay, now fully equipped
and running it* trains to Stratford, where it
crosses tbe (irand Trunk road, and will lie soon

completed to Coderich, on Lake Huron, a distance
of ]o0 indes from Balsalo.there to eoooeet with
lines of steamers ruuLiu^ to Lake Superior. To
accommodate tbe trade und travel of this road, and
others through Western Canada, and send the
