About 1,600 were landed in good he.dth. They are

the finest looking Chines*' that 1 ever saw. The
three cargoes have been disposed of at fron $250 to
$.100 a bead. Tho demand for Chinese, laborers
was never greater than now, and thousands could
he disposed of to thediir.'rent railroads and planters,
even at more advanced rates than those already
mentioned. The Increased prices paid for sugars,
and the probability of the continuance of the same,
are stimulating the energies of the Cuban planter to
their utmost. New lands will be brought into culti¬
vation, and fresh hands mu-t be forthcoming tor tho
Work.
