The Legislature which bos adjourned to-day has
been & remarkable one—renarkable for the number
and charucter of the lnws enscted, and some think
remarkable also on account of the lawa it hag failed
to enaet. The number of ncts passed st this
weesion in unprecedented in the legislation of this
State, reaching in all, sbout =00, very many of
ciourse being of a personal or loeal eharacter. In
tho main, 1 spprebend, the laws enncted at this
seasion will found useful, and caleulsted to
develop the resources and sdvance the material
interests  of the State;  and  will, therefors,
mieet the heurty approval of the great mass
of the people. The most important aects of
the eession are those  relating to  tha City
and port of New-York (many of which have al-
rendy appeared in Tug TRIGUNE), the act to Pro-
vide Menns for the Completion of the Cauals, and
the Excise law,  Amoug the acts swhich the 265,000
voters who brought this Administration it power
expeeted, and hnd a right to expect, from this Lag-
islature, were 8 Personn] Liberty law, u law for the
Registrution of the Names of Legal Voters of the
Stute, and an Appropriation for Kansas, to be nsed
only in ease of necesdity. A sort of Personal Lib-
erty bill, which was introduced st tho hecl of the
wession, did pass the Assembly, but wis not netmd
upon in the Sennte.  Whether it would have passnd
that body, had it come to a vote there, judging from
the muti{ntrd furm in which the Assembly’s Dred
Scott resolutions pussed the Seuute, is somewhat
doubtful.

The Trinity Clureh bill, which eceupied so much
of the time of the Senate snd which ultimately
passed that body, never reached final action in the
Assembly; but'the general impression here is that
hud i come to & vote it would have prased that
branch; and the impression is nearly as strong that
in that event Gov. King would bave vetoed it. The
aet for the relief of Broadwuy, which passed the
Assembly, weuld have passed the Senate also, if it
could hnve been bronght to a vots, which was pre-
vented by fillibuskering on the part of opponents to
the mearure.

Mr Speaker Littljohn delivired a heantiful vale-
dictory, whick deeply affected the members of the
Arsembly, particularly several members who are
upposed to sﬂr. L. in polities. 1t is & remarkable
fuct that no decision of Mr. Littlejohn as presiding
officer has been appealed from by sny member
during this sesion, T presume it would be dificult
to find n similar case ou record, though there have
heen prosiding ofticers of legislative bodirs—Mr
Banks among the number—who have never hul o
point of order decided against them on appeal.

Among the elght lundred nete prssed by this
Legislature, at least six hondred were enncted
during the last three weeks of the session, and more
than tour hundeed during the last week of the ses-
siom. Ou the 13th inst, Gov. King signed 62 acts;
on the 14th, 5%; on the 15th, 173; on the 16th, 50;
and on the 17th, 4.

The Police Commissioners, who nre required by
the terms of the net ereating the Metropolitan Polies
District to draw for terms of office before the See-
retary of State, huve not vet qualified, one of the
members (Mr, Strunahan of Brooklyn) being ab-
sent, It is understood thut they will be sworn in
early next week.,  Mr. Stranshan declined the ap-
pointment, and Edward W, Fizke of Drooklyn was
nomingted by the Governor to §ill the vacancy, but
the Senate did not take aetion on the nomination.
