DISCOVERIES IN THE GALENA LEAD

During the past Wicter there bave hevs several
very valuable “leads " struck In these minea. Al
Shurhorough, on Capt. Ests's ground, thers has bean
a floe “discovary,” and the Hempataad diggings yieid
well.  Bul the lorgest lead (o0 more pmpcrl_f lode)
which hae ever been discoy ered in the wines i nbout
ten wiles from this cily, uear Hazel Green. 1t is cone-
sidered good for six “milfims of pounds of mimoral.
The fortunate discoverer, who is an Englishmasn by
the name of Mills, can take one hundred thousand
dollars for his “show " nait stands. With the exep-

tiun of somo twoniy-two Lundeed pigs shippsd st

may know mare open the sabject.  Soon after the war
of 1812, the project of eotablishing colouies of Now-
Yrgland men in Westers Virginia wes stasted. asd a
lurge company wea formed in Eastern Massachusetts
for the purpose. Among those who took sa active
part was my crandfather, then a residont of one of the
rinall towns nenr Boston, He went pwice (o the lands
purcLased, lying in what now constitutes Randolph and
Lewis Countics, built a saw-mill upon one of the
stroams, and spent much time and mooey for himself
and for the Company. But it proved to be upon the
wrong kide of the Olio River. The colonista on the
Virgwin side could make no beadway. They were
cheated in the matter of recording their deeds; they
were thrown into constant litizgation by the action of
the Governor, who gave guifeiarm pateata to whoever
applied, oftentimes to the same truct over and over
pgain. Taxes were increased sud multiplied, nothing
done to aid in opening roads, no sssistance given
but rather obstacles thrown in the way by the Legisla-
ture of those who desired 1o make the south side of the
river flourish, ns the Ohio side hed even then begun to
do, The consequence wns that after a lung and vain
struggle, when the State had got all sbe could out of
the ** Yaukees, they were obliged to give np their
preject.

Io 1835, T went thither in compeny with another
man, in whose family was ulso s claim Lo 8 very large
tract of lacd, some 75 miles from the Ohio, and oear
the Great Kenawha, and a legal gentleman of the
Iwston Bar, to see how the matler then stond. We
eanmined the registers in Richmond, and afierward
those in the offices of the countics in whieh anr claima
lny. We found patents upon sowme of these lands,
wgned hy * Robert Broocke, Governor,” netually to
the number of five and six deep.  We found also a2
Clarksbiurg and other places in the vicinity, men whe
called themselyes sgents of the old companies, nud
who had bills against them for seryiees rendered (') in
takivg care of the property ('}, smounting to far more
than the entire valoe of the lnods. The result was,
thnt after spending weeks of time, and any quantity of
meney—for exery exsmination ot the court-honses and
revistorios, wassomehow made to cost us lucre—we
gnve the matter up ok a bad job, and to this day
lavch when we think of our greenness in supposing
that the Ancient Dominion, the Mother of Presidents,
would condescend to make any provision for duing
Justice to the heirs of those who, in good faith, had
Lought and pnid the ensh for her wild lands,

Of conrse 1 felt sume interest in the matter, enough
to cpuse me to koep in some degree the mmn of legisla-
tion, nud of executive orders in relstion to those lands,
The State insugurated o system of turnpikes, canals
and roilroads, which were to open the paradise of her
western seotion—for in sumlry thousands of milea of
travel in the United States and in Eorope, Western
Virginia seems to me the Joveliest land T ever saw—
and make s grand source of wealth, Whether these
interual improvements ore finished aud paid for the
public knows pretty well! Then came the sale of
luuds for taxes, with all sorta of contradictory regnla-
tions as to the right of redemption, and great land
wales took place.  Tnthe Spring of 1852 1 was again
i thiat region, el stopping st Marietta, Ohio, a short
time, 1 beeame acquainted with a gentleman from near
Portemouth, Va., who had obtained possession of
Jarge tructs of those old lands and, ns he hoped, held
gouod titles to the same,  1laid before himn plan ef
colonization, with which he ceemed much druck—one
which had ceeurred to me in my fuot joureys smong
the eommon people of the Rhine region, in Germany.
The furt, however, that the result would be a colony
of free lnborers—though, es he gssured me, just what
Lo eould wish personally—would probally be su in-
supernble objection to carrying out the project.

Bome months later, one of the first geologists of the
country did me the honor to call upon me in relation
to u similar project. 1o bad just roturned from a sur-
vey of a large truct of the best coal lnnds of the State,
and one which was readily aceswible by water com-
munication.  The question was as to the fensibility of
colonizing the traet, if & company conld secure a valid
{itle—n warrantee from the State—of which, in that
cnce it wae thought there could be no doubt.

The plan which 1 proposed was, se soon na the title
wits secared, to bring on lumbermen from the East nnd
elear away the timber from the sonth and south-west-
et sides of the mountains, and lay open the spots best
fiited for eultivation, Something certainly might be
dume in this way with the lumber, which is very muech
wanted in places now by railroud end the rivers of
casy aceess from the Virginia rivers, to reimburse the
expense of opening romds und preparing lands for
auothor olass of nborers.  This aecomd oliss shonld be
eomposed of vine dreasers, gerirulturi=t= and the neces-
wuiry mechanios, brought from  the wine-producing
parts of Germany, In the Summer of 1854, T was
nenin upon the Rhine, and made inquiries as to the
practicability of securing emigrants fur such a colony,
npon the plan of pranting them small farms in fee
simple, relaining {le right of wining in the hands of
tlie company, nud n cortnin share of the produce of
{1 vintages, for a tern of years. The result of my
inquiries was favorable, 1t would be useless to follow
out the plan into detail, for however practicable it
 ight be in Froe States, is there any possibility that it
cowld he made succewdul s one curmed with the rulo
of the Sln\'n-u-nu-_\' ’
