The
lust California steamer brought a rumor from Car¬
son Valley that the great prophet, priest and king
of the Mormons had been obliged to run away to

avoid the fury of his own people, ex«it<«d by diffi¬
culties relating to the management of the Church
property; and DOW We have from Washington a

confirmation of this rumor, derived from official

dispatches received there. Our Washington dis¬

patch states that Young wis known to have ar¬

ranged with the Indians surrounding the Mormon
settlements for a safe escape through their country.
This arrangement he is supposed to have made
with a view to just mich an exigency as the Carson
Valley report alleges to have arisen.
Whether such n rebellion hits yet occurred or

uot, it is Lnpossible to suppose that it can any
longer be remote. The highly interesting letter
from our correspondent at (treat Salt Lake City,
which we are enabled to publish this morning,
r-hows that Utah IB surcharged with the premoni¬
tory symptoms of a revolution. We can vouch for
our corteeponiieiit's bonefttj and the trustworthi¬
ness of the sources whence his information is
derived; und wo are confident that no one can

p. rii-e his startling exhibit of the foul, remorseless
and sanguinary despotism exercised by Young and
his myrmidons, without an assured OOBviotton that
the end uiust be at hand. Surely there never was

a more atrocious and revolting tyrauny than that
which our correspondent, with a few simple
touches of the pen, depicts. Murder and robbery,
executed ut the command of the prophet by a leerH
organization known as the Danitei, who obey no other
law than his dark and unrelenting will; virgins forced
to enter the harems of hoary and hated lecher*;
wives separated from their husbands by the uwful
power of the Church, because the bestiaJ eye of
some high priest has been fixed upon them; a sya-
tem of general espionage, which explores even

letters confided to the public mails.such are the
featuies of this ofahoot of intelligent Americsn
society in the middle of the nineteenth century
Of course such a state of things cannot last. No
community on this continent can be degraded
enough to submit to it for any length of time; and
we may be sure that the excess of the evil will sud¬
denly if not terribly work its own cure. We are

inclined, then, to place stme confidence in th"s>»
report* of Young's overthrow and Hi'ht.
Such an event must necessarily be followed by

serious modifications of the Mormon polity. That
the entire delusion would be extinguished by it is
uot probable; but while the Church would natu¬

rally be split into several opposing fragments, many
of its more intelligent and uncorrupted members
would be restored to their senses and to civilized
life. Wo shall wait with interest for further intel¬
ligence from the Territory, and meanwhile we do
not doubt that the President will see the necessity
of hastening the departure of the troop*, intended
for thai «juarter. We trust, also, that an energetic
and judicious mau may at once be sent out with
them to ussume the office of QofonkOT,

The third Keport of the Postmaster-Central of
Creat Pritain.for 1856.is of more than ordinary
interest.

no comparison between our disjointed, heterogene¬
ous mass of absurd rules and regulations and the
Pritieh system. The statistical details of the latter
far surpass in magnitude the operations of our own
Post-Office.

Legally and nominally, all 1'nited States
Land* are first offered at auction, aud those whist
are w< rtli moro than $1} per acre are theo sold th
the highest bidder, leaving the residue open to pre.
emption or entry at the minimum price aforesaid.
Practically, however, this sale by auction is a faros,
being overruled by a combination of the settlers &ad
speculators present not to bid against each other,
but to share the desirable tracts among them at the
minimum price. Formerly, settlers were content
with a quarter section each of the choice
lands at the minimum price; but they now
demand and insist on firo quarter-*eotioaa each.
cue to occupy; the other to bold ou speculation
until they can sell it at a satisfactory advance.
Thus the old distinction of squatters and specula¬
tors, if not entirely abrogated, is so modified that
there remain but resident and non-resident specu¬
lators, and the formation of school districts and
Betghborboodfl must await the sale of the extra

quarter sections aforesaid.
There never was but one honest and politic modo

of disposing of the Public Lauds; and that it, by
limiting each purchaser to a quarter-section, and
forbidding the owner of that quarter-section to ac-

quin* more land until he shall have built on this a

dwelling and put at leant forty acres tberof under
cultivation. Thus we should have had compact
settlements, roads, bridges, school houses, industry
and thrift, where now are incessant wandering,
spying end grabbing, irregular hiibits, impatience
of the slow but sure gains of labor, frequent desti¬
tution aud the rising generation too often growing
up in rude ignorance. The truth will ultimately
force itself on public attention, but uot till the mis¬
chief, through the dispersion of our people and the
monopoly of the choice lands shall have bova ren¬

dered irretrievable.
